in few hands that war scares regardless
of their source are likely to favor higher
prices because, stocks are not sufficiently
large and tightening of the money mar-
ket Is not likely to affect the price other-
wise. We look for a continued scalping
market with the chances favoring the
long side for a while, at least, yet. Corn
was steady; clearances not large, being
315,000 bushels, but receipts are sure to
become lighter and the country has been
pretty well cleared of corn, so that higher
prices are almost certain. Provisions
were strong today under influence of light
receipts. We feel decidedly friendly to
the long side of provisions and the more
war we get the higher prices should go.
Stocks were weak today and very natural
ly so, in view of the sensational head-line- s

of morning papers, but we hear that con-
sols were higher and that government se-

curities were a cent higher than yesteray.
Spanish bonds were also higher. This fact
more nearly represents the probabilities
of war than any other barometer, hence
we take it that so far as Spain and the
United States are concerned war is not
so near as it would seem.

SHERIFF MARTIN ACQUITTED

Defendants Have Other Charges
Pendins Against Them.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., March 9. The jury in
the case of Sheriff Martin and his depu-

ties, charged with the killing of strikers
at Lattimcr on September 10 last, this
morning returned a verdict of not guilty.

Long before the time for court to con-

vene there was a big crowd waiting to
gain admittance to the court room, and
when the doors were thrown open there
was a wild rush, but only ja. limited num-

ber were admitted. Judge. Woodward did
not take his seat on the bench until five
minutes after 10 o'clock, the jury coming
In a few minutes later. When the jury
had taken their seats the roll was called,
each man answering to his name. The
clerk then asked: "Gentlemen of the jury,
have you agreed upon a verdict?"

The foreman replied "We have," at the
same time handing the clerk the written
verdict, which was promptly passed to
Judge Woodward.

After reading the verdict the judge re-

turned the paper to the clerk. The latter.
addressing the jury, said:

"Gentlemen, your verdict in the case of
the commonwealth versus James Martin
et al., is not guilty, so say you all?"

"We do," was the reply.
The jury was then polled and each juror

answered not guilty as his name was call-e- d.

There was an attempt at applause but
it was quickly suppressed by the judge.

When the jury retired last evening they
took only one ballot and it was unanimous
for acquittal. It Is said that the jury
was prepared for a verdict before leaving
the box. After the jury had been thanked
and discharged by Judge Woodward, Dis
trict Attorney Martin asked that the de-

fendants be required to continue their
bail bond, as there are still seventeen in-

dictments for murder hanging over them,
and thirty-eig- for feloniously wounding.
The bond was continued as requested.

District Attorney Martin says he has
not decided what to do with these other
cases. The prosecuting committee, it is
said, will Insist upon further prosecution.

students at the normal college tfiere.

Davis was in bed. when Gehrig, who was
walking about the room, drew a pistol and
fired three times in quick succession at
Davis. Those woh rushed to the room I

irhre h rtfirred fonnd f?hrisr
lying on the floor with a bullet hole in
his left temple. lie died without regain
ing conaciouneas. A note written by
Gehrig and found near hi body gives bis
explanation of the tragedy, as follows:

"We are dead in lore with Alice Cusa-min-

and Annie Holmes, and no: being
able to see them and they keeping ay
from us. we'reeolred to take onr lives. My
name is Roy Gehrig of Mlltoa. Pa., aad
the little fellow is wnUam Davis of Si.
CUir. Please notify our parents at oace.
We would lik be cresaaied, so notify
our parents at once."1

Davis says be knows nothing of the note
and denies that there was any compact
to commit suicide. From what can be

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Blood Flows in the Streets of
Plague-Strick- en Bombay.

HINDOO ANDMAHOMMEDAN

Unite Against a Plague Party
--Police Kill Four.

Bombay, March 9. Serious plague riots
have occurred in the native quarter. Sev-
eral persons have been killed or wounded.
Troops and blue jackets have been dis-
patched to the scene of the disturbance.

