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Stocks and Bonds Show Un-

varied Depression.

INVESTORS ARE SELLING

Spanish Fours Show the
Awful Fix of Spain.

New York, March 12. The professional
traders were somewhat astonished at the
effect they achieved in prices today. The
bears, who attacked the market at the
opening, had buying orders at the prices
to which they desired to drive stocks.
The market showed itself so weak when
these prices were reached that the buying
orders were quickly drawn. This cover-
ing movement accounted for the sharp
rally in the first hour, and there were some
recoveries at the close. Otherwise there
was nothing to relieve the unvaried de-

pression which prevailed through the
wohle list of stocks and bonds. The
closely held standard stocks suffered with
hte purely speculative issues, and in some
cases more severely. Lake Shore is an
example. It sold at 185 per cent, a de-

cline of S points, and closed with the
bidding at only ISO per cent. Pennsyl-
vania dropped 3 full points. St. Paul suf-

fered very acutely, probably on the un-
covering on margins on recent speculative
buying, and was at one time 4 points.
Northwestern dropped 4& points and Bur-
lington 3 points. The local traction stocks
were equally weak. The number of prom-
inent stocks which sot? net losses of be-

tween 2 and 3 points is very large. The
total sales in the two hours trading, 0,

was well up to the average of a full
day's business for the week, exclusive of
Monday, and blocks of several thousand
shares were frequently recorded. Part
of these offerings were speculative hold-
ings dislodged by exhausted margins, but
there can be no doubt that sales of invest-
ment holdings, such as are not usually
influenced at all by the speculative move-

ment of prices, are beginning to absorb
an increasing proportion of the business
on the stock exchange. There were no
specific item of the day's news that can
be pointed to as aooounting for the demor-
alization of the market. It was caused
rather by the general conviction that the
reports of the Maine board of inquiry and
u. statement of the further policy of the
government towards Cuba are imminent,
and the willingness of operators to carry
open contracts over Sunday. The weekly
bank statement shows that the gold im-

ports received for the week have not
been sufficient to offset the continued
withdrawals to the Interior, so that the
cash holdings show a met decrease of
1736,700. But as the heavy drawing down
of deposits has reduced the 25 per cent
requirements by $2,634,025, the surplus re-
serve Is enlarged by $1,S37,S25.

THE "WEEK REVIEWED. -
The stock market ended the week as it

began, in a demoralized condition. The
partial recovery of Tuesday and "Wednes-
day, and the diminished activity between
Monday and Saturday probably represent-
ed nothing but a natural reaction, which
always follows a sudden decline, the re-

covery being in proportion to the violence
of the fall. The New Tork stock exchange
on Monday shared the depression existing
on every exchange for securities in the
world. On the London, and European ex-
changes the new demands of Russia up-
on China and the tension between France

--and Great Britain over the West African
situation were almost as much causes for
nlarm as for the relations between the
United States and Spain. So acute was
the resulting depression that so important
an incident as the supreme courtUecision
In the maximum freight rate case in favor
of the railroads was almost entirely dis-
regarded, although it has been eagerly
looked for each Monday since last year.
Spain's disavowal of any Intention to de-

mand Lee's recall, the satisfactory ad-
justment of the difficulty over sending
provisions to Cuba In warships and the
voting by congress of $50,000,000 defense
fund were all cited as evidence of improv-
ed conditions in our relations with Spain.
But that none of these had any deep-seat-

effect was shown by the course
of prices later in the week.

The course of the exchango market and
the continued influx of gold must be ac-
cepted also as additional ovidenco of prep-
aration for emergencies.

tutions to strengthen their reserves, led
to a rise in the money rate, which natu-
rally started an import movement of gold.
This week the money market was decid-

edly easier and the level of call money
rates Is distinctly below that in London,
so there should be a profit in leaving
credits abroad at interest. But there has
been no interruption to the engagements
of gold for import, which have now reach-
ed a total of considerably over $16,000,000.

After the available supply of gold in the
open market had been absorbed the Bank
of England and the Bank of France re-

sorted to the most extraordinary expedi-
ents to prevent the withdrawal of gold,
the premium demanded being sufficient
under ordinary circumstances to check
the outflow of gold. Gold Is, however,
being taken from the Bank of England
for New York.

Railroad bonds have shown full sym-
pathy with the weakness in stocks, but
dealings were not large.

Government new fours have declined &
per cent bid, the fives and olr fours 3 per
cent bid, and the old fours coupon 2

per cent.
FOREIGN STOCK MARKETS.

