ASwedish
brig went ashore near Grimsnury this
morning. Her crew perished before

could reach them. Tne greatest
anxiety is felt for the safety of the fishing
fleets.

Copenhagen, March 25. Violent gales
accompanied by heavy snow have caused
numerous casualties among the shipping.
A dispatch from Bernholm, a Danish
island in the Baltic, says that twenty-si- x

boats engaged in salmon fishing are miss-

ing.

MASSACRES IN CHINA

"Halias" Are linking it Interesting:
For Their Lowland Xeisrhliors.

Victoria, B. C , March 25. The Chinese
colony here has received advices that the
Hakas are again raiding the three great
districts of Sun Ping and HoiPing, they
having already raided the town of Hong
Mai and massacred all its inhabitants.

Haka" is explained as a synonym for
"stranger" applied by the inhabitants of
the Chinese coast districts (the bonda) to
the barbarous oeepie of the bills( with
whose customs they have for centuries
been in antagonism. The "Hakas" are
said to be armed with American magazine
rifles and are reported to be marching on
to the large city of Foo Sak, the peaceful
Chinese flying in terror before them.

BQQDLING IN BROOKLYN

Xine Ofllcinls or the City Accused of
Working: a Oooil Thins. 1

New York, March 25. In the Kings
county criminal court in Brooklyn today
a batch of indictments were handed down
by the grand jury against former city
officials and contractors of Brooklyn. Dis-

trict Attorney Marean refused to make
known the names of the persons indicted
until after they should have been arrest-
ed. It is alleged, however, that the in-

dictments are the outcome of an investiga-
tion that has been proceeding for some
time into the operations of the public
works department o fBrooklyn.

It is also said that tbe indictments
charge a conspiracy by which the city
was defrauded of $80,000 by means of
fraudulent contracts.

The records charge the S80.W0 in ques-

tion to "emergency work." The law re-

quired that all work, the cost of which
was to exceed IHKiO. should be awarded
by oonrracts, upon advertisement for the
regular time. To evade this law, it is
alleged, the officers of the Brooklyn city
works department had been in the habit
of ordering work and paying for it in
sums of 13,800 or leas.

"Willis the naval officer of the port of
N-- t" York. Mayor "Wurster appointed him
commander of the city works in 1355.

The Indictment cf Mr. Clark was for
accepting a consideration for the perform-
ance of an official act while on tne board
of aldermen. It is surmised from this
that the grand jury took up the action
of the board of aldermen in connection
with the granting of trolley franchises
and extensions.

EXTRA FARE ON FAST TRAINS

Dollar on Ia3 Coaches and Foar Dol-
lars on Sleeper.

Chicago, March 25. Chairman Cald-
well, of the "Western Passenger associa-
tion, who was appointed arbitrator of
the question whether an excess fare
should be charged on the fast trains put
on between Chicazo and Denver by the
Burlington and the Northwestern and
Union Pacific, has decided that on the
fast trains an excess fare of $1 shall be
charged all passengers who use the day
coaches and J I on all passengers who
ride in the sleeping cars. He has decided
that the extra fare shall apply to all
west bound business originating at or
passing through Chicago and destined for
points within the state of Colorado. East
bound the fare shall apply to all busi-
ness originating within the state of Colo-
rado and destined for Chicago, or to pass
through Chicago. The decision is to be-

come effective on the first of April. The
Burlington today issued notice that, com-
mencing Auril 1 tickets from Chicago or
any point east thereof through Chicago
to any point in the state of Colorado will
not be honored on their fast train No. 1,

leaving Chicago at 10 a. m., except in
connection with the excess fare check of
$1 for those who ride in chair cars and
coaches, and Ji for those who ride in
sleepers. The distinction in the matter
of sleeper rates was made because in the
chairman's olnien any greater extra
fare on business in ordinary coaches
would establish a prohibitory rate. April

is the date fixed for the ruling to take J

effect.
The meeting between the Canadian Pa-

cific and the transcontinental roads In the
United States to discuss the Alaska mat-
ter has been set for next Thursday, at
Buffalo. N. Y. There has been no ap-
parent change in tbe attitude of the par-
ties to the dispute, but as all of them
are willing to discuss the matter It may
be that some of them will not be as stiff
about holding their views regarding dif-

ferentials as they are at the present time.
