"Free Cuba and the Independence of

tho island republic" was the ehibboleth

of the senate throughout the four days

of debate which ended tonight. "Whiles

the verdict returned was decisive, it is

safe to say that it is not final. Notes of

discord almost foreboding in their tone

wcro sounded. This foreboding was not
due in any sense to anxiety about the re-

sult of the impending conflict. It was
prompted by a fear lest, If. the action
taken by the senate should ultimately be

accepted as final, this government might
become Involved in complications that
In future years would prove serious.

At 9:10 p. m. tonight the Davis resolu-

tionsthose reported from tho committee
on foreign relations, amended so as to

Include the recognition of the republic of
Cuba, were passed by a vote of 67 to 21,

as a substitute for the resolution adopt-

ed by thei house of representatives.
All day long the contest waged with

an earnestness, energy, ability and elo-

quence seldom equalled, even In the sen-

ate of the United tates. From 10 o'clock
this morning until the moment of the
final vote the Intensity of interest did
not abate for an instant. Under the
agreement limiting tho duration of tho
speeches, except In specified instances, to
fifteen minutes, every senator who so
desired had an opportunity to express
his views. Before the voting had act-

ually begun after 7 o'clock tonight tho
gui'gffBVugCli of fliefc"oSy 'hS"d been made
by Mr. "White of California, who has
been consistently and conscientiously op-

terly oratorical effort, and attracted pro-

found attention from evesy auditor.
No less than twenty-fiv- e senators ad-

dressed themselves to the momentous
question under consideration.

It was not until after the first vote-t- hat

on the amendment of Mr. Turpie
of Indiana providing for the recognition
of the island republic had been taken,
that the senate was brought faco to face
with tho tremendous importance of its
action.

LAST DAY OF DEBATE.
In accordance with the agreement reach-

ed last night the senate convened prompt-
ly at 10 o'clock and after the transaction
of some routine business the resolution of
the foreign relations committee was laid
before tho senate.

Few senators wero on the floor at the
time and Mr. Teller suggested the lack of
a quorum, saying it was duo to senators
who woro to speak that a quorum bo
present.

After about 15 minute3 a quorum ap-

peared.
Mr. Cannon (Utah) was then recognized

and spoke In favor of immedlato and de- -
cisivo action and for the recognition of
the independence of the Cuban republic.

ALLEN HATES THE POWERS.
Mr. Allen (Neb.) said he wanted to call

attention to the remarkable scene that
had occurred at the White House on
April 7 He referred to the call of tho
representatives of the six great powers
upon fhe president, and to the exchange
of notes on tfca Hlspano-Americn- n situa-
tion. He declared that no similar scene
had over been witnessed in this country.

"I want to register my protest," said
Mr. Allen, "against the representatives of
the ed powers of Europe entering
tho White House and tilling this country
what it shall do. 1 can not understand
why the president did not inform them
that this country would not tolerate any
Interference from them; yet here is tho
first step towards the breaking do-w- of
the Monroe doctrine and the destruction
of the nation. And it is understood that
those same powers are to go
further and mako another assault upon
tho White House with more pressing de-

mands. Within six months these samo
powers will be urging tho United States
to agree to arbitration In order that our
liability or Spanish-Cuba- n bonds may
be determined.

Mr. Burrows of Michigan supported the
position assumed in this crisis by the
president and argued against the recog-

nition of the present republic of Cuba.
PLATT OPPOSES RECOGNITION.

Mr. Piatt (Conn.) who, in accordance
with the agreement reached last night,
was accorded a half-hour- 's time, devoted
it to a strong and eloquent expression of
his hope for peace and a defense of the
president. He thought the time for ora-

tory and impassioned utterance had
passed. Oratory would not bombard More
castle- - Stinging, angry words mignt
w.mnd the president, but they could not
p:ereo the armor of Spanish battleships.

Mr. Piatt believed that peace might
have been preserved had it not been for
the intemperate utterances of those who
seemed bent upon plunging the country
into war. He hosed, he said, tb&t ever.

The senate was called upon
to place it on lower ground; on untenable
ground, that would not be approved by
the nations of the earth.

"I deplore it it is de-

clared Mr. Piatt.
He thought that to recognize the pres-

ent republic, which General Leo had tes-

tified existed only in skeleton, would be
little short of folly. Beforo extending
such recognition, Mr. Piatt said, it would
be necessary for the United States to
strike from history the words of many
of the nation's statesmen and give up the
Monroe doctrine.

Mr. Piatt concluded with an appeal for
calm and deliberate action such as would
be approved by all future generations.

BACON WOULD RECOGNIZE.
A strong appeal for recognition of the

of the present Cuban repub-
lic was then made by Mr. Bacon (Ga.). In
beginning he said It was unfair to charge
that all senators who differed from the
president upon this question were hostile
to him. He did not approve of the presi-
dent's message in its entirety, because it
was Impossible for him to grant such pow-

er to a president as Mr. McKinley evi-

dently desired.
NOTHING TO DO WITH CUBA.

Mr. Wellington (Md.) followed Mr. Ba-
con and as he arose to speak there was
a stir In the galleries. The speaker said
he was thoroughly satisfied that there
was no good reason for the United States
gonig to war with Spain. No war could
be Justified at any time by any nation
unless all diplomatic agencies had been
exhausted, and lie could not see that re-

sult in the message of the president.
"I will vote for peace; I will stand for

peace as long as peace is possible."
"I do not stand here as an apologist

for the Spanish policy. I believe the peo-

ple of Cuba had vJ right to rebel against
tho colonial policy of Spain. But we, as
a nation, are outside the situation. We
have nothing to do with the rebellion now
going on on the Island."

MESSAGE
Mr. Wellington argued that the presi-

dent's message had been wholly miscon-
strued, that Instead of an appeal to con-
gress to sanction war 1L was exactly the
reverse, but tho war frenzy tas abroad
and congress was rushing hopelessly into
hostilities.

"The president, I believe, in his heart
feels that war Is not necessary."

He read the closing paragraph of the
president's message and, placing his in-

terpretation ,upon it, said that the words
indicated that the executive still believed
that tho armistice granted to the insur-
gents would yet work out peace.

ALFONSO BEATS CARLOS.
Passing to the internal dissensions exist-

ing in Spain, he said that tho United
States would be held responsiblo should
the Carlists overthrow tho present
