Cuts a Swath Through That
Newly-Bui- lt Town,

GREAT PROPERTY DAMAGE

No Loss of Life But Some

Miraculous Escapes,

Tonkawa, O. T., May 3. Special A fear-

ful storm raged here Saturday night.
Floods of rain fell. As day broke there
came a lull. Then a dull roar coming In

the southwest was heard and a dense

cloud of rain was seen approaching with
terrific force. It reached the whole length
of the horizon. A dread terror that al-

ways leaves atrail of destruction and
death in its wake was coming with the
hurricane, but the trailing tentacle of the
funnel shaped cloud was concealed by the
dense flood of down-pourin- g rain$ The
hurricane Itself was a monster force, but
the cloud demon within It is what did the
damage In Towanka. It cut a path
through the newly built ttown and de-

molished everything vooden where it
struck.

It swept across Salt Fork near Thomas
Fountainst residence and sounded to the
family like the boom of a cannon when
it struck the river bank. This seemed to
break its force as it went over the Foun-
tain residence, but the woodwork shop of
Fountain & Son, farther up in the town
did not escape so easily and was left a
complete wreck. Next it tore through
the capm of the Bonheur Bros, at Joseph
Hamil's barn. It picked up a wagon con-

taining a t rope of performing dogs, car-

ried it several rods from where it stood
and dashed it too pieces on the ground.
The dogs were not badly hurt and easily
made their escape. The pelting rain
frightened them so that several of the
dogs crpt back Into the ruined top and
huddled down In the hay. "McGinty," a
clown dog, and "Corhett," a pugilistic
English bull terrier, ran away and were
not again seen until after the storm.
Wagons were hurled to pieces, one being
carried four or five rods before it feel,
top down, an utter ruin. Next thing in
the cyclone's track was a large new black
smith and machine shop, recently put In
successful operation by Messre. Bunch &

Wardlow. It was a large double "building
built very strong and strung up with
bridge-lik- e stringers. It was completely
fitted with tools and machinery and a
number of now carriages stood on the
floor. The roof and walls rose bodily,
leaving the floor intact, the broken sec-
tions of the building whirling over and
sailing as It were like huge colliding kites.
A. G. Bonhcur's bill wagon was close to
the walls of Hamil's livery barn, several
blocks from the camp of the show. He
stepped out of the wagon to seek safety
just as the machine shop was struck.
He saw the w alls of the building wrench
away and plunge toward him. There was
no time to lose and without seizing h is
outer garments he bounded away toward
Joseph Mamll's dugout and got there a
few steps in advance of a section of roof
that almost grazed his heels. Joe Hamil,
jr., was vainly attempting to cover the
entrance of the dugout w ith a storm door
as Bonheur came out of his wagon. The
door was whirled from his powerful grasp
like a top and went sailing to parts un-

known, as Bonheur plunged through the
entrance, followed by Hamil. The walls
of the shop fell on the spot which the
two men had vacated. The Keetch fam-
ily of acrobats had only the day before
moved their wagon from the spot where
the walls flew across and would undoubt-
edly have been killed had It stood there.

The track of the cyclone lead between
the big barn and a row of stores on
street in a northeasterly direction. In
its diagonal course it took in some build-
ings on Main street. Scott's new hotel
just under completion, was turned ten
feet out, of its foundation line and badly
damaged internally, the partitions being
broken and a large supply of now dishes
smashed into fragments. Dickson's sup-
ply store was ruined and the residence
of Chaunce Curley partly destroyed. The
front of J. A. Hall's livery barn and one
end of Ed Clark's stable were blown out.
A horse of John Martindale was killed,
and a large chicken house belonging to
Al Wlze wa3 torn to pieces and thirty
chickens vanished and not a feather of
the fowls has yet been discovered.

It then crossed Main street. Galley &
Freeman's blackshimth shop was next
razen to the earth. Much other damage
was done. Luckily it was Sunday and
few people were at the shops or stores
and no one was hurt so far as reported.

Several amusing Incidents happened
that cannot all be related but here is
one that would be suitable for Puck or
Judge, to truthfully present the quality
of humor that distinguishes our genuine
western characters under very trying cir-
cumstances. George Stanley was stand-
ing In Joo Iledrlck's tarber shop door
when the cyclone struck that part of
town. Hedrlck das shaving J. W. Riley
when Stanley called out "Look out for
yourselves, boys, tho shop Is moving."
The building did move violently and the
three men ran into the strre. only to be
lifted bodily and rushed fifteen feet across
Main streeL They wero jarred consider-
ably by the sudden fetch-u- but unin-
jured, and Riley dipped his head to the
wind and said: 'Thanks." They returned
to the &hop to find It several feet out
of Us proper line. "Close shave." eaid
Riley as he resumed his seat In the chair.

A new carriage of George Haddlck. the
hardware man. was In Bunch & Ward-low- 's

shop when tho shop was destroyed
and it was found not to have received
even a scratch.

The citizens of Towanka take the ca-
lamity with calmness and even joke each
other over the Incidents of their misfor-
tunes. Tho- - are already planning to begin
the work of rebuilding the ruined portion
of the town, with the characteristic pluck
and perserverance tht is inseparable la
the nature of Oklahoma, settlers.

CausualUes have not been reported from
the farming country around Tonwanka,
which is a very thickly settled region.

BACA GRANT IS HELD GOOD

Hundred Thousand Acres in the San
Lcis Valley. Colorado.

Washington, May 2. The Baca grant in
San Luis valley, Colorado, was today de-

cided by the United States supreme court
to be legal and regular. The grant coin-pris- es

100,000 acres at land, selected under
an act of 1860", in lieu of a part of the old
Baca grant near Las Vegas, N. M. This
act provided that the lands selected should
be and it appears that re-

cently mineral has been found on a portion
of the land. Justice Brewer, who deliv-
ered th'e court's opinion, held, however,
that this discovery, at so late a day, could
not affect the legality of the grant. The
parties to the suit were Quincy A. Shaw
and Murray E. Kellogg.

Many British naval officers have de-
pressed the warmest admiration for the
work of tho American fleet. In fact, a
preponderance of sentiment In the Britlsn
navy seems to be with the Americans
throughout, the officers giving many prac
tical proofs of their partiality.
