Asa in Heavy.

TOPS REMAIN AT $3.80

Cattle Steady With But Few

Offerings.

The hog market yesterday was steady,
with liberal offerings for Monday and the
general quality good. Other marketaruled
steady to weak, but the local mitrket sus-

tained its steady tone all through the
trade,- - which lasted until long after dark,
with three cars of groods hogs still unsold.
The last six cars to come in did not in
any manner break or weaken the market,
one of the latter bunch taking the top
price for the day. It was a brisk, ac-

tive market, two cars being driven direct
to the scales from the oars, and hte bid-

ding at all times being prompt and firm.
The general run was in quality considera-
bly superior to any day last week, some
few being very good, and two at least
being choice. The top price was the same
as for Saturday, the hogs bringing it for
the two days being about equal. The
two loads bringing it yesterday averaged
247 and SOT pounds, the lighter being firm-

er and more solid meat, the other being
on soft feed. Both were fairly choice,
first-cla- ss hogs, though weight and all
considered hardly what on any market
would be called fancy. They readily ot
the price, Dold and "Woods each tak-

ing one. Two otter car lots brought $3.77V

and were also very fair hogs, one of them
being about with the tops in weight, and
one about 40 pounds lighter. The bulk of
the higher-price- d hogs ranged In weight
from about 225 pounds up, though one lot
of 1W average brought $3 70. The medium
and light grades sold along $3.45 to 3.65.

The prices throughout the list ran even,
and the market closed steady with eve-

rything sold which, it was light enough
to inspect The better quality aesisted
in maintaining a steady tone, the best of
the receipts going very readily, and the
mixed and uneven lots also moving easily
at slightly lower figures. More good hogs
have been coming In the past few das,
the bulk perhaps running about the same,
but an increase of cars of finished and
good stock. All the buyers participated
In the business yesterday, the local and
shipping demand being strong There were
no shipments out, but Woods was a free
buyer for a large shipment this evening.
In referring to the grades of hogs most
In demand. It might be said here hat
shippers would do. well and be better sat-
isfied not to consign to this market any
ligbx stock hogs, running from 100 to 140

pounds, as there Is very light demand for
them, and they can not bring satisfacto-
ry prices and are invariably cut out by
the packer and export buyers. They are
mean stock everywhere just now, but
especially on this market, where fat hogs
for immediate slaughter, or mixed to
heavy for shipments, are the chief call.
The provision market again showed
Etrength, ribs closing with 2"4 cents gain-
ed, and lard Vrt cents. Packers sold freely
on the first advance, causing a slight re-

action, but the close was strong with the
above mentioned gains. The Chicago live
stock market was variously quoted at
steady to lower, with 41,000 receipts, an
increase of about 25,000 over Saturday;
there were left over, 2,000 as against 7,o00

shipments Saturday. At Kansas City the
receipts were S.0O0, as against 7,000 Sat-
urday, and 15,000 Friday; the market even
with the very moderate receipts being
steady to 5 cents St. L5uls report-
ed a steady market, with 5.500 received,
about double that of Saturday. The daily
comparisons are as follows: For yester-
day: tops, $3.

Liverpool's Advance Credited
With the Excitement.

Chicago, May 9. Wheat today on the
board of trade touched 5L21 a bushel for
July, the active option, and closed with-

in ?J.c of the top. at an advance of

The market opened amid wild excitement
at an advance of 34 cents, with sales of

July all the way from $1.094 to J1.1055..

The price advanced to JL16, fell back to
JLll?! and rallied again to $1.16 In theurst
five minutes of trading. From that time
on July advanced steadily till it touched
$1.21, Just two minutes before the close,
which was at $L20'4. The May option,
which was neglected, closed at the high-

est point of the session. $1.75, a net gain
of 8 cent. The pit was in a turmoil
throughout the day, fluctuations between
trades frequently being a full cent. The
sensational advance at Liverpool, equal
to 12 cents in July wheat, was apparently
the sole cause of the excitement.

