Washington. May 20. The naval strat-
egy board, rechristened of late the war
board, is to lose one of its most active
and "valuable members, in the person of
Captain Barker. He leaves Washington
tomorrow for Hampton Roads, to take
command of the fine protected cruiser
Newark, which has just been extensively
repaired at the Norfolk navy yards.

MERR1TT IN WASHINGTON

War Department Is Disposed to Send
JUni Off Well Fixed,

Washington, May 20. Preparations go
steadily on for the Philippines military
expedition. General Merrltt, who will
command, stopped In Washington this
morning on his way westward from New
York, and spent most of the day in con-

sultation with the officials of the de-

partment arranging tho details of the ex-

pedition.
Another transport was secured today

and the department Is showing a disposi-
tion to treat General Merrltt with the ut-

most liberality In the equipment of his
force. It is expected that tho advance
guard of one vessel, under the command
of General Otis, will sail out of the Gold-
en Gate tomorrow, bound for the Philip-
pines.

San Francisco, May 20. Arrangements
have been made for the chartering of the
steam ship Zealandla, due here from
Honolulu on the 24th of this month, and
negotiations for the chartering of the
steamer China, due here from the Orient
on the 2Sth, are nearlng consummation.
This makes five steamers chartered by
the government to be used as transports
to the Philippines, as follows: City of
Peking, City of Sydney, Australia, Zea-land- ia

and China. The first named will
leave this city within a few days of each
other, the City of Peking probably sail-
ing tomorrow. The China and Zealandia
cannot go before the 15th of next month,
and will probably be escorted to their
destination by the Philadelphia, which is
almost ready to go Into commission.

PRIZE COURT AT WORK

Arjronauta and Four Other Vessels
Asljudsred Lawful Prize,

Key West, Fla., May 20. The discov-
ery of war supplies on board the Argo-nau- ta

will not change the status of her
case beforo the prize court: It had al-

ready decided today before reaming of the
finding, that the steamer was legitimately
a prize of war, no claims having been
filed by the owners of the ship or cargo.

A like decision was rendered hi tno case
of the steamer Ambrosio Bolivar and the
schooners Candidia, Mathllde and Sopnla,
The onlyv formality remaning to make
theso vessels the absolute property of tho
United States Is the confirmation of the
federal court authorities of the finding of
the prize commission.

Van Couver, B. C, May 20. The British

fleet in the Pacific Is to be strengthened
to a considerable extent during tho next
few months. Tho Temairie. the first bat-

tleship to be permanently stationed here,
is being fitted out at Portsmouth and will

sail shortly for Esquimault, and the big

cruiser Warsplte Is also being sent to
join the Pacific squadron. The fleet is to
be strengthened by replacing some of
the smaller cruisers with larger ones,
