The delightfully

prompt manner in which Dewey snub-

bed the presumptious German consul,

as reported in yesterday morning's dis-

patches, will provoke a smile on more

than one side of the Atlantic. Those

German vessels dogged Dewey from

Hong Kong to Luzon for the express

purpose of disagreeably asserting the
kaiser's power on the first opportunity.

The chance came finally in the way of

a pretense and desire to land food in

Manila. Dewey said "No!" The Ger-

man consul then declared that he

would force the landing of the provis-

ions under the- - guns of the German

cruisers. Dewey's only answer was to

the effect that if that game was at-

tempted he would blow Kaiser Bill's

cruisers, the merchantmen and the en-

tire caboodle clear ouf of the water.

TBE GERMAN AND IRISH.-I-

reply to the Eagle's criticisms of

the attitude cf the ruler of the German
empire and of the Irish leaders in the

house of commons, towards the people

of the United States, in a war being

waged upon purely humanitarian
grounds, came two protests, both from
Oklahoma, which we publish elsewhere.
"Blood is thicker than water." as will
be seen by a perusal of the replies. The
Eagle has been careful to state the fact,
which is evident to every observing
man, that the Germans of America are
amongst the most pronounced, not only
in their loyalty but in their love of
American freedom and its personal lib-

erty. The German American has no
sympathy with the kaiser nor with the
Fatherland press In their misrepresent-
ations of the animus of our war with
Spain. None were braver or truer
than the Irish and German volunteer
soldiers in the war of the rebellion.
Wherever you found a German you
found a man so pronounced in his re-

pugnance to slavery that, as in the
Lawrence raid, for instance, Germans
were shown no mercy. The fighting
procjivlties of the Irish need not be
dwelt upon. We concede that England
has been unjust to Ireland, oppressing
that people with a century of wrong,
but that does not do away with the
fact of the telegrams to Alphonso XIII.,
any more than that, notwithstanding
the German's sturdy admiration for
America, her people and Institutions,
his government followed up Dewey
with a menacing fleet.

THK OREGON.

There has been a great deal of un-

easiness over the fate of the Oregon,
seemingly unnecessary anxiety in the
light of some subsequent advices. The
Oregon is one of the most powerful
first class battle ships afloat on the
waters of the world. She is not only
immense, but her voyage of fourteen
thousand miles, or more than half the
distance around the globe, has shown
her to be as perfect and staunch in her
going qualities as in her terrific arma-
ment. She carries four of the biggest
guns made, together with a large num-
ber of other big and little guns; she
can throw between three and four tons
of metal by a single discharge of all
her pieces. When Captain Clarke, her
commnnder, reached Rio de Janeiro,
the strategy board at Washington
uired him a mass of stuff in the way
of information of what had happened
at the Philippines and of caution
against the Spanish fleet under Cer-vera- s.

Captain Clarke immediately
wired back: "Don't tie me up; I am not
afraid to meet the combined fleets of
Spain." There Is no doubt but that he
would have gone through Cerveras'
fleet of cruisers like a dose of salts,
like a bear through a litter of piga or a
fox through a flock of ducks. There
would have been left only a few scat
tering hairs and feathers to tell the
tale. The truth is, the commanders of
the American battle ships are not man-
euvering for safety, but are after the
other fellow, whose only disposition is
to show a clean pair of heels.

BOYCOTT FRANCE.

Why should
not New York? Paris will feel a cut
of fifty millions a year. As she prefers
to side with Germany In the Spain
matter, loyal Americans should cut
her.

LONG AND SIMPSON AGAIN.

From the Leavenworth Times.
For the fourth time the congression-

al duel in the Seventh will be fought
between Chester 1. Long and Jerry
Simpson. Both have been nominated by
the almost unanimous voice of their
respective parties.

In 1S92 Long pulled down Simpson's
majority, what had been 8,000 in 1890,

to 1,700. That was the first bout. Long
was then a young man in politics, but
It was found he was a stalwart fighter.
In 1S94 Long was again nominated by
acclamation. This time he defeated
Jerry by a majority of 2,000. In his
one term in congress Mr. Long's abili-
ty in debate and his careful attention
to congressional duties made him fa-

vorably known. But in 1896 the Re-

publicans of the Seventh were serious-
ly divided on the money question. Long
stood on the St Louis platform square-
ly, but was defeated by a majority of
nearly 3,000.

In a series of brilliant debates dur-
ing the campaign between Long and
Simpson, the latter had manifestly the
worse side of the argument, and what
has happened under the McKInley ad-

ministration are the very things that
Long said would happen and the people
of the district familiar with Long's
arguments and comparing them with
the facts require no more convincing
logic to prove that Bryanism is a fal-
lacy and a fraud.

During the present 'term Simpson
has done nothing to strengthen him-
self with the voters and much to weak-
en his reputation. He has played the
part of a blatherskite, a trickster, a
factious obstructionist. When the il-

literate, but saucy and cunning dem-
agogue first posed as the friend of the
workingman, and one of them, whn
he converted the Alliance organization
into an engine to lift him from ob-

scurity and poverty to a better ami
more comfortable position, many peo-
ple were led to believe that they had
found a rough diamond, a very con-
centration of the soul of goodness. His
tricky speeches garnished with fami-
liar allusions and similes drawn from
the workingman's commonest life, his
dramatic parade of his poverty, his
mere volubility with his mouth were
not understood.
