London, June 1. Hail advices from Bar-
celona to the Daily Chronicle say:

"Along side the ironclad Nnmancia, or-

ders to hurry the preparations on which
have just been received, lies the Cova-dong- a,

of the Campania Transatlantic
line. Her masts and two funnnels have
'been painted black and she is ready to
go to Cadiz for her armament.

"The Isla De Panaja, wnich is unload-
ing, will be the next prepared and after
her will come the Jova Serra.

"As additional defences at Barcelona
the Spaniards are hastily erecting six
large guns, dated 1SS1. which have Just
been mounted at Barcelona,

"Three hundred engineers are construct
ing new batteries at Badalont, Just under
Montjuioh fortress, in a corner unob-
served from the harbor. Platforms for
three enormous guns are being erected
with all speed. The guns will cover the
harbor mouth, with a range of 2,000 yards.

"All Barcelona is heartily sick of the
war. The people Tegard it as merely a
continuation of the Cuban war, which has
paralyzed business 'for three years.

"Recently the government called upon
the manufacturers of Barcelona voluntar-
ily to contribute 12,000 pounds ($60,000) for
the defense of the town. They replied
that they had already paid most of tho
expenses of the government and of the
defense of Spain, adding: 'If the Yankee
admiral comes here, we shall invite him to
dinner.' "

London, May 31. The Madrid corres-
pondent of tho Standard, telegraphing
unday. by way of Bayonnc, says:

"The leservo squadron now undergoing
Bpeed trials and gun trials outside Cadiz
is composed of -- the bjU:tleshIp Pejayo,
with 821 men; tho armored crulsor

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NEWSPAPER MEN IN PRISON

Spain Treats All Snch, if Foreigners,
as fepies.

(Copyright. 1893. by the Associated Press.)
Havana, May 31. 10 p. m. (From a

Spanish correspondent.) Mr. Knight, the
correspondent of the London Times, who
Is Imprisoned in Cabanas fortress, says
he Intended to land at Havana some time
ago. when he came on (board the Ameri-
can vessel which "brought the first propo-
sitions for an exchange, of prisoners. Sub-
sequently, in com pan with Mr. Bock, a
Gorman merchant, ho tried to reach Ha-
vana on board the Cerman ship Polaria.
Disappointed In this effort, ho says he
finally bought a b iat and was towed by
an American dispatch boat to a point
about eight mtlca off the Cuban coast,
when he was lowred and started Jo
shore. Oowing to the strong surf his
small boat was upset; but he managed to
right her and eventually succeeded In
learning snore alter forty-eig- hours
The Spanish forces captured him near
Jaruoo, Havana province. He will proba-
bly soon be set at liberty and is being
treated with great consideration.

On May 23 (Saturday) two persons land-
ed at Matanzas who gave the names of
Philip Robinson and H. J. WWeham
claiming to bo Englishmen. According
to their statement they left Key "West on
board a British yacht, arriving in Bight
of Cardenas on Wednesday. May 25. They
were observed by American warships and
fired at but without effect. On the 28th
of May. in the morning, they approached
Matanzas, where no American warship
was in sight. A small boat was lowered
and in It they effected a landing at Du-bro- c,

near Matanzas harbor. They carried
four British flag3 and out white fla? when
they were taken, as well as the oars of
the boat which brought them ashore.
About midnight on Saturday they were
arrested at the Louvre hotel and taken to
San Severino Castle, where they .will be
on trial, as it is believed they are Ameri-
can spies. On Sunday the supposed spies
were brought here to Cabanas fortress.

SPAIN'S TANGLED FINANCES

Prohibition or Silver Exports and In-
crease in the Colnnjre.

Madrid, May 31. 3 p. m. In the cham-
ber of deputies today Senor Calzado crit
icised the prohibition of the export of
silver and silver money as beiiur useless
and urged the government to Increase
tho sjlver coinage and avert a monetary
crisis.

