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Senate Passes a Bill After

Three Days of Debate.

CIVIL SERVICE SHUT OUT

House Has an Exciting Debate

Over Hawaii.

"Washington, June S. A bill providing
for the taking of the twelfth census was
passed by the senate today after a debate
which occupied the greater part of three
days. Several weeks ago a census bill
was presented by the committee having
the matter In charge, hut the matter was
so unsatisfactory that it was recommitted
to the committee. The bill passed today
was Introduced In lieu of that which was
recommitted and, as slightly amended, re
ceived the unanimous support the sea-- which genuine Syrup of Figs has
ate. Under It, If It should become a law.
a. director of the census, an assistant di-

rector and five expert statisticians will be
appointed immediately to make the pre-
liminary arrangements for the taking of
the census of 1600, in accordance with tho
outline presented 'In the bill, "Which has
oSready been carefully covered by the As-
sociated Press. A determined effort was
made to provide 'that the employes of the
census bureau should be examined and
certified by the civil service commission,
but it failed by a vote of IS to SI. A
provision was inserted that no more than
two-thir- of the supervisors and enumer-
ators should belong to one political party.

Soon after the senate convened Mr.
Hale (Maine), chairman of tho naval af-
fairs committee, reported favorably a bill
to organize a hospital corps of the United
Statos navy, to define its duties and regu-
late its pay. The ibill was passed. Under
the bHl tho pay to hospital stewards shall
be $S0 a month, hospitaS apprentices first-Cla- ss

$30 a month, and hospital apprentices
5!0 a month with such increase on account
of length of service as is now or may here-
after bo allowed by law to other enlisted
men in tho navy. Tho house provision
that the application of the eot be limited
to the duration of tho present war with
Spain was eliminated from tho bill.

Mr. Mason (III.) reported from the com-
mittee on postofilces and post roads, a bffll
extending tho franking privilege through
tho malls to the officers and men of the
army ami navy during the existing war,

sired merely to have ft read formally. As
it .was 250 pages long, tho reading of it
occupied considerable time. After the
bHl was read a number of amendments
offered by Mr. Teller on behalf of tho
committee were adopted.
