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THE WORLD TAKES NOTE.

Of course America is going to aston-

ish the world before this war Is ended.

The world does not understand that
the United States of Americans packed

full of soldier heroes and statesmen,

millions of them. There are fanners in

America, thousands of them, that can

give Lord Salisbury pointers, and busi-

ness men and professional men and

mechanics by the tens of thousands,

who know more of the world, of its his--to- ry

and affairs than the average he-

reditary lord and duke and the like of

monarchial Europe. There are a million

of men in America who possess a bet-

ter comprehension of national destiny

and of the nineteenth century trend
of things than does Emperor TVilhelm.

So on land and sea, in the Occident

and in the Orient, American sailors

and American soldiers will be doing

things which will cause the eyes of the

world to open wide In astonishment.

It is brains that count In this age, not

machine drilL The American has no

rival in self-relia- nt man-

hood. Given ten years of time and the
United States of America 'can clean
up the entire effete situation from the
Bay of Biscay to the Bay of Bengal,
from the Gulf of California to Hong
Kong. A Yankee tug, with two er

guns .tackled the British steel
protected cruiser Talbot, 5,600 tons,
twenty knots, five six h,

nine twelve-pound- er and one three-pound- er

rapid-fir- e guns, four machine
guns and four torpedo tubes, and fired
across her bows, taking her for a Span-lar- d.

"The officers of the Talbot were sim-

ply aghast at such effrontery," says an
English spectator. "I don't believe
there was ever such a spectacle on the
high seas before a tugboat firing on a
man-of-wa- r, and coming right along
looking for trouble. If the
Talbot had been a Spaniard I thor-

oughly believe the Yankee tug would
have opened a fight then and there.

The humor of the situation ap-

pealed to us, and we laughed over it
for an hour."

It was humorous, of course, but when
you find a navy whose men are ready
to fight a twenty-gu- n cruiser with a
tugboat, how are you going to beat it?
To be sure, the Yanke sailors might
possibly be a little more cautious if
their enemies were not Spaniards.

THINKS IT A BLUFF.

The Spaniards pretend that they be-

lieve that the order for an American
squadron to go to the Mediterranean
is a bluff, and so their papers and poli-

ticians scoff. They say that Watson's
ironclads and cruisers could not bom-

bard the fortified coast cities of Spain
with effect, and further that Europe
wouldn't permit the bombardment of
unfortified places. "When Watson gets
over there they will sing a different
tune. Europe's consent was not asked
when the United States declared war,
and if any country in Europe attempts
to interfere it will be at Its peril. Our
experience at San Juan and at Santiago
may sustain the Idea that ships can
not reduce land fortifications very ef-

fectually. But there are other things
which Watson can find to do and which
will prove anything but agreeable to
Spain. Camara's fleet ,or that portion
which he is to leave behind him, will
not be hard to find. Besides, the Med-

iterranean is alive with Spanish mer-

chantmen and craft of all kinds which
will make merry picking for Watson,
whOLWilI need a thousand extra sail-

ors to bring back the vessels which ho
will be capturing. In fahort, Watson,
with his squadron, can practically de-

stroy the commerce of Spain. And it
is not so certain that Watson cannot
destroy the antiquated fortifications
of a number of those old coast cities.
Watson is not being sent over for any
bluff, but for lively work, for work
which will count against Spain and
count with those other nations of west-
ern Europe which have been courting
trouble. Unless the unexpected occurs
the Dons will Bight the stars and
stripes oil the coast of the Iberian Pen-
insula, and in the very near future.

In sending away Camara's fleet the
government has deprived the Spanish
coast of its only protection. Every city
of Importance is fortified, but the de-

fenses are usually ancient and useless
in the presence of such battleships ns
the Iowa and Oregon, which are In-

cluded in Commodore Watson's squad-
ron. Captain Mahan is said to have
convinced the president that a few
shells dropped in these ports of Spain
will have more influence on the terms
of peace than the capture of both Ha-
vana and San Juan. Spain has already
given up her colonies in the Antilles
and has no anxiety as to their suffer-
ings. She does not care how much
property is destroyed in Cuba or Porto
Rico or how many lives are sacrificed
on those islands. She is only thinking
of her own pride and the affectation
which the Spaniard calls honor.

