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"WORD IS DROPPED.
"While Professor Edmund Stanley of the

Friends university was here he empha-
sized to friends that the new university
Would be sectarian to the point only that
it would have a solicitous care of the
moral welfare of its pupils and a keen
purpose to develop the spirituality of the
attendants along with their mental and
physical betterment, the idea of the school
being primarily to make better men and
women, better citizens and Christians. He
wished to have eliminated an idea which
might prevail that the school was to be
run solely for the education of members
of the Friends soc'cty. And it may be new
to some that the Friends have no relig-
ious forms which distinguish them
markedly from the other protestant
branches of religion. The chapel services
will be much tho same as those of any
other educational Institution. The curri-
culum will be the regular college curri-
culum with a preparatory course. Pro-
fessor Stanley, who is now the head of
the institution. Is a splendid type of Amer-meric-

citizen. He is broad of shoulder
and mind, stalwart in muscle and brain.

.He Is near the six-fo- ot mark in stature
with a strong, soldierly bearing, a gray
moustache and gray hair, with spectacles,
giving him the scholarly touch which his
physique alone would not suggest. He
was born In Indiana and has always taken
a marked interest In public affairs. He
does not think that a man can become
too good to take a part in the direction
of his country's destinies through the
ordinary political channels.

He explained that the old Garfield was
properly named the "Friends University."
not the "Friends' National University."
The word "National" was dropped because
the church nationally had not authorized
Its use. He pointed out that the Qua-
kers had been among the foremost in col-
lege work In the United tates. John Hop-
kins was a member of the Friends'
church. So was tho founder of Bryn
Mawr. Other Friends' institutions in the
United States are located at Philadelphia,
Richmond, Ind.; Wilmington, Ohio;

Iowa, and the Guilford college-- in
North Carolina.

The school in Wichita will open Septem-
ber 14. Necessarily a great amount of
;work must bo dono before that date and
Mr. Stanley is a very 'busy man.

A HOSPITAL SUGGESTION.
The announcement in yesterday morn-

ing's Eagle that tho new City Hospital
will soon be ready to open was received
with pleasure toy the people. This hospital
will "bo the most substantial, the most
complete in modern appointments and ac
cessories of any public hospital in the
state of Kansas. There is one additional
feature which the Eagle would like to
urge upon the directory. To render the
institution more comfortable to convales-
cents and more attractive and hospital like
in appearance, a three-stor- y corridor-porc- h,

strong, wide, airy and roomy
should be constructed along the entire
front, ninety feet long and sixteen feet
floor-spac- e wide, supported by substantial
columns and guarded by tastefully con-
structed railing. Such a corridoi would
mean comfort andhealth and relieve the
building of its business block appearance.

FROM NORTH CAROLINA.
Most "of the Friends in Kansas came

from North Carolina preceding the civil
war. They were abolitionists and see-
ing the Inevitable conflict, withdrew from
tho south and moved northward, many
reaching Kansas. Friends do not believe
in war, but as one of thorn said this week,
"when war is on we want to see the right
side win."

map of the city's new park. Each return-
ing delegation of are
unstinted in their praise of not only the
beauty of the place, of its many artistic
features, but astonished that with such
a small outlay of money so much could
nave been accomplished. Not counting
the Griswold addition and the bridge
which must yet be constructed, Wichita
has already the most attractive park of
any city in the west. Of course nature
had left little to do so far as trees and
running streams are concerned. The Big
river runs hard by, skirting the south
side of Griswold, and the Little river
winds in and out and around the entire
length of the grounds. The underbrush
having all been removed, shade and grass
and water, the first requisites for all
public grounds, abound. The drives are
splendid, the picnic and other embowered
retreats delightful, and the racing track
complete. The flower plots, circles and
squares are tastefully arranged and very
attractive. The boule-ar- drive, which
winds in and about, includng the track.
Is some three miles long and skirts the
Little river for almost the entire distance.
Engineer Jackson's plan makes it possi-
ble, as Mayor Ross demonstrated the oth
er evening, for a team to start in at tho
west end of the Oak stret bridge and
transverse the entire drive. leaving the
park at Ninth street without doubling
back. There Is a mall to be added soon.
The Little river offers very fair boating
now, but with a or oth-
er slightly raised dam the park will af-

ford the finest piece of boating water to
bet found in the state for at least as far
north as the Thirteenth street or the
Twenty-firs- t street bridge, distant from
the Big river two or three miles. Of
course it is only a question of time when
the public spirit of the county commis
sioners will concede the Griswold plat,
after which the park can be entered at
four different points from the east side,
the residents of West Wichita reaching
the grounds by the way of the Second
street bridge and through Griswold park,
or by a new bridge across the Big river.

This done and within five years the resort
will be famous in this section of the state.
