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Washington, July 14.—The first chapter i the land campaign of the United States against Spain closed today, when the Spanish colors gave place
Over Suntiago to the American fl: ag. Now will follow the transportation of the Spanish troups back to their native land, and the capture of the island of

Porto Rico, unless peace soon intervenes.
The siege of Santiago had lasted two weeks, and was remarkable in many respects. and in none more than the heavy percentage of loss through death,

wounds or sicknees of the soldiers and sailors engaged on both sides.

Looking back over the record of these two weeks, it is seen that a great iron-clad squadron has been destroyed ; that nearly a thousand Spanish sailors
have been drowned or killed by shell and flame, and that an untold number of Spanish soldiers have died in the trenches of Santi: 1izo.  On the other hand,
about 250 American soldiers have been killed, and, in round numbers, 2,000 more have been sent to the hospitals from wounds, fevers and other ailments.

Our fleet had a remarkable exemption from disaster in the many engagements it has had with the forts at the entrance of the harbor and with the

Spanish squadron.
“Next is Porto Rico,” said Secretary Aiger, after receiving nnews of Santiago’s formal surrender, “and then, if need be, Havana.”

Washington, July 15.—There was considerable disappointment in administration circles because no details concerning the surrender of Santiago were
received. Secretaries Alger and Wilson remained with the president until 1: l(), and when they left not a word had been received during the evening,

The President was eratified that the surrender had occurred, but was anxious for more details. During the evening numerous telegrams were received
from different parts of the country congratulating, some of them stating that bonfires were blazing in celebrdtmn of the event.

Cape Haytien, Hayti, July 14.—The following bulletin was issued here today by the French cable company: “Santiago de Cuba, July 14.—The
eapitulation of Santiago has been signed. The American government accepts the conditions of General Pando. The Spanish troops are to withdraw with

the mff tary war honors and will be sent back at once to Spain.
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
