Where All Odds Were Against

the Assailants.

WHOLE DAY UNDER FIRE

Green Troops, But Never a
Skulker Among Them.

EI Pozo. near Santiago dz Cuba. July 2

The great battle which was fought yester-
day in front of Santiago was reaJly three
Battles. Gen. Lawton's division on the
right. Gen. Wheler's in the center, and
Gen. Kent's at the extreme left, made
an almost simultaneous attack on the
Spanish outposts. Gen. Lawton's object
was to take Caney. Gen. Wheeler's to
take the hill and blockhouse at San Juan,
and Gen. Kent's to make a demonstration
against the Spanish position at Aguadores
at the mouth of the San Juan river. Gen.
Lawton and Gen .Wheeler succeeded in
their purpose, at a large cost of blood.
Tho attack on Aguadores was also a suc
cess, considered solely as a demonstra-
tion, but the troops were soon withdrawn,
after being put in a very bad place, and
after receiving support from the cruiser
New York which was apparently wholly
ineffective. The atack on San Juan hill
and Caney were really brilliant engag-
ements, in which every inch of space
gained by the American troops was brave-
ly fought for by them and bravely de-
fended by the Spaniards. The Americans
fought with the disadvantage of a coun
try in which it was extremely hard to
bring up or move artillery, or renew sup.
plies of ammunition. The Spaniards had
the further advantage of enLrenf.hpi
positions and a carefully studied range for
their guns. Most of the American troops
had been marched many miles over a
rough country and rocky or muddy roads
in order to make the attack early on the
morning of the 1st, and were tired and
Ml fed. A majority of them went under
fire for the first time, but they were stead-
ily under fire ail day. Decimating losses
were inflicted on them, but I have not
heard of any case of flinching or skulk-
ing on the part of any of our troops, vol-

unteers or
I was fortunate enough to see all of the

v,aiic, Usui, irom tne nring line, l was
with the Seventeenth infantry, of Gen.
Chaffee's brigade nad Gen. Lawton's di-

vision. The brigade had been marched
on the afternoon of the 30th from their
encampment on what was then the ad-
vance line, near the Rio Seco the neigh- -

( bornood called Los Mangos by a round
about route among the hills to a steep
mountain slope some three or four miles
from Caney. We bivouacked there, sleep- -
ing without shelter tents, and making no
rough mountain path through some of the
loveliest Cuban hill-to- that ever were
seen. Royal palms rose to great heights
among the thickets, and mango trees,
with glossy leaves and green and yellow
fruit, were never out of sight. In all the
hollows there were running streams of
clear water, which of course, had to be
forded. The path was a mere trail,
through whioh the regiments passed in
single file. Tho ground became muddy
and slippery with the travel of so many
between the heat and the steepness of the
path, walking became a fearful labor.
Nevertheless, tho paco was increased
rather than slackened. Many of the men
were unable to endure it, and fell out to
rest in the shade.

The Seventh Regiment took a nearer
path than the others, and arrived first on
the hills that command Caney. As we
came up, that village looked very pretty
indeed, with houses and
thatched huts, and a little church, lying
under the shelter of an old, roofless cita-
del, on a hill. The light batery. which had
been brought over by a more direct way
than we had taken, opened its fire on this
pied with its one gun. throwing a sharpnel
on the hill our guns were As I came
with our regiment over the hill top, I
saw some nfty or hundred Spanish soldiers
apparently running away from tho town
I also saw a long lino of black figures
crawling along the top of a lower hill
than ours, toward this meadow; they were
the seventh. Then we heard a rattle of
musketry, and the Spanish soldiers were
running back. I learned afterwards that
they were not running- - away, for the
work of that day proved them all bravo
men. but merely seeking to take up a
position which they had no idea was oc-
cupied.

