Berlin, Aug:. 1. Baron Von Buelow ay

told the correspondent of tho Asso-

ciated Press that nothing definite regard-

ing Prince Bismarck's funeral would be

decided upon until the wishes of Emperor
William and the family of tho deceased

were ascertained.
The United States ambassador, Mr. An-

drew D. White, formally requested leave
to present President MoKinley's message
of condolence at tho foreign office this

and also had a copy of it sent fo
Count Herbert Bismarck at Friedrichs-
ruhe.

Emperor William; had telegraphed (twice
to FriedTlchsruhe. The first dispatch, sent
on Sunday morning, was addressed to
Count Herbert Bismarck and set forth In
Ihe most cordial terms the merits of tho
lata prlnco and expressing his majesty's
undying gratitude to the deceased, "who
has h&en a model of tho most faithful per-

formance." He also made mention of
Prince Bismarck's life, which "has been
greatest Joy," and assures the family of
his most sincere sympathy. The second
telegram bogs for the family's consent to
bury tho prince's rcimains in the Charlot-tenbur- g

mausoleum, where the body of
Emperor William reposes. This, however.
Is declined because of Prince Bismarck's
expressed wish to Ixs buried near the
Bchloss.

Prince Hohcnlohe, the Imperial chancel-loi- r,

took a special train for f riedrichs-ruh- e

this afternoon in order to convey
to the family tho condolences of tho Prus-
sian ministry of state, and to place a
wreath upon the former chancellors' bier.

The city councils of Berlin and Munich
wil hold special sessions on Tuesday, the
prince having the honorary freedom of
the odty. The Carlsruhet city council has
passed a condolence resolution and select-
ed delegates to attend tho funeral.

BISMARCK'S WILL..
In regard to Prince Bismarck's testa-

ment, It la known that Friedrichsruhe,
with the title of prince, descends to Count
Herbert Bismarck, tho eldest son, the
family of Count "Von Rantzau, the hus-

band of Prlnco Bismarck's daughter, re-

maining there temporarily. Schoenhausen
goes to Count William Bismarck, tho sec-
ond son. The late prince's money, which
Is estimated to amount to several million
marks, ai larger amount than was gener-
ally supposed, is divided among the three
children and the young Itantzau. The
monoy ia partly in the Bank of England
?nd partly in the Bleidroeder's bank. The
decorations, diamonds and art objects,
valued at about! a million marks, are de-

posited at a Berlin jeweler's.
Dr. Schweninger, the prince's physi-

cian, now says that the immediate cause
of death was effusion of blood 'on the
brain.

Tho remains of tho great chancellor
have been dressed In the uniform of the
HaJberstadt cuirassiers.

Tho enormous number of wreaths and
Xther floral tributes have already arrived
ct Friedrichsruhe. So strict is tho ex-

clude at the house that Herr Powadowski,
the (minister of the interior, had to wait
twenty minutes before he was admlted.

After saying that Prince Bismarck was
ot only the saver but the educator of his
people the Reichronzer continues:

If it is true that states are maintained
by tho spirit and power in which they aro
created, then the name of Bismarck will
remain for us as a device and a rervela- -
tion at all times. As Bismarck once de-

clared at Frankfort, a Prussia which
could Tenounce the inheritance of the
great Frederick does not exist in Europe.
In the same way the German emplro could
not exist at any future tlmo unless it
holds fast to the legacy of its founders,
the first Hohenzollern kaiser and his great
chancellor."

A dispatch from Friedrichsruhe to the
Hamburg Nachsten says it has been defin-

itely decided that the remains of Prince
Bismarck aro to be interred at the spot
selected by 'himself, where a simple mau
soleum will be 'built, to which the re-

mains of.his wife will be transferred from
Varzin. Until the mausoleum is completed
the funeral rites will be confined to the
simple ceremony of blessing the remains.
which will be performed by the local pas-

tor of tho vi41age of Brunstorf.
BISMARCK'S EPITAPH.

