A STUDY OF MRS. BOTKIN.
Continuing the Journal says--

The state officials of Delaware and the i

local police of San Francisco believe they
have found the hand which reached out
across the country and poisoned two un- -

uspecting women in Dover, Del., on Aug- -
12. Mrs. Cordelia C Botkin, of Call- -

fomia, is held in San Francisco, charged
imUi having sent through the mails the
hox of poisoned chocolates which kelled ;

Mrs. John F. Dunning and Mrs. J. D
Deane, the two young married daughters
of Pennington, of Dela-
ware.

Now, Mrs. Botkin is cither the unhappy
v.etim of a curious chain of very inno-
cent circumstantial evidence, or Mrs Bot
Kin is very unusual criminal. If Mrs.
P.otkin conceived and executed the plan
to destroy the life of Mrs. Dunning and
nr little child (for there is no doubt that
tie poisoned candies were meant for

-ove from her path the only two
human beinga who stood between her
And her love for Mr. Dunning. The pois-
oner succeeded in reaching Mrs. Dunning
t.ut the child escaped, and an unintended
victim Mrs. Dunning's sister, Mrs. Deane.
was brought down.

It was not until Mr. Dunning, a war
' orrespondent of the Associated Press,
reached home from Porto Rico that tho

den-tlt- of the mysterious assassin was
suspected. Upon his confession of his
relations with Mrs. Botkin, the police at
once began work. Whether Mrs. Botkin
is the innocent victim of circumstance,
or whether she is, indeed, the cruel de-

stroyer of these poor women, it Ls inter-
esting to study the bits of evidence as
the police have fitted them together.

SION.

The police point out as a significant
fact highly nervous condition of the
mind of Mrs. Botkin as soon as the news
of Mrs. Dunning's death reached her. Be
fore sh ewas suspected of any direct con- -

nection with murders she talked
vaguely of developments and her own
possible arrest. was like a hunted
criminal.

She then telegraphed an alarm for her
husband. She even before any accu-
sation was made, the need some one
stronger than herself to rely upon.

It was at this that Mrs. Botkin
made certain statements that show her
familiarity with making and
ptomaines and poisons. She said sig
nificantly in discussing sending of
the poisoned candy to Mrs. Dunning:

"Now, how do they know was
poisoned with intent? Did you ever know
that when candy is sent a loner distance a
poison is germinated? Suppose a friend
sent that candy to Mrs. Dunning and such
were case?

LINK 7 COINCIDENTAL DATES.
Again, in Botkin's statement to

Chief Lees she says that after (returning
to San Francisco on July 31 she remained

August 4. On that day she left for
St. Helena, from which place she later
went to Healdsburg, where she was when

news of the murder reached her on
August 14.

It will 'be seen that Mrs. Botkin's own
statement .places her in San Francisco
August 4, the date of postmark on the
candy box, and the date on which Fen-
nessee saw the agitated woman a
package at station

In addition to the tangible evidence that
has accumulated since the investigation
began there are several important state-
ments by acquaintances of Mrs. Botkin
which the detectives have not yet con-

firmed. A number of important witnesses
have been among them
A. Raouf, who, until Recently, was in the
employ of Botkin as nurse. She was
probably made a confidante by the sus-

pected murderess, and that she has some-

thing Important to tell is shown by her
exclamation to the detective who brought
her to San (Francisco: "I hope Mrs. Bot-
kin will save her friends by making a
clean breast of everything before the time
comes for an official examination. I hope
I'll never be put on the witness stand."

Three other women figure in the case, all
of whom were .more or Intimate with
Dunning when he was in San Francisco.
One of these is Mrs. Louise Seeley.who was
generally one of .the company at small
card parties in Mrs. Botkin's apartments.
Mme. Bermel Thompson,
French woman, also frequent visitor
at the lodgings In Geary street. Mrs. Clara
Arbogast is another of these women, all of
whom Mrs. Botkin has implicated in one
way or another. Mrs. Arbogast is accused
of plot to cast suspicion upon Bot-
kin, who professes to believe that Mrs.
Arbogast has endeavored induce Mr.
Botkin to obtain a divorce so that
might marry her. Mrs. Seeley Is also

of a hand In some such plot, all
three women alleged by Mrs. Botkin
to he her deadly foes.

The,flr;t hearing In the case will come up
before Judge Cook at San Francisco on
Tuesday, September 6. Mrs. Botkin and
her friends have determined to the
extradition proceedings. Her husband has
returned to her and loyally declares his
faith in her Innocence. She has retained
three of the best criminal lawyers in San
Francisco and to have abundant
means.

HER FEATURES
The Journal the following as an

analytical study of Mrs. Botkin's fea-
tures:

Mrs. Cordelia Botkin about five feet
high, thick set, stocky ,and very short- -
waisted. She has a large, high bust,
rather thick waist, large hips and heavy
thighs.

