The shinff and o score of deputies were
n the nng when Lon Beck with and Jack
TOf-nne- were ordered on for a prelim-
inary bout. The sheriff declared that he
would not nermit the contest to take
place,

John "W. isher, attorney for the town
of Cheektowaga, demanded that the club
oe given the use of its property and the
boxers were ordered to shake hands.

Before a blow could be struck the dep-

uties seized the boxers and forced tham
to their corners and then released them.
Once more the boxers were ordered to get
together. O'Donnell rushed at Beckwith,
them and for a few minuteetaoinshrd
but tho deputies again grappled with
them and for a few minutes the ring was
tilled with struggling deputies .fighters
and their seconds, and Beckwith and
O'Donnell were again compelled to take
their seats. The spectators were greatly
excited and roundly denounced the action
of the sheriff, but no open act of violence
was committed.

A long and wordy wrangle between the
sheriff and attorney then occurred and
after a long delay Beckwith and O'Donnell
lett the ring. Erne and Lavigne were then
introduced "to box under the provisions
of the Horton law." The men were In
their corners, but the sheriff could not be
prevailed upon to permit them to get to-

gether in a friendly sparring match.
Finally ,it was announced that the bout
was off. The club officials obtained a long-lis-t

of witnesses and declared that the
club would immediately bring an action
against the sheriff for damages. The crowd
then left tho building. The sheriff did
not arrest either of the principals in the
affair, notwithstanding the manager or-

dered them to resume fighting and the
sheriff came hero for tho purpose of ar-

resting them. The Corbett-McCo- y fight
will depend upon the result of the suit
"brought against the sheriff. Kid McCoy
was present and was very much disap-
pointed at the result.

BONNER DEFEATS OREEDON:
Now York .Sept. 12. Jack Bonner, the

middleweight pugilist from Summit, Pa.,
pained an easy victory over Dan Cree- -
don, the Australian boxer, in the second
round of their fight at the Greater New
York Athletic clug tonight.

He groped
around and tried to regain his feet, while
the referee was counting off the seconds,
but his ankle was too badly injured for
him-4- o stand up under the strain and he
fell again and was counted out. Had this
not occurred the fight might have gone on
for many rounds. The spectators were
satisfied that Dan was not faking and
left the house after being informed that
the doctor who attended the Australian
had found the ankle badly sprained.

Cleveland, O.. Sept. 12. The Fifth Ohio
volunteer regiment arrived here today
from Florida, sn the special traini of
twenty coaches, each over the Big Four
railroad, and was received with an enthu-
siastic demonstration The arrival ot the
soldiers was announced by the ringing of
bells, the blowing of innumerable tteam
whistles, the roar of cannon and the
cheers of thousands of people who sur-
rounded the Union station and crowded
the streets. The soldiers marcned tnrough
the down-tow- n streets to the Central ar-
mory, escorted by the G. A. R, and other
organizations and a long line of young la
dies dressed in white. After addresses
of welcome at the armory the returning
soldiers were served with a bountiful
meal. The Fifth will go In camp here for
thirty days, at the expiration of wnich
it will be mustered out. There were 1,051

officers and men who came in today, the
balance of the 1,350 members "being sick
or on furloughs.

Camp Meade, Pa., Sept. 13. A strong
guard has been placed about the camp of
the First battalion of the Thirteenth
Pennsylvania regiment, which is doing fa-

tigue dty at the commissary depot. Fifty
men out of the battalion are absent with-
out leave and 'a detail will be sent from
the regiment to search for them in and
about Scranton. The men are anxious to
go home and it is thought ta be the next
regiment from Pennsylvania to receive
orders for mustering out. Colonel Sicard-so- n,

pf tho Sixteenth Pennsylvania bat-
talion, has been ordered to move his
men to New York tomorrow, to take the
boat on Wednesday for oPrto Rico.

Chicago, Ills., Sept. 12. Trains bearing
hardy troopers known as Grigsby's Rough
Riders, came in over the Chicago and
Eastern Illinois line today, one section
arriving shortly after midnight over the
Monon route. Most of Grigsby's men are
from North Dakota, and the surrounding
country, and they are en route home from
Chickamauga aPrk. Few of the men are
sick and the vigorous-lookin- g soldiers ex-

pressed disgust at not having had a
chance to show their fighting ability.
About thirty members of the regiment
died in camp. Tho horses were taken
from the .men about two weeks ago and
mustering out began last Thursday.

Washington, D. C, Sept. 12. Orders
were issued from the war department to
day ordereing two regiments of the United
States regular troop3 away from Camp
Wiffoff, Montauk. They are the Twelfth
Infantry, which is ordered to Jefferson
Barracks, Mo., and the Twenty-secon- d in
fantry, which goes to Fort Cook, Neb.,
the station it occupied before going to
the war. The Twelfth infantry was for-
merly stationed at Fort Niobrara, Neb..
It is hoped that all the regular regiments
will be away from Montauk by the end of
the week.

