HARD UP FOR AN IS3UE.
The platform attacked the conduct of the

war In vigorous language, but otherwise
confined itself almost entirely to state Is-

sues.

the people in this state Is largely
engrosed by the consideration of grave
scandals and abuses of administration,
which during four years of Republican
control of state affairs have resulted In
great pecuniary loss to the people and a
gradual lowering of the standards hereto-
fore obtained in state government The
recent report of the canal investigating
committee has rtartled the people of the
state and has produced a profound convic-
tion on their part.

FIRST MEETING IN PARIS

Instructions Given Out.

Manila, Sept. 29. The declaration of In-

dependence was ratified at Mololos yester-
day amid great festivities. A review of
troops was held, speeches were delivered
and recitations. The feature of the cere-

monies was tho address of Agulnaldo.
Many foreigners attended the state ball,
which was given 'in the evening, .but no
American officials were present.

CHANDLER'S THEORY.
Washington, Sept. 29. The reports from

Manila that Agulnaldo would today hold
a grand ceremony to proclaim the repub
lic of the Philippines, with himself at the
head, has not been made known to Agen-clll- o,

head of the Philippine delegation
here. He said today through his secretary
and interpreter, Mr. Lopez, that reports
of a more or less important character had
come to them ever since they had landed,
but they were without official verification
as to any of these steps and this largely
accounted for the inactivity, as they de-

sired to know exactly what resolutions
and policies had been adopted by the Phil-
ippine congress. They looked for o cable
at any time, in response to Inquiries,
which would show just what the present
status of affairs was.

Senator Chandler, of New Hampshire,
Who is taking a personal interest in the
Philippine question, and General Green,
who accompanied Agenclllo on his trip
here, had a long conference with him to-
day. Senator Chandler said afterward
that there was no doubt the president
would receive the delegation to get full
Information on the condition of affairs at
homo. They had come a long way, and
tho senator felt that they were In a posi-
tion to give the authorities here much in-
telligent information on the people and
affairs of those whomwith we are

Into such relations. When asked
to sum up the desires of the Philipipne
delegation, Mr. Chandler said:

"Tho first and most essential purnose
is to have the treaty of Paris the final
treaty which will stand for all time-con- tain

an article teraimtnshrdinluetao
contain an article terminating absolutely
the sovereignty of Spain over the Philip-
pines. It is not alone tho termination
of Spanish sovereignty over the island of
Luzon, or Manila, that they desire, (but
the end of Spanish rule over the entiregroup of islands. And it Is conceded that
if Spanish sovereignty is to be brought to
an end over the island of Luzon, it should
also be brought to an end over the whole
archipelago, for it would not do to dis-
possess Spain of the island of Luzon and
still leave her free to transfer adjacent
islands to Germany or other foreign, pow
ers. The disappearance of Spanish rule
from the Phlllplpnes being assured, the
next purpose of tho Philippines, as I
gather from their delegates, is to have
an opportunity to try their capacity for

under American protec-
tion If need be. during the transition
period; or. If that seems inexpedient, then
they want this government to assume the
direction and control of affairs, by an-
nexation or such other method as may
best meet the conditions of affairs. They
seem to feel satisfied that the question
ofi future rule can be solved without diff-
iculty after the first great aim of terminat-
ing panlsh rule Is brought about."

THE PHILIPPINES REBELLION.
Madrid, Sept. 23. Advices from Hollo

report that rhe insurrection In the Phil-
ippines is increasing considerably.

Madrid, Sept. 29 A telegram received
here from General Rios, Spanish governor
of 'the Viscayas islands, who is reported to
have recently proclaimed himself governor
general of the Spanish dominions in the
Philippines, reports that Insurgent expe-
ditions have arived at the Viscayas. The
rebellion, it is also reported. Is spreading
and several provinces in the island of
Luzon have oeen invaded and some off-
icers of the genl d'armle and their families
massacred.

The governor and officials at Iloilo,
island of Pana, have fled to Manila. La
Correspondence blames the Americans for
tolerating the new rising of the insurgents
and urges tho government to present a
protest to the Paris commission.

WHAT THEY ARE THERE FOR.

Paris, Sept. 29. The French newspapers
continue to coment upon the difficulties

which the two commissions will have to

face by reason of their divergent instruc-
tions, beyond which, it Is said, they can-

not go.
Col Bias says: ,
"The Spanish government has given its

commissioners very precise Instructions.
They are to do their utmost to have it
admitted that there can be no question
of disputing the rights, of Spanish sover
eignty over Manila, the island of Luzon
and the rest of the archipelago, outside
of the naval stations which Spain will
cede at the Marlanno Islands.

"On the other side, the American com-

mission, before leaving President McKIn-le- y,

received from tolm very precise In-

structions, from, which the commissioners
cannot depart.

"The following is the text of their in-

structions:
" 'First Spain cedes absolute sover-

eignty over the whole of the Island of
Luzon.

" 'Second The other islands of the
archipelago will be replaced under the
dominion of Spain on condition that a lib-

eral government Is accorded to the inhab-
itants.

" 'Third The complete separation of
church and state In the Philippines.

" 'Fourth Spain cannot cede any other
islands in the group to any foreign power,
without America's cansent.

" 'Fifth The United tates shall enjoy
for all time the same commercial privi-

leges as the most favored nations, not
excepting pain, herself.' "

The Cil Bias concludes with remarking:
"It Is therefore to be feared that for un-

happy Spain the negotiations which opn
on the first of October will give no sat-

isfaction."

PROHlBlflON IS CARRIED

In Canada Ily n Jtijr Majority on a
Jjisht Resistration.

Quebec, Sept. 29. One of ihe most Inter-

esting elections ever held In Canada took
place today. In every election district of
the Dominion the electors voted upon pro-

hibition. (Never before has the question
of prohibition been submitted to the peo-

ple of so large a territory-.J- n all the
province sof Canada the people were given
the opportunity to express themselves as
for or against the absolute prohibition of
the sale, manufacture. Importation and
use of all kinds of Intoxicants in all parts
of Canada.

The Liberal government, now In power,
has given to the people this opportunity
to express themselves upon the great ques-

tion, but no pledges are made by the gov-

ernment as to what course will be fol-

lowed in case the people vote for prohibi-
tion.

Not more than onc-ha'- .f the registered
vote of the Dominion was cast upon this
question, and the opponents of prohibition
say that, even If prohibition has carried,
the Liberal government, on account of tho
small vote, will refuse to enact any pro-

hibitory laws, on the ground that the vote
does not give a fair and adequate expres-
sion of the w ill of the people.

Quebec, Sept. 29. Reports from all part3
of the Dominion indicate that the vote for
and against prohibition has been larger
than was expected. The Indications tonight
are that prohtbitlon has been carried by a
large majority, but probably not more than
one-ha- lf the registered vote of the Domin-

ion has toeen cast.
Halifax, N. S., Sept. 29. Voting In Nova

Scotia on the Dominion prohibition
was light and showed a marked

public Indifference. The majority In Nova
Scotia province for prohibition, with the
returns not quite complete, is 21.526.

Toronto. Sept. 29 The prohibition vote
in the province of Ontario is a big surprise.
In 1334 a similar plebiscite was held and
a majoritv of Sl.000 returned in favor of
total prohibition. From returns received
at midnight there is a small majority
against prohibition as a --esult of tJdav's
voting. Every city in the province went
heavily against prohibition, this city turn-
ing a previous majority for it of 3.SW Into
a majority of 1.009 against it today. The
vote cast was Hght.
