New York, Sept. 30. The Journal says:
The engagement of Miss Eda Sickles,

laughter of General Daniel E. Sickles, of
New York, i3 an extremely Interesting an-

nouncement, because the young woman
bears the name that at once recalls one

of cho most remarkable tragedies of the
last generation. General Sickles shot and
killed Philip Barton Key. son of Francis
Soott Key (who composed "The Star
Spsmgled Banner"), because he had dis-

honored Ms wife. General Sickles then
forgave his erring wife, and In the face
of a tumult of criticism he reinstated Mrs.

Sickles in hte home and made this answer
to hfs friends:

DUTY TO AN ERRING "WIFE
My reconcilliation with my wife was

my own aot, done without consultation
wkh any relative, connection, friend or
adviser. Whatever blame, if any, belongs
to e Btep should fall upon me.

I am prepared to defend what I have
done before tho only tribunal I recog-
nize as having the slightest claim to juris-
diction over the subject my own con-

science and the bar of Heaven.
I am not aware of any statute or code

or morals which makes it Infamous to
forgive a woman; nor is it usual ta make
our domestic life a subject of consultation
"with friends, no matter how near and
dear to us. And; I cannot allow even all
the world combined to diotate to me the
repudiation of my wife when I think it
right to forgive her and restore her to
my confidence and protection.

If I ever failed to comprehend Hie ut-

terly desolate position of an offending
though penitent woman Hie hopeless fut-
ure, witlk Ifca dark possibilities of danger,
to which she is doomed when proscribed
as an outcast I can now see plainly
enough in the almost universal howl of
donounclatiori with which she is followed
to my threshold, the misery and peril
from which Ihavo rescued tho mother of
my; child.

Arjdoalthough it Is very sad for me
to incur the blame-- of ifriends and the
reproaches of many wise and good peo-
ple. I shal strive) to prove to all who may
feel an interest in me that if I am the
lirst man who has ventured to say to
the world that an erring wife and mother
may be forgiven and redeemed, in spito
of all obstacles in my path, the god

of 'trfs example shall entitle it to
ihe Imitation of the generous and the
commendation of tho just.

There are many who think that an
act of duty, proceeding solely from affec-

tions which can only be comprehended
in the heart of a (husband and father
Is to be fatal to my professional, politi-

cal and social standing. If this be so,
then so be It.

without recalhngltho memeor&ble trla
In which he was the chief actor.

That trial established for Americans the
rule that ahusband who kills the de-

stroyer of his domestic happiness will not
be convicted of murder.

General Sickles went further and estab-
lished for himself the rule that a husband
may forgive an erring wife without dis-
honor.

It was on Sunday, Feb. 27, 1S59, that Dan
iel B. Sickles shot Philip Barton Key
dead in a Washington street.

Sickles, whose carrer began In New
York, was already a lawyer and politi-
cian of note. In 1S53 he had married Miss
Teresa Bagloll, daughter of an Italian
musician living in New York. She was
17 years old, beautiful, with the grace and
fire of the Latin races in her figure and
In hernature.

When Buchanan was appointed minister
to England he took with him as secretary
of legation, Sickles, who resigned the of-

fice of Corporation Attorney of New
York City. He took his bride with him,
and she was the admiration of the Eng-
lish, Russian and French courts. Her res-
idence in London was an uninterrupttd
social triumph. She received the most
flattering atentions from Lady Palmerston
Lady Clarendon and other persons not
only aristocratic, but famous.

When Mr. Sickles returned to America
he was elected member of Congresss. He
went to live in Washington. His house
was in Lafayette square, then the center
of fashion. His hospitality was gener-
ous. His wife added charm to it.

In Washington the betrayer entered the
Sickle home. His name was Philip Bar-
ton Key, a name famous and honored In
the land, for this one's father, Francis
Scott Key, composed "The
Banner."

