But Still of Exceptional Activ-

ity and Strength

IS THE TRADE SITUATION

Joint Traffic Decision and the
Stock Markets,

New York, Oct. 28. Bradstreefs tomor-
row will say:

Irregularity in prices and trade move-
ments has been rather more marked this
week than for some time past, but meas-
ured by all the usual standards of busi-
ness development, the situation is one of
exceptional activity and even strength.
The active foreign demand at aadvanc-In- g

prices for American cereales and their
products appeared to have cunlminated
early in the week in a virtual 'war scare"
market, in which the highest prices reach-
ed since early in August were recorded.
The reaction shown, however, has been
a small one, testifying to nervousness
both at home and abroad, growing out
of the exceptionally small gains in world's
supplies, reports of damage to wheat in
the fields in the northwest and In aMni-tob- a,

active mining demand for wheat at
heme, Minneapolis breaking" all records
of flour production for the week, and a
continuance of the talk of rather less
than ant'eipated out-tur- of crops
abroad noted for some time past. Evi-
dences of reaction In prices are not con-
fined to wheat, but extend to lard and
coffee, among food products, Bessemer
pig iron, lead and cotton, while most
other cereals, por kand beef, copper and
print cloths, have remained steady and
unchanged. In distributive trade reports
are of bad' weather Interfering wifh reg-
ular demand and collections, but of stim-
ulating retail trade In heavy winter god3,
coming from west and northwest, whence
also come advices of bad roads, crippling
farmers ability to deliver wheat to mar-
ket. Against this, however, must be cited
the fact that primary receipts of wheat
are In ecess of one year ago and for
tho season are fully equal to those of last
year. A great burst of activity In nearly
all lines has followed the freeing the
lower Mississippi valley section from the
numerous quarantines and country buy-
ing is reported active, being partially ac-
celerated by cold weather in that sec-
tion. In the Puget Sound and at Colum-
bia river points the advices are of very
active trade, heavy grain receipts be-
ing largely absorbed by mills working
on exports, and of Increasing trade with
our new dependencies. Here at the east
the tons of business remains rather quiet.

The industrial situation has many points
of interest in it. The cotton goods trade
is closely following the working of the
plans of restriction adopted by the Fall
River print cloth mills. Much is hoped
for from the reduction in output pledged
to occur between now and February 1.
Mills employ'ng 3.5P0 operatives shut down
this week, but tho 'of mills
producing similar goods In other New
England cities and the knowledge of the
extent to which those concerned will sek
to extend the foreign outlet Vor these
goods, are uncertain features in the out-
look for a continuance of present firm
quotations. The movement ot the raw
product to market, stimulated probably
to some extent by removals ot quaran-
tine restrictions, is now far in advance
SOO.OOO bales at least, official ot last year,
and the expectation of a heavier crop than
last year Is a bearish feature, moro than
offsetting reports of killing frosts through
out the south.

Prices are consequently lower and spec-
ulation lags. Sales of wool are of increas-
ed volume, but much of this, particularly
at Boston, is reported moved at conces-
sions caused by changing of bank loans.
The manufactured products remain slow
of salte at first hanilse, but advices of
good retail buying are most numerous,
as a result of cold, inclement weather,
particularly west and south. The Iron
and steel situation continues without
much change, though shading of prices
of bessemer pig iron and billets testified
to the desire of producers to maintain
activity In the face of confessedly quieter
tone of business.

In ether industries the report is gener-
ally of plenty of work, but at prices
which tend to confirm the views of those
who claim that profit margins have been
permanently reduced. Instances of this
are found In the reports of 52.000 more
people employed In New York state indus-
tries now than one year ago, and in the
reports of implement manufacturers that
business where the per cent is In excels
of last year's profits has not been propor-
tionately Increased.

Leading
interests appeared to take hold of the
grangers ai-- d other favorite stocks, and
there was a ic a slight but sufficiently
marked 'r.crase in the professional one
andwas influenced largely by manipula-
tion on she part of the large Interests.
The situation abroad was the main fac-
tor and unt-- it became reasonably clear
that neither was nor revolution needed
be apprehended at present there was a
decidedly conservative feeling in financial
circle on ihUr side. The decision against
the Joint Traffic association failed to pro-
duce the same impression In speculation
as the Trans-Missou- ri cae did. It would
stem that the market disregards the rul-
ing, because the association has virtu-
ally been a dead letter for months past,
and because It is expected that it will lead
to action by congress on a pooling bill.
The continued favorable character of rail-
road earnings, particularly at the west,
also tends to minimize the Importance of
the decision. More or less favorable ac-

counts of trade conditions contributed to
the dullish fueling of the street, though
American Sugar stock has been a weak
feature on the maintenance of the com-
petitive price. American Tobacco stock,
after a sharp rise to above 130. reacted,
but finally rose to over 140 on the an-
nouncement that the plug manufacturing
company Is to go on. Apart from these
two specialties the Industrial stocks have
teen generally strong, though the Indus-
trial activity of the market was in the
railroad share list, which, selling off early
in the week, rallied sharply on short cov-

ering, man'pulatlon and some fresh buy-
ing, the granger stocks taking the lead.
Southern railroad securities have also im-

proved on tho frosts at the south and
the ending of the yellow fever epidemic
It Is noticed that the bond market is ac-

tive and strong, with renewed dealings
at higher prices In many issues, the St.
Louis Southwesterna and Atchisons being
the features.