Condon, March 9. Special dispatches
from Bombay say the riot broke out at
noon, among the low caste Hindoos and
Mohammedans against the Europeans. It
had its origin In an attack upon a plague
search party. Two soldiers, as these dis-
patches were sent, had already been killed
and the police had fired on the mob, kill-
ing six persons and wounding many oth-
ers.

Other special dispatches from Bombay
say that a plague inspector and three men
of the Shropshire regiment were stoned
to death.

London. March 9. A still later dispatch
from Bombal says the mob attacked the
hospital, burned the offices and stores and
savagely assaulted the doctors, killing
one of them. Detachments of the polii--

of the Shropshire regiment and artillery
were hurried to the scene, a volley was
fired into the mob and seven persona
were killed. Before this, the dispatch
adds, two soldiers of the Shropshire regi-
ment and one artilleryman were stoned
to death.

The riot Is described as causing a tre-
mendous sensation. All the available
troops and artillery have been called out
and business Is suspended.

The trouble arose through a plague
party inquiring Into the causo of the sick-
ness of a Mohammedan woman. An enor-

mous crowd of castemen gathered and
stoned and mobbed the party, which re-

tired for an escort of armed police and
then returned and the sur-

render of the patient, which was refused.
A Parsee magistrate who exhorted the
populace not to resist the police, was him-

self struck, whereupon he ordered the
police xh charge.- - They did so. and four
Mohammedans were killed and several
were wounded.

The disturbance spread with alarming
rapidity, until the whole quarter arfiund
the Bhendl bazaar presented a spectacle
similar to that of the riots of 1S03. The
Mohammedans, who were joined by the
Hindoos, assaulted every European or
Eurasian they met and a hysterical mob
attacked the Union dwellings In the su-

burb of Bycaulla. The residents barri-
caded themselves In their houses and fired
blank cartridges from their windows,
which drove the rioters off.

In the meantime troops were hurried
to the scene and a battery of artillery is
now patrolling the Bhendl bazaar.

The outbreak was specially directed
against Christians. It is reported that
two European soldiers were nearly killed,
but It 13 diffcult, owing to the excitement,
to obtain correct details.

The excitement has partially subsided
this evening, but the situation is still re-

garded as serious. Cavalry has been or-

dered from Poonah to assist in patrolling
the streets, and the volunteers have boon
called out. The city Is In the hands of the
military. The two members of the Shrop-

shire regiments who were killed woro
walking unarmed. The mob battered in

their skulls.
Many European officers and many polico

men were seriously injured. In several
Instances Europeans who were traversing
the native section of the town alone were
beaten or stabbed. Some were dangerous-
ly wounded.

In various parts of the city plague am-

bulances were seized and burned. At
tempts were made to burn the hospital.
and the European nurses had narrow es-

capes. Finally they were escorted to a
place of safety by the troops.

The mob attacked the Jamsettje hospi-

tal and badly wounded Mr. Gilleepie, the
house surgecn. but were repulsed by rtfle
volleys and several of the rioters were
killed.

The total losses of the rioters are yet
unknown, but the outbreak is regarded
as the most alarming that has occurred
in India in many years.

REPORT ON CIVIL SERVICE

Investlcatlnc Committee AVould Itc-du-

the Cla.inrd lAtt.
Washington, March 9. Senator Pritch-ar- d,

chairman of the committee on civil
service, today presented the report of that
committee on the recent investigation ot
the classified service, embodying the con-

clusions of the committee. These conclu-
sions are divided under two heads as fol-

lows:
"First, that the executive had the power

to make such modifications as may be
found advisable, and therefore no legisla-
tion Is needed.

"Secondly, the committee is agreed that
the claseincatioa ha been too extenwtra
and that certain places that bar been
classified should be excluded from class-
ification, so that appointments aoay be
made to them not through examination.
but at the pleasure of the head ot tba do--

partment or bureau.
"The committee, therefore, is of the

opinion that the president should make
certain modification In the existing civil
service ruls and should restore to the
bead of departments aad the beads of
bureaus the appointment of certain clmssea
of aSlcULs.

"The committee, bowerer. recognize
that its province in this is purely advisor)',
since it has no legislation to propose "