Paris, March 12. On the bourse today
Spanish fours at the opening were 55,
against 65 8, the closing price yester-
day.

Paris, March 12. Prices opened weak
on the renewed decline in the price of
Spanish and Brazilian securities, after-
wards improved, but a reaction followed.
Spanis fours were especially affected by
the utterances of the Imparcial and were
further depressed in response to London
advices. The closing was weak all around.
Spanish fours closed at 54, a net loss of
11-- from yesterday's closing price.

Berlin, March 12. International securi-
ties on the bourse today were quiet. Bank
shares and industrial securities were firm
and then weakened on realizing. Amer-
ican securities were weak in respone to
the London market.

London, March 12. Spanish fours on the
stock exchange today opened lower, at
5i, but later reacted to 55. The market
for American securities moved downward
all day with the trading merely profes-
sional. The closing tone was weak. There
was no demand. American eagles amount-
ing to 102,000 pounds were withdrawn from
the Bank of England today.

Now York, March 12. Tho Evening
Post's London financial cablegram says:

"The stock markets here were dull and
depressed today on finance and politics,
more particularly the Cuban question,
but the close was a fraction above the
worst on a feeble rally from Paris, owing
to the recovery in Brazils on Rothschilds
buying. Spanish securities were flat. The
report that the next coupon of the exte-
rior debt was to be paid in pezetas is off-
icially contradicted. All tho same, Span-
ish finance is in a desperate situation.
Americans were flat on the New York
lead. There was practically no recovery.
The increased premium charged by the
Bank of France on eagles, thus shifting
the demand for gold here, resulted in more
withdrawals from the Bank of England
today. More American bills are to ar-
rive than for some time. Tho brokers
usually quote 3H per cent; tho bank is now
doing a large business, the discount rate
in the open market being 3H per cent.
There was a further fall in Spanish bonds
after business hours."

banks are in a stronger position now than
at the close of business one week ago.
The policy of retrenchment seems to have
been rather generally followed by the
larger institutions, and the loss of $10,592,-40- 0

in loans, as shown by tho statement
of March 12, corresponds closely with the
reduction of $10,53S,500 in deposits. Early
in the week tho liquidation in loans was
a marked feature, as a number of the
banks were below their reserve require-
ments and desired naturally to increase
their cash holdings. The unsettled stock
exchange conditions have also contribut-
ed toward tho falling off shown in the
average. The banks appear to have lost
$4,465,400 in legal tenders, but the re-

ceipts of the first gold Imports swelled
the specie item $3.93S,700, so that the actual
loss in cash for the week was only $736,-70- 0.

The reservo requirements, owing to
the decrease In deposits, were reduced
$2,634,625. and taking from this the actual
loss in cash, the result shows that the
banks have added $1,507,525 to the excess
reserve reported one week ago. There is
now engaged or en route to America over
$12,000,000 in gold, and as this will find its
way into New York hands, excepting, of
course, the one-ha- lf million ordered for
Chicago, the outlook must be regarded as

It will be seen that this cen-

ter can stand a heavy drain without
weakening the position of the local banks,
although why thore should be a continued
movement of funds to the interior, with
bank reserves at nearly every pr'ncr
center heavier than usual, is a matter tat
ca not be explained easily. The local
monej rates during the week have reflect-
ed an easier feeling, falling off somewhat
at the close. Many of the larger K nks
seem to be out of the market on commer-
cial paper, but institutions,
which are not affected by the withdrawal
of money.-Oiav- been doing considerable
business at this point. It is. of course,
impossible in view of foreign complica-
tions, to predict how money will turn
within two weeks. But it will require
a very severe crisis, indeed, to bring the
market to an acute stage. A continu-
ance of gold imports would operate
against its existence for more than a brief
period of time.

It is generally believed that prompt
action will be taken by the president on
Monday and that Spain will have to fight
or give In very soon; hence, the weak-
ness in the stock market and the failure
on the part of the bulls to lend sufficient
bolstering power to the wheat. We shall
not be surprised at some further weak-
ness Monday, in case anything sensational
develops at Washington, but believe the
break Is about oer. It is possible that
the low point was reached today. We
don not think that the bull movement is
by any means over and feel that even if
war results, higher prices are likely. Corn
acted much as It did yesterday. It lost
a little during the day, but in the face of
the weakness in wheat was remarkably
strong. Nothing but a panic in the money
market can cause much decline in corn.
Very much higher prices will surely fol-

low. Provisions were decidedly weak, but
thev are a purchase.