A record breaking feature distinguished
today's session on the board of trade.
Veterans on 'change who witnessed and
played a part in the scenes on the board
during the Franco-Prussi- an war claim
to find a marked resemblance in today's
session. There were moments when the
official reporter in the wheat heard
traders offering or selling wheat at a
xariance of one cent at the same mo--
ment. Although the last week has record- -
ed two daily advances of 20 cents in May
wheat, neither of these fluctuations has
caused such a frenzy in the pit as the j

boom In July wheat.
That another volcano session was to be

encountered today was evident as soon as
the first cable from Liverpool conveying
the information that wheat had been
boosted there to the extent of S"c per
bushel over Sunday, arrived. July wheat
Jumped from Saturday's close of $1.06"li

to $1.09 In one bound at the opening.
There was no break In the advance un
til 10 cents was added to the Saturday
closing price and later in the day the j

price went up to $1.10'4. May wheat was !

kept within bounds by Joseph Lelter, fct
reasons of his own. It is generally ad-
mitted that he could have let out the
price of May wheat to $2.00 today if he
had been so minded. Instead, Lelter
brought pressure to bear upon May wheat
which confined the advance to 5c over
the high point last week, or to $1.75.

A rush for cover by bears was one of
the features of the market today.

nas mem as securely under his control
as It is possible to have them. During
the past week Leiters profits must have
been enormous, and from all indications
he will dispose of the wheat which Is not
yet contracted for shipment at a fancier
price than at present quoted.

WHEAT MARKET HITS HIM

Robert Llndblom a Chicago Operator
Forcrd Into Aisrnnent.

Chicago. May 9. One failure was re-

corded today as the result of the fluc-

tuations in the wheat market, and the
man to go under was Robert Llndblom,
one of the belt known operators on the
board of trade, and president of the civil
service commission. Immediately after
the close of business this afternoon he
made an assignment in the county court
to the Royal Trust company as assignee,
the assets and liabilities being fixed a:
$100,000 and $125,600 respecavely.

The failure of Mr. Llndblom was en-

tirely unexpected, even among his close
business associates. It Is attributed to
the condition of the wheat market and
to the fact that he was suddenly called
upon during the day to provide margins
for trades in barley amounting to $40,008.

Mr. Llndblom found himself unable to
respond to the call and decided to make
an assignment in the county court, so as
to provide equally for all his creditors.

It is said that arrangements may be
made with the creditors of Mr. Liadblotn
In a few days, so that be may resume
business. All the peadiag trade's in
which Mr. Lindbtom was Interested were
eurned over by him snortly before the
failure to others, wb will continue them.
The margins placed by Mr. Llndblom
will be returned to his assignee for the
benefit of the eetate. No exaiaina&en of
the books of the insolvent broker has
yet been made. Until the present crisis
Mr. Llndblom considered himself worth
upwards of imjm.

STOCK MARKET ADVANCES

Except For Profit-Taki- ng and
Other Hinderances

New Tcrff. May 8. Probably today's
stock market owed its firmness and alos
some points of its strength to the extraor-
dinary course c prices In the wheat mar-

ket. With May wheat selling in this mar-

ket at $1.90 a bushel before rhe middle of
the month and with July option almost
keeping pace with It. there is assurred
promise of abundant Increases of wealth
for this country. '

The outbreak of violence and of blood-

shed in Italy and Spain on account of the
dearness of faread and the advancing price
for that necessary at other points in
Europe areonly too convincing evidence
that t&ehigh, prices for wheat are not
due to speculative manipulation, but to
the urgent need of foreign-- consumers.
WltTi thla demonstration of the country's
potential command of wealth it was na-

tural that prices of securities should con-

tinue to advance. But the market had to
carry the "burden of an extensive liquida-
tion of profits in many stocks and of
large selling for foreign account, induced
by the stiffness of money ratea aboard.
There was, besides, poaitlve depression
in some of the stocks which areTTsually
prominent ha the market. Witii three such
conspicuous leaders as Sugar, Manhattan
an dMetropolltan street railway suffering
from special causes of weakness. It was
natural that some silent depression ehould

radiate from them through the list. There
was a halting tendency manifest even in
some of the grangers, notwithstanding
the special advantage to fhem from the
active demand for wheat and corn. Rock
Island showed the most notable itrength
of any railroad stock, and St. Paul was
also well sustained- - Otherwise the grang-

ers wero a good deal weighted by proflt-takln- ff

sales. Of the iternalonal stocks
Loulevlle was about the only one outside
of St. Paul to show positive strength.
Wabash preferred and Atchison preferred
were adavanced sharply on hetavy buy-

ing, but the former lost most of the gain