Senor Puigcervor, minister of finance,
said the measure was intended to pre-
vent the export of the lmmen quanti-
ties of silver money stored in the fron-tie- s

provinces, adding that if the prohibi
tion was not sufficient stronger measures
would be taken. The minister of finance
also said that the Madrid mint was" coin-
ing a million pesetas daily, which amount
if necessary, he exnin.ine.rJ ttrin v. n
creased by an arrangement being made
with the Paris mint.

RECIPROCITY WITH FRANCE
Treaty Cited as a Proof of the Gov-

Paris, May 31. The Journal des Dobats

"The war is undoubtedly causing much
injury to our exporters, and our trade
with tho United States, if not entirely
stopped, would certainly be materially di-

minished Tho convention gives us ad-
vantages mainly for the future, which we
hope aro near at hand, but at the same
time it has special importance, inasmuch
as it proves that Washington Is aware
that whatever may be the individual
sympathies of many Frenchmen, France,
as a country, is resolved to maintain
strict neutrality."

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ANNEXATION OF HAWAII
Is Declared My AaacxatlealRta t Be

a True War Xeatare . HE
Washington, May SL Th trenat re- -

nsained in secret execntlvev6es&sa for
three hours today. Tho entire time was
given to a rather free discussion of the
Hawaiian question, based on a motion
declaring it to ba the sensa of the senate
that the Question of annexation should
now not be discussed In open session. At
the conclusion of the debate the senate
voted viva, voce not to pursue tho subject
further, except behind, closed doors.

Senator Xodpo did not prea the sub-
ject of his speech after tha publio were
excluded, but other senators declared
themselves in favor of prompt action, the
speeches of Messra Chandler and Mor-
gan being the most pronounced In tills
direction. Senator Morgan expressed the
opinion that under the circumstances the
annexation of the Hawaiian Islands was
as much a war measure na any atep that
could possibly be taken, and he thought
concress had remained in session long
enough to pass all war measure. He
paid his respects to those who preferred
an adjournment to resnaiains here att-
ending" to the countrya business. A
larre portion of his speech was mads In
reply to Senator White, who had antag-
onized the theory that the Islands were
In any way essential to our success In
the connlca with Spain.

Senator Chandler contended ttat the
possession of the Wanda was a military
necessity. He dwelt upon the fact that
Hawaii afforded practically the only stop-
ping place between our shores and the
Philippine Islands He mentioned the
fact the wo now have 12.000 tone of coal
stored at Honolulu and eaM that If, la
view of the exfetibgr war. we should be
shown any favoritism whatever, the little
republic would be heM to strict account-
ability by other countries. He called at-
tention to the Geneva award and said
that under Its terms we would, by forc-
ing Hawaii to violate neutrality, render
that country liable for all damage that
might be done to people of other nation-
alities by ships which had stopped at the
islands, wherever that damage was done
This was a principle in favor of which
the Unlttd States had contended, and it
would be a veritable travesty on Justice
to render this friendly and helpless pow-
er the. subject of th principle. The only
way out of tho difficulty, he anrued, was,
to annex the Islands, and thui consult
our own convenience and save them from
the vengeance of other powers, and ha
thought no time efcould be lost in taking
thl step.

Other speeches favorable to annexationwere made by Senators Stewart and Elk-In- s,

and Senator Alllron. actlnjr chairman
of the finance committee. Intimated a
willingness to take up the Hawaiian ques-
tion after the passage of the war revenue
bill.

"Let us-,- said he, "finish this bill and
then if necessary take up the Hawaiian
auction."

He made a plea against Involving the
one subject with the other.

Senators Pettigrew and White were
to annexation, and Senator

H39uannounced himself favorable to final
adjournment after the passage of the war
revenue bill andtho necessary appropria-
tion bills

Mr. Pettlgrow d hlmnolf especial-
ly to Senator Chandler's declaration that
the acquisition of the Island was a neces
sity of war.