A CITY IN STRAITS.

That news from an Intercepted ca-

blegram In yesterday morning's
to the effect that a reign of

terror exists In Havana is not so sur-
prising In one way, but it is startling
in another. It has been believed at
Washington that the city of Havana
must be subsisting on starvation ra-

tions. AH the Spanish talk of success-

ful blockade running has not been be-

lieved because no such craft have been
seen by the vessels constantly patroll-
ing all the western harbors of Cuba,
At the beginning of the blockade the
Spanish authorities admitted that Ha-

vana and its army were only provision-

ed for a very few weeks. Blanco says
he has 120,000 Spanish soldiers there.
Admit that he has half that number
and it needs no declaration or demon-

stration to satisfy any one of the prob-

able condition of the city with refer-onc- e

to food. It has bn weks now
aince the Spanish force there were put

on half rations, and a great majority
of jieople were without ordinary whole-

some food. Besides, the city Is living

in constant dread of an attack and a
bombardment, these things which have

for weeks been reported by passengers

who have managed io get away from
Havana, are now confirmed by the in-

tercepted telegram referred to. It
looks now as if there will be no neces-

sity for bombarding Havana, that the
governor general, his army and all the
inhabitants must either surrender or

starve.
President McKinley's ambition has

been to successfully prosecute and ter-

minate the war with as little loss of

life on the American side as possible,

and everything now points that way.

That is the reason why an attack has
not been made upon Havana. The

president knows that the government

at Madrid is on the ragged edge of de-

spair; that the present ministry can-

not survive many days; that the mon-

archy Rself is lottering; that three
dangers, viz.: a revolution of the peo-

ple, a dictatorship and Weylerism, and
an attack by the Carllsts, menace the

throne and that the queen regent and

the present ministry would be glad to

negotiate for peace if they dared to
do so.

ROTTEN FRANCE,

France as a republic is as thorough-

ly dominated by the military as she

was as an empire under Napoleon.

France Is only a republic in name. In
every other sense she is a corrupt mili-

tarism supported by a venal press and
polluted by boodllng politicians. Vice
and ignorance prevail everywhere.

Paris, its capital, is a very Babylon in
licentiousness. France is the only na-

tion which fails to show an increase
in population, and about one-ha- lf of
the inhabitants of Paris are of illegiti-

mate birth. Soon the majority of all
her men will be known only by the
name of their mothers and the women
by the names of their lovers. If any
think this extravagant language let
them look up the cold figures of French
statistics. Sometimes one is led to
think that maybe, after all. the "com-

mune" is the hope of France, the com-

mune whose representative Is the mob
in times of trouble.

There is a movement In France to
abolish public decapitation, but the au-

thorities are afraid to take action be-

cause of the historic "Paris mob." The
movement started as a result of the
grewsome recital of such decapitations
In Zola's "Paris," and the better class
of the French people are in favor of
making the decapitations private. But
the lower classes, who hold a tremend-

ous power, want to have their taste
for bloody scenes satisfied, and if the
authorities refuse to grant them this
pleasure, they will have a wholesale
decapitation as In the days of 'S3. The
"Paris mob" is by no means a thing
of the past. The shadow of revolution
still hangs over the French republic

HOG INFORMATION.
A number of farmers in Butler and

Sedgwick county have for years been
pasturing hogs on alfalfa fields. In-

stances have been reported wherein
hogs were sent directly from alfalfa
to the markets without ever having
tasted corn or other grain. It is assert-
ed by others that alfalfa-fe-d hogs are
not subject to cholera and so forth.

Secretary F. D. Coburn, of the board
of agriculture, Is desirous of communi-
cating with any who have had experi-
ence in rearing hogs mainly on either
alfalfa, Kaffir corn and the sorghums
(both as pasturage or grain), also bar-
ley. Mr. Coburn believes these crops
afford In large measure the basis for
a greatly Increased and very profitable
pork production in much of Kansas,
and is desirous of ascertaining for
public benefit what is being done along
such lines.