Back into the town they went The
sharp snapping fire or the Mausers came
up from the valley. The similar, though
apparently louder and less cracking, rat-
tle of the rose into a
roar from the hill-to- p. Our regiment
passed on. It seemed that we were un-
fortunately lute and the seventeenth fear-
ed that the seventh would drive the Span-
iards out of the town before the Seven-
teenth had a chance at them. That was
the regiment's impression of the Span-
iards at that hour in the morning. But
the Seventeenth filed rapidly down, pass-
ing the packs of the seventh, near which
it threw down its own; crossing a stream
that ran through a gulch lined on both
sides with tall palms; then up through
tall Cuban grass by a slippery path;then
to the top of the hill, where we found
four dead dead soldiers, and Tnore who
were not yet dead. The Seventh had
been sent forward to a still nearer hillock,
where the regiment lay flat on its face,
pouring a fierce tire down upon the vil-
lage. Our commanding officer. Lieut.-Co- l.

J. H. Haskell, had orders to support
. sterna, in iront ot him was an

open field, swept by the Spanish musketry
fire from breastworks around the village.
In advance of his regiment. Col. Haskell
stepped out into open space. walking erect.
without crouching or running. In an
other moment he fell to the earth. Leiut.
Dickinson, who was with him. received a
shot in his arm and came back for help.
The reciment crept along on hands and
knees towards a lane that afforded some
shelter from the killing fire. Meantime
Leiut. Ha.rdn.way and Leiut. Roberts
called for five men to go out and get the
Colonel, and five privates stepped forward
Three of them were shot down in theopen. The others passed on. and with
the officers brought back the Coionel; he
had three bad wounds. Lieutenant Dick-
inson who again turned Into the thick of
the fire, received another and fatal wound
through his body. The wounded men were
carried into a lane which ran straight to-
wards the stone fort on the hill, and wn:ch
being depressed a little, afforded swshelter from the rain of lead, ar 1 ; ;hss
lane the whole regiment filed, .y.r.g
with faces to the ridge.

From this position, which looked
straight down toward the town. and which
the regimen: bad to hold all day. th
whole of the action on this side of Caney
could be seen. We very quickly made the

f
discovery that the chief source of the
slaughter up to this moment had been a
veritable hornet's nest of a breastwork
on the side of the low hillock on which
Caney stands. It was on the very edge
of the village, and extended from one
building to another, with an extension at
right angles down the slope of the hilL
There were breastworks, too, along the
sides of the stone fort on the larger hill,
and from these shots raked the whole
length of our lane. Well off in the hills
at the other end of the lane was a Span-
ish block-house, whioh was too far away
to do much damage, but which occasion-
ally sent an effective ball down the lane.
The hot fire from the breastworks in the
town sent its hail of lead straight across
the lane, cutting off the leaves with a
continual slapping, spattering und,and
now and then cutting off a sapling and
droping it on our heads. An occasional
ball threw a shower of gravel over us,
and now and then killed a men. In spite
of his lying down. The wounded Colonel
lay on the ground, half naked, giving
orders, half wanderingly to his men. The
wounded Lieutenant, who was dying, lay
in a litter, and was wounded again in the
knee as he lay there. with orders
passed up and down regardless of danger.
The Major, O'Brien, now in command,
walked the line cooly. The regimental
surgeon, Major Ebert, ran up and down,
applying bandages, and directing his hos-
pital stewards. He had two regiments to
attend to it is tha policy of the medi-
cal department to deprive the regiments
of their surgeons and send them to the
division hospitals and he had an opera-
tion to perform every ten minutes.

Ther the regiment lay for about six
hours, under fire all tha time. The regi-

ment poured their volley, firing into the
breastwork, apparently without effect.
We looked down plainly on the Spaniards
at their shooting. They exposed them-
selves from the waist up. An officer In
blue left the trench now and then and
stood fully exposed at the back of it.
The Spaniards had the range of us, but
our men seldom kicked up the dust in
shots were fired at them.

Meantime the shrapnel from the one
gun In the old fort silenced our artillery
for a time. ,We were fighting an In-

trenched position with nothing but in-

fantry. By and by, however, the guns-go-

a better position and then they threw
in shells at the fort which wrought some
destruction. Little by little the Spanish
in the fort bravely fighting, came nearer
their end. (But it was not.until the mid
dle of the afternoon' that their flag came
down and the American flag went up.
Meantime we could see and hear the
fire 'of the Springfield muskets over that
way, and know that an. American volun-
teer regiment was hetraying its position
with smoke powder. It was the Second
Massachusetts, and it suffered heavily.
Over that way, too, the Twelfth and
Twonty-fift- h regulars were hotly engaged.