Prince Bismarck's flal written instruc-
tions, signed by himself, express his de-bi-

to be buried in a selected spot in the
Sachsenwold and conclude:

"For an epitaph I wish: 'Prince Von
Bismarck, born April 1, 1S15; died
with the addition of 'A faithful German
servant of Emperor William First.' "

At the ceremony of blessing Prince Bis-

marck's remains, which will to perform-
ed tomorrow, only tho near relatives will
attend. The coffin will then be closed and
will remain in the castle until the mauso-
leum is completed, which will be in Octo-

ber next.
Berlin, Aug. 1. Baron von Buelow, the

minister for foreign affairs, has arrived
here and will proceed by imperial com-
mand to Kiel, in order to accompany the
emperor to Friedrichsruhe.

This evening Prlnco von Hohenlohe, the
imperial chancellor, and Count von
Schoenborn arrived at Friedrichsruhe. In
.the presence of the chancellor the coffin
was closed, after which Prince Hohenlohe
left Friedrichsruhe.

Emperor William, accompanied by the
empress, who wore a mourning costume,
arrived at Kiel this evening. Baron von
Bulow, the foreign minister, and Dr. von
Lucanus, chief of the omperor's civil cab-

inet, aro ateo at Kiel.
Tne emperor has ordered that a gor-

geous funeral service be heTd in Berlin
in the square in front of tho reichstag
building.

The famous German artist Herr Frar.z
von Lonbach, has been commlsloned ;o
paint a portrait of the dead statesman.

Kiel, Aug. L A naval order has been
issued commanding that all the flags on
warships be half-mast- on the day of
Prince Bismarck's funeral; that a salute
of nineteen guns be fired at noon, and
that all the naval officers and officials
wear mourning for a week.

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Electrocuted For William

Guldensuppe's Murder.

HIS NERVE NEVER FAILS

His Last Night is Spent in

Sound Sleep.

New Tork, Aug. 1. Martin Thorn was
put to death in the prison aJt Sing Sing

at 11:10 thl3 morning for the murder of
William Goldensuppe.

Thorn sat up later last night than was
his custom. He talked of his parents,
his boyhood days In Germany and his
first experiences In this country. He show-

ed no nervousness, and when he threw
himself on his cot It was but a few min-

utes until he was sound asleep.
Warden Sage, who went to Thorn's cell

early today, eaid:
'Thorn told me he was not nervous and

would die bravely. He waa perfectly rec-

onciled to his fate, and said that he had
mada peace with his God. He slept well
and had no fear of death. There is not
the slightes tcnange in his actions. He
is the same cool man who came to the
prison six months ago. His nerve is
stronger than that of any other murder-
er who has been in the deathhouse."

Thorn told one of his keepers that his
only dread was the wait from the time
he awoke untii he was summoned to the
chair.

The condemned man received the last
sacraments of the Roman Catholic church.

When summoned to tho execution chair.
Thorn showed no emotions, walked to it
quickly, repeating prayers, after the at-

tending priest.
There was no untoward incident in con-

nection with the execution and after the
current had been turned on 55 seconds
Thorn was dead.

The crime for which Martin Thorn paid
the death penalty was the murder of Wil-

liam Goldensuppe, a bath house attend-
ant, on July 25, 1S97. Mrs. Augusta Nack,
who was charged with being an accom-
plice, turned states evidence at the trial
and told how she had decoyed Golden-
suppe to a cottage at Woodside, L. I.,
where Thorn was waiting to take his life.
Guldensuppe was shot and his head dis-

membered from the body, to prevent iden-

tification. The body was then placed in
a table cloth and thrown into tho East
River, where It was discovered floating by
two youthful swimmers. Thorn testified
tnat Mrs. Nack did the Wiling and he
only helped to dispose of the body. Thorn
was found guilty after a memorable trial,
anu sentenced to death. Mrs. Nack was
allowod to plead guilty to manslaughter
an dsentenced to fifteen years Imprison-

ment. The motive of the crime was Jeal-

ousy.

Measured by tho sum of money named,
Fairmount's $20,000 was but a flea bite.
Measured, however, byt its true test, by
its significance in relation to liberal learn-

ing in one of the most fertile and strate-
gic resrlons of the great west, it meant
something worthy to be compared with
vastly greater gifts to institutions Whose

future was already secured and to whoso
endowments and equipments the addition
now and then of a few hundreds of thou-

sands of dollars, more or less, Is some
what in the nature of piling Pellon upon
Ossa.

"This typical western college is only
about three years old, or reckoning from
its 'beginning as an academy, six years
old.