Her figure tapers to small, pretty ankles.
She has rather small, short feet, neatly
shod, and shows a fondness high
heels.

Her head Is round and rather large, set
on a short, very thick neck; in fact,
scarcely any all, so far as length
goes. Her fleshy, broader at a
line across the upper lip than from tem-
ple to temple, at tho same time her
brow is broad, high and smooth.

The lower is heavy, chin strong
and gross, but not so pronounced as to
be repulsive. It is round and fleshy, and
there a tendency to a double
especially evident when Botkin
wears collar.

Her mouth is neither large small.
It is in proportion, with a full un-

der lip and slightly curved upped lip, and
is sensual In character. The
upper lip is an inch long, and the curve
of it Is more a semi-circ- than a cupid's

It is her custom when nervous
to draw her lips over her strong,
white teeth in a sort of snarl. When
her disposition is amiable the upper lip
curls back and the under one becomes
pouted.

Her nose is fleshy, but appears rather
to advantage In profile. It is, however,
too broad for beauty when one sees her
full In the The curve of nos-
trils is good, though they are thick.

The cheek bones are not prominent,
and altogether the structure of her
face lost in wealth of flesh.

Her eyes and brow are the best fea-
tures. Tho eyes are large, well shaped,
full and prominent, gray in color, nicely,
but not heavily, shaded by dark lashes.
Her brows thick, dark and well
curved. The space between brows and
between Is just the length of the
eye. Mrs. Botkin makes considerable
pjny with her eyes. They are expressive
and noticeably quick of glance and bold
rather than tender. Her broad, high
brows complete the almost perfect round- -

Her hair brown and not very abund- -
ant. It is brushed from the face
oa cither side with a loosely curled fringe
across the forehead, and brushed from
che nape of and coiled at the
crown, leaving a few short "scolding
locks" at the neck.

ing nearly an inch below the level of
the eye corner. The tip of the lobe is
free from the cheek the base, though
the ears are set close to the head.

She Is vain and
egotistic, with an extraordinary appetite
for masculine admiration. Mrs. Botkin
is not a highly educated woman, but
has a big fund of well assimilated worldly
wisdom. She is generous, never turning
a beggar from her door, tipping servants
freely, and dropping many a coin in the
charity boxes about town. She says she
doesn't care for women's society and is
most assiduous In cultivating the favor
of men, studying their tastes, humoring
their foibles and exerting herself in every
way to please them with her appearance
and in catering to their comfort when
they visit with her.

She is jealous, arrogant and exacting,
fond of creature comforts, and sufficiently
adaptable to make herself comfortable
anywhere, even in prison. She is alert,
quickwitted, fond of good clothes, impet-
uous, and has the reputation of being a
mischief maker among her acquaintances.

MRS. BOTKIN TO THE JOURNAL.
Mrs. Botkin has written the following

to the Journal:
"The horror of this awful, fiendish, dou-

ble murder is still upon me, and to think
I am accused of it when God in heaven
knows I am innocent.

"Even to breathe a suspicion against
me is too deadly an accusation; too mon-
strous to utter. All I ask is fair treat-
ment, with no misrepresentations, no mis-
interpretations of my words. Suppose you
reverse the circumstances. Presume for
a moment that I had been poisoned in
the same manner as Mrs. Dunning would
it be reasonable 0 accuse her of the ter-

rible crime?
"I have not committed any crime, and

there Is no occasion for me to Implore
any one to shield me from punishment.

"I admit frankly that I have a number
of Mr. Dunning's letters to me, and I
assure you they will not be destroyed.
If the proper authorities want them they
can have them. It ls impossible for me
to helleve that Mr. Dunning has charged
me with the atrocious, diabolical crime
of sending poisoned candy to his wife. I
am certain he dbes not even suspect that
I am so wanton.

"I am prepared at any moment to tell
the wholes tory of my life, because there
Is nothing I need conceal. The publica-
tion of every act of my life would not
bring a blush to my brow or cause my
husband, son or sister to feel the slightest
sense of shame. I do not, and never did
love John Dunning. My reiations with
him were purely those of friend and
friend. I knew that ho loved his wife,
and I honored him for it. I knew it was
not wrong for me to befriend him as I
did, in his loneliness. I was In no way
responsible for his misfortunes. I never
hindered him o rtroubled him.

"What motive could I have had for kill-

ing this man's wife? There is none to be
found Before God I, am innocent, and
I know He will notl permit me to suffer.

At Nalato,
when the Columbian came up, the police-
man and his prisoner took passage on her
for Dawson City. When the Columbian
reached Eagle ,City Collector Ivey went
aboard and demanded the prisoner and
the money. The Canadian officer demurred,
when Ivey drew a revolver and threatened
to shoot unless the prisoner was given up.
Finally Ivey pushed the officer aside and
took 'the prisoner, giving the officer a re-

ceipt for prisoner and money, except as to
the amount.