Springfield. Ills., Sept. 12. The Fifth
egiment left Springfield today for their
homes, on thiray days furlough. Three
sick men were left in the hospital here.
A detail of five from each company was
lefa to watch the tents and government
property.

Washington, Sept. 12. General Miles
said today that the troops to constitute
the garrison of Cuba had not yet been
selected. They would consist of regu-
lars, Immunes and volunteers, though it
was not possible now to tell just what
the proportions would be.

Says Aguinaldo of Filipinos'
Annexation Talk.

HE IS FOR INDEPENDENCE

And Thinks It High Time For
Uncle Sam to Leave,

Manila, P. L, Sspt. 12. Aguinaldo, Jn an
Interview, has said:

We have been fighting for independence
for a long time. The natives who profess
to favor annexation axe insincere. It is
merely a russ to ascertain American
views."

Asked fcf the FiLLpplnos would object to

the retention ot Manila, Aguinaldo de
clined to, answer.

"Would the Filippinos object to Ameri-

cans retaining a coaling station, if recog-

nizing the independence of the Island or
establishing a temporary protectorate
over it" t

AgTihraldo again refused to answer.
Pending the conclusion of. the assembly

Aguinaldo said he was confident that
there would be no trouble between Amer-
ica and the Filippinos.

Tne insurgent leader denied having re-

ceived a request from General Otis and
Rear Admiral Dewey to withdraw his
troops to a prescribed distance from Ma-

nila and Cavtte, and he declined to dis-

cuss the effect of such a request. Aguin-
aldo further asserted that he had never
conferred with the American authorities
sinco the capitulation of Manila, and that
he had never authorized the insurgents to
search or disarm Americans crossing the
line.

The correspondent closely questioned
him about the last Sunday Incident when
the ciPnnsylvania troops proceeded to es-

tablish a now outpost. The Filippinos ob-

jected and nearly precipitated hostilities,
ordering: the Americans to withdraw in
twenty minutes. They issued ammunition
and intercepted the American reinforce-
ments. Finally General Hale ordered all
the Pennsylvamians to advance and the
rebels withdrew.

The local governor has explained that
the Incident was a complete mistake and
has repudiated his subordinate's action.
Aguinaldo declared to this correspondent
that the Flllppino who made the trouble
meredy pretended to be on officer and is
entirely unconnected with the insurgent
army. Aguinaldo complained that 'the
Spaniards were disseminating false re
ports for the purpose of fomenting antag-
onism between the Filippinos and the
Americans.

The whole interview conveyed the im-

pression that Aguinaldo desires complete
independence, regards the mission of the
Americans here as accomplished land ex-
pects their withdrawal "just as the
French with Lafayette withdrew after
helping the Americans in the war of inde-
pendence, a war of humanity."

Just now Aguinaldo maintains the role
of extreme friendship.

SPAIN'S PROTEST ENT9RED.
M adrid, Sept. 12. The French ambassa-
dor at Washington, M. Cambon. who has
been noting for Spain in the peace nego-
tiations, has cabled to the government
here ithe American reply to the Spanish
noto protesting against hostilities upon
the part of the insurgents in tho Philip-
pines In spite of the peace protocol. The
United States promises to send envoys to
induce tho Togalos to respect the suspen-
sion of hostilities and to prevent vessels
leaving Manila with insurgents having
the intention of propagating the insurrec-
tion in other islands.

Washington, Sept. 12. The Madrid dis-
patch in regard to the American reply
to tho Spanish note protesting against
hostilities on the part of the insurgents
of the Philippine islands was shown to the
first secretary of the French embassy. He
said that Ambassador Cambon had been
absent from Washington several weeks
and tho reply was mot sent" by him per-
sonally. If such a reply had been, sent it
would have gone through the hands of
the first secretary, but be declined posi-
tively to say whether or not he had for-
warded a message of suchcharacter. The
officials of the state department also re-
fused to make known the nature of the
communications exchanged between the
two governments regarding this matter.

It is known, however, that in response
to urgent appeals of the Spanish govern-
ment to protect the Spaniards living In
the Philippines from the insurgents dur-
ing the truce now in force. General Otis
was instructed to use his Influence with
the insurgent leaders to cause them to
stop active hostilities for the time.

St. Thomas, D. W. I., Sept. 12 The latest

advices from Barbadoes, received late on
Saturday, indicated an approaching hurri-
cane.

Yesterday the storm passed over Saint
Lucia, but small damage has been done
there. All the islands have experienced
boisterous weather but the storm has
passed to the south of St. Thomas.