Philip Barton Key was District Attor-
ney for the District of Columbia. He was
a "brilliant ornament of Washington so-

ciety. Physically he was tall, well-ma-

and handsome. In parlance,
they called him "a jrreat ladles' man."
It is a mild expression. He 'boasted that
no woman coul dresist him for more than
twenty-fo- ur hours.

Mrs. Sickles did not resist him long.
She was The most tempting (bait In sight
for this bird of proy. He was much older
than Sickles almost old enough to bt Mrs
Sickle's father. The fact caused him no
shame.

The smners were audaciously indiscreet.
Their meetings hecame the talk of Wash-
ington. On February 21, Mr. Sickles had
a dinner party at his house, after which
he and his guests went to a dance at
Willard's Hotel. As he was going out he
recelvod a letter which he thrust unopened
into his pocket.

On his return home he read the let-
ter. It was anonymous, and revealed to
him the relations of his wife and Key.
It specified their meeting place, a house
In Fifteenth street, betwen K and Lt

streets, leased from a negro.
Tho husband sent an Intimate friend to

watch the house. He returned to confirm
the allegations. Mr. Slcklea accused his
wife, and she at once confessed every-
thing. She made a long writen statement
in which she confessed without reserve all
that had happened between herself and
Key.

This confession Mr. Sickles laid before
his friend, Mr. Butierworth, and asked
lite advice. As they were talking another
friend rushed into the room and announc-
ed that Key was at the moment making
signals with a handkerchief towards the
house.
"If you are sure that this is a common
knowledge, there is hut one course left
for you. You need no advice."

According to tho subsequent testimony
of Buterworth, ho then left the house.
On the street he met Key, whom he
greeted. He turned to leave him and
saw Mr. Sickles coming from the house.
Mr. Butterworth then heard Mr. Sickles
exclaim in a loud voice:

"Key, you scoundrel, you have dishon-
ored my house. You must die!"

Key attempted to hold Sickles, who
freed himself and drew a pistol. As Key
was backing away Sickies shot at him.
Altogether ho Sired three times, wounding
Key twice. The wounds were mortal.

Mrs. Sickles regarded her husband's ac-

tion as the only one that he could take.
In letters to hhn she expressed the deep-

est admiration for him and contrition for
her sin. He treated her gently, but took
awiir her weding ring and wedding pres-

ents. In response to a heart rendering ap- -'

peal he returned the wedding rmg, but
it was broken.

The trial excited world-wid- e Interest.
More than a hundred talesmen were re-

jected, because they declared that they
would acquit Sickles. Mr. Stanton made
the chief speech for the defence. He
boldly claimed that it was absolutely
necessary for thesecurity of the home
that a husband should destroy a man
who so wantonly Invaded It as Key had
done in this case. Mr. Sickles wept copi-
ously during the trial and betrayedt in-

tense mental suffering.
The verdict was "not guilty." it was

received with thunderous and uncontrol-
lable applause.

Then a thin? hpened which aston'shed
the public even more than the siayir-g-

Air. Sickles tooK the wife whoso
conduct had caused him to kll a man.

It appeared that he had frequently ex-

pressed his intention of forgiving his wife
in case he should be acquitted. One great
reason for this was his desire to save his
innocent daughter from the consequences
of her mother's error, as far as possible.

Mr. Sickle's action raised a storm of
comment, largely disapproving. It of-

fended against the moral code of many
men. who had applauded his act of de-

struction. It was then that Mr.Sickles
printed elsewhere on this page. It de-

serves to live.
Lovely, broken-hearte- d and penitent.

Mrs. Sickles only survived a few years the
tragedy which her sin had caused. She
left a daughter to the cart of the hus
band, whe had forgiven so much.

Today he Is a conspicuous figure in New
York society rich, active in spite of his
years; one of the regular rs at
theatres. But his greatest claim to
human interest Is that he made the rule
that a man may slay the invader of his
household.

Fear of Aguinaldo.

Washington, Sept. CO. The report of Ma-

jor General Wesley Merritt, of the oper-

ations about Manila was made public at
the war department today. It Is dated
on board the transport China, August 31.