The old fort was gone, but the breast-
works in the town refuped to surrender.
Nothing appeared likely to dislodge this
moving line of straw hats and blue uni-
forms and dark faces. The fire of the

s, concentrated now on
the breastwork, rose to a fierce, ceaseless,
horrible vicious roar. And still the Span-
iards kept on firing volleys which clipped
the grass and leaves just above our heads.
All day long this went on, and all day the
dead and wounded lay on the line, inter-
mingled with the living. There was no
possibility of carrying them out of this
fire.

But at last the troops at the rear of
the town gradually closed in. The fort
was full of them now, and the men in
it had the raaige of the town admirably.
The firing from the breastwork fell so
low that the doctor had litters made of
poles and shelter tents halves, and had
the colonel and the lieutenant carried out
to the field hospital over the hill. I "went
with tho colonel's litter, and from there
to the stone fort on the hill; and as I
crossed tho open hollow to the crowded
fort, the balls from tho breastwork sang
viciously about my ears. My path was
scattered thick with the dead and
wounded of the Seventh regiment, which
had been here and there all day, fighting
ceaselesly, and had lost 20 per cent of
its men.

Around the fort lay ten dead Spaniards
and as many wounded ones, most horri-
bly mutilated by shells. The black Ameri-
can soldiers were putting the dead ones
into the trench which they had so brave-
ly defended, and the doctors were dress-
ing the wounds of those for whom there
was any posible hope, A young Span-
ish SQldier. not much more than a boy,
and a handsome fellow, looked up at me
with such wistful .eyes that I bent over
him. He smiled, put up his hand, and
said "Amigo!" The most frantic of
Spaniard haters could not have refused
that grasp.

Presently, from the fort, we saw men
and women at the edge of the town
beckoning as if they wished to come up
to us. We shouted to them in Spanish
to come, and presently they began to
pour out men, women and children, some
of the women carrying nnked children in
their arms, and nearly all of them with
poor little peace-offerin- of food on
plates. The women chattered all to-

gether. They said the last of the Span-
iards had run away; but presently Span-
ish soldiers in the light blue uniform be-

gan to come out and give themselves up.
They did so until we had 15S of thorn
prisoners; and they were made, as fast
as they arrived, to join in the task of
burying their own dead.

The battle won, and the town complete-
ly in our possession, the weary troops
were gathered up, and. after they had
been allowed to eat a Httle hard-tac- k and
bacon, and fill their canteens with water,
were marched off over devious and var-
ious Cuban paths in the moonlight-marc- hed

all night long, to appear in the
other wing of the order of battle, away
over toward Santiago, next morning.

CHIVALRY NO VAIN BOAST
(Special Correspondence of the New York

San Sebastian. Spain. July 7. The feel-

ing seems to exist in the United Suites
that any American caught alive in Spam
would be torn limb from limb- - It Is not
so.

All Spaniards beJieve that the United
States is in the war for what she can
make out of it. The idea of a philan-
thropic nvottve is incredible to them. They
have forgotten their boast of four months
ago: "Wa will teach the Yankee hogs a
lesson and wipe them off tho earth."
Now they ask pitifully: "Why does your
rich, powerful nation; bully us?" The
women look apprehensively out across
the sapphire bay and aski "Will the
American fleet bombard San Sebastian?"

They are assured that such action is un-
likely, but still they are restless tnd say:
"We are only wrmen here. They will
gain nothing but the boarding housra
keepers' signs."

San Sebastian, usually full of gay Span-

ish life, gathered aruond the court of the
little king at this season of the year, is
quite empty. The shop keepers are dis-

couraged, and exchange Is so high that
buyers come over from the frontier
French towns and carry away so much
from the markets that there is actually
not enough for the poor Spaniards. Some
of the better people realise that the end
of the present regime is dose at hand
and look despondoniUy into the future.
expecting to be ruled by tho Carilsts or
Republicans. But most of the people
cherish their indomitable faith in the
valor and prowess of tho Spanish army.