After giving briefly the story of his em-

barkation and arrival at Manila, and the
disposition of his troops there, he says:

"I found General Greene's command en-

camped on a strip of sandy Iand.run-nin- g

parallel to the ehore of the bay and
not far distant from the beach, but owing
to the great difficulties of landing sup-
plies, the greater portion of the iforce had
shelter tents only and were suffering
many discomforts, the camp being sit-

uated in a low, flat place, without shel-
ter from the heat of the tropical sun or
adequate protection during the terrifio
downpours of rain so frequent at this sea-
son. I was at once struck by the exem-
plary spirit of patient, even cheerful, en-

durance shown by the officers and men
under such circumstances, and this feel-
ing of admiration for the manner in which
the American soldiers, volunteers and reg-

ulars alike, accept the necessary hards-hi-

ps of the work they have undertaken
to do, has grown and increased with every
phase of tho difficult and trying cam-
paign which the troops of the Philippine
expedition have brought to such a brill-
iant and successful conclusion.

POSITION OF THE REBELS.
"The Filipinos, or insurgent forces at

war with Spain, had, prior to the arrival
of the American land forces, been waging
a desultory warfare with the Spaniards
for several months, and were ,at the time
of my arrival, in considerable force, vari-
ously estimated and never accurately as-

certained, but probably not far from 125.-0-

men. These troops, well supplied with
small arms, with plenty of ammunition
and several field guns, had obtained posi-
tions of investment opposite the Spanish
line of detached works throughout their
entire extent."

General Merritt then speaks oi Agul-naldo- 's

accomplishments previous to his
arrival and continues:

"As General Aguinaldo did not visit me
on my arrival nor offer his services as a
subordinate military leader, and as my
Instructions from the president fully con-

templated the occupation of the Islands
by the American land forces, and stated
that 'the powers of the military occupant
are absolute and supreme and immediately
operate upon the political condition of the
Inhabitants,' I did not consider It wise
to hold any direct communication with
tho insurgent leader until I should he in
possession of the city of Manila, es
pecially as I would not until then he in
a position to Issue a proclamation and
enforce my authority, in the event that
his pretensions should clash with my de-

signs.
"For these reasons the preparations for

the attack on the city were preseed and
military operations conducted without ref-
erence to the situation of the insurgent
forces. The wisdom of this course was
subsequently fully established by the fact
that when the troops of my command car-
ried the Spanish intrenchments, extending
from the sea to the Pacay road on the
extreme Spanish right, we were under no
obligations by plans of mu-
tual attack, to turn to the right and clear
tho front still held against the insurgents
but were able to move forward at once
and occupy the city and Buburbs.

REBELS GET OUT OF THE WAY.
"To return to the situation of General

Greene's brigade as I found it on my
arrival, it will bo seen that the difficulty
in gaining an avenue of approach to tho
Spanish lino lay In the fact of my disin-
clination to ask General Aguinaldo to
withdraw (from the beach and the 'Callo
Real' so that Greene could move forward.
This was overcome by Instructions to
General Greene to arrange. If possible,
with the Insurgent brigade commander In
his Immediate vlclnltj to move to the
right and allow the American forces un-

obstructed control of the roads in their
Immediate front. No objection was made,
and accordingly General Greene's hrigade
threw forward a heavy outpost line on the
'Calle Real' and the beach and constructed
a trench, in which a portion of the guns
of the Utah batteries were placed.

FIRST CLASH OF ARMS.
"The Spanish, observing this activity on

our part, made a) very sharp attack with
Infantry and artillery on the night of i

July 31. The behavior of our troops dur-
ing this attack was all that could be de- -

sired, and I have. In cablegrams to the
war department, taken occasion to com-
mend by name those who deserve special
mention for good conduct In the aJTair. j

Our position was extended and strength- - j

ened after this and resisted successfully
repeated night attacks, our xorces suf-
fering, however, considerable loss In
wounded and killed, while the losses of '

the enemy, owing to the darkness, could
not be ascertained.