The day after Schley's victory at Santi-
ago, the nerwspapers here, unaware of any
battle, glee-full- announced that Admiral
Cervera had escaped with Iris ontire fleet
from the "hole where the Americans had
so cleverly supposed they had bottled it
up." Not for three days was credence
given to the report of the rout and utter
destruction of the Spanish fleet

The people could talk of nothing but
how skillfully their valient admiral had
outwitted the "Yankee Sampson." Alas!
the castles in Spain that the Spaniards
built around themselves were doomed to
a 'tremendous fall.

On the 4th of July the following editor-
ial appeared in one of the San Sebastian
papers:

"Is the situation In the Philippines
hopeless? No, because Camari's squad-
ron will arrive in time. Perhaps we may
lose Manila, or alt the most the island of
Luzon, but the whole colony no. From
the Philippines came the first had news.
From the Philippines will also come the
first good news. We say the first, be-

cause in Cuba we will always be on the
defensive, and in the Malayan archipel
ago we must now bo the ones to attack.

CERVERA'S ASTONISHMENT
Annapolis, aid., July 19. Admiral

Cervera and'his officers, through n,

a friend of the admiral's,
have expressed their gratification at the
hospitable and courteous treatment they
are receiving and their admiration and
wonder at the remarkable work ot the
American gunners. Contrary to the state-
ments given out by Sagasta and other
Madrid officials. Admiral Cervera says:

"Our attempted flight from Santiago
was not concealed from our officials at
home. They were apprised of all that was
contemplated. In fact, they gave orders
for us to leave. Though we informed
them of the disastrous possibilities of
such a venture, the home authorities is-

sued peremptory orders for us to leave;
and we obeyed the command.

"Of course, I understood the gantlet
of deadly fire our fleet would have to
run. But our men were brave, our off-
icers were ready, so we made preparations
to emerge from the harbor."

After describing the battle and express-
ing surprise at the fact that Schley's flag-
ship, the Brooklyn, against which was
directed the combined fire of his ships,
escaped unharmed, he says:

"When I found conditions hopeless I
leaped overboard, and my son followed
me. I think, however, I would have
sunk and been lost had not my son re-

mained close to my side and given me
assistance with his stronger, younger
arms.

"Since I have passed Into the custody of
my captors I have been treatd with cour-
tesies such as are the acme of kindness.
Every civilty, every imaginable act of
thoughtful deference such as would re-

lieve tho poignancy of my present mortifi-
cation has been furnished with the ut-

most good taste. No words of gratifica
tion could Imlf express the real apprecia-
tion felt by my officers and myself. I
see that America's big heart does not
harden against an enemy.

"Nobody can forget the generous care
afforded our distressed men after the dls--
comforture of our fleet. At one time the
Gloucester was lying close to the Maria
Teresa, my flagship: so close as to be In
danger of a momentarily expected ex-

plosion of our magazines. The Gloucester
was at work picking up our men. I
knew its peril and appealed to Lieutenant
L. P. Huse, Its executive officer, to with-
draw, but he quietly replied: 'No, admiral,
not until 1 have rescued all your
wounded.' "

Captain Maccohou, of the Maria Teresa,
said:

"I understand It is the purpose of the
American fleet to attack the Spanish
coast. I grieve at that, because I know
the force of an American attack. I have
witnessed the excellence of your ma-
chines, the dexterity of your commanders
in handling fleets, and the amazing rap-
idity and acuracy with your men
fire their guns. That has been a revela-
tion to us and a mournful one, besides.
For this fleet to invade the Spanish coast
means direful losses to many of our de-

fenseless seacoast cities.
"One thing that has almost over-

whelmed mo with astonishment Is the
fact that, while our losses in Hfe wer
heavy, your people lost but one man.
That seems to me to be almost incredi-
ble. Indeed, had I not stepped aboard
some of your ships and found them com-

paratively unscathed. , I would not have
believed It possible."
