I. Long is out Jn, short-grassdo- this

week. He Is making a campaign in a ter-

ritory which, generally speaking, has re-

mained most loyal to Republican princi-

ples during: the years that Populism has
raged In Kansas.

There is no country on earth quite like
the short-gra- ss country. There is some-

thing: unlike any other portion of the uni-

verse, alter a man crosses the alleged
boundary west of Hutchinson which en-

ters him in There is a
broadness equalled only by the expanse
of prairie; a liberality unparalleled any-

where else; a freedom which is refreshing
oxter sojourning in the effete eastern por-

tion of Kansas; a wholesomencss of spirit;
a genial friendship and sympathy; a warm
hospitality. People will do anyrhing for
you in the short-gra- ss country. They have
experienced all kinds of hardship and dis-

aster, yet the most of them have weatn-ere- d

the storm and are now basking In
the sunlight of prosperity and happiness
Kuch as they have never before known.
Out in hls country they never lock their
doors, so great' is their trust In humanity.
They believe Implicitly in mankind and
they are broad and big enough to do it.
Thero are no castes or cliques in the
short-gras-s country every man is the
equal of every other man, and no one
disputes it.

Politically, it is good for one's soul
if he be Republican, to come out In the
short-gra- ss country. Faithful and true,
contending against long odds, the Repub-
licans have more than held up their end
of things and they now feel good over it.

Ford county is one of the counties which
has been less fortunate In holding up Its
Republicanism, but it is in good shape-thi- s

year. Two years "ago, Jerry Simpson
had a majority of W; Bryan, S3; Leedy, 53.

. effect the Republican vote this year, and
If there Siud been no ch decision, the
Republicans would have a nice, little
majority. As it is, the enthusiastic Re-
publicans actually talk and believe that
they will bo successful here this year.
3Iore conservative partisans agree thai
the fusion majority will be from 25 to 50.

This will be a gain of considerable pro-

portions for the Republicans.
Mr. Long 'will run slightly ahead of

Stanley; not much, but then some. Long
Is very popular in Ford county. Men who
know the county by heart say that there
is only one man who voted against him
two years ago who will vote for Simpson
this year. On the other hand, there are
many, many who voted for. Simpson who
this year believe that their interests will
Vo best subserved by casting a vote for
Chester L Long.

Long is popular with the railroad men
and tihey are no slight figure here. This
is a division point of the' Santa Fe. Thero
are 300 railroad men here. Tho Rock Island
also is here and has quite a number of
men. These men believe In the admin-
istration of William McKinley.

Several others, most all
of them, of the candidates on the county
ticket will be elected, too.

trip of Chester I. Long last night from
Dodge City to Kinsley was a triumphal
tour. It was a magnificent ovation on the
way and after his arrival; as he entered
the packed opera house before 8 o'clock,
and as he was Introduced to the audience
by W. N. Beezley, candidate for repre-
sentative; as he opened his speech, and
declared It was his turn to be elected to
congress in 1895; as he delivered himself
of his patriotic remarks, and as he closed,
when great numbers of persons enthu-
siastically surrounded him.

In the first place. Chalk Beeson and Lou
Vedder brought their bands the famous
relic of an equally famous Dodge City
cowboy band along to Kinsley. Then
there was a crowd of Speareville Republic-
ans returning from the Long meeting at
Dodge. Again there was a score or more
of Dodge Republicans going to Kinsley
with the next congressman. The band
played on the train and it was an enter-
taining trip.

But the climax came when the train
pulled into Kinsley. Distinguished citi
zens, prominent Republicans, men, wom
en, children, greeted the next congressman
as ho stepped to the platform. Mr. Long
and his party were escorted to carriages;
tho band, the way lighted by torches, took
the head of tho column, and a hundred or
mere people, cheering and enthusiastic, fell
In behind. Tho way was made up town
to the hotel, where another ' cheering
crowd was waiting.

Night meetings are usually rather late
In commencing. It was not this way at
Kinsley last night. By 7.30 the big opera
house, which seats 400 people comfortnb'y,
and 100 more on a pinch and the pinch
came vwas nearly filled. At five minutes
before S, when Chester I. Long. G. W.
Watson, "W. N. Brezley and other gentle-
men stepped on the stage, the house was
filled with 500 people. Kinsley has a popu-

lation Of 700. Compare this with Jerry
Simpson's audience of fifty persons a
month ago and Jerry Botkin's concourse
of sixty persons n. week ago, and is it at
all strange that men of reason talk of
Chester I. Long's election by from 500 to
2,000? Hardly. ,

Edwards county two years ago gave
Simpson 15S majority. There is not a sane
man in any party in this county who does
not say Jerry Simpson will do well if he
carries Edwards by fifty this year, and
there are good conservative Republicans
who honestly believe it will be a standoff,
or less than twenty majority for Simpson,
while there are those who actually think
Long will carry the county by a half dozen
votes.

So it Is. In this e hotbed of Popu-
lism, one of the strongly "off" counties
of the short-gra- country.Chester I. Long
was met br a large delegation; had a
parade in his honor; was escorted thirty-eig- ht

miles by a band and a Dodge delega-
tion; was cheered and applauded and ovat-e- d

for hours .and was given the finest
political audience gathered in Kinsley or
Edwards county this year, while Jerry
Simpson came unattended to town; no
committee met him; no hand was there;
no escort accompanied mm; no parade
marched In his honor, and his audience
consisted of fifty persons!

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Governor Barnes Joins in the
Political Battle.

EQUALIZATION OF TAXES

And Other Issues Incite Hjm

to Valiant Blows.

Guthrie, O. T.. Nov. 1. (Special.) The
central figure at the Republican rally held

in the opera house in Guthrie tonight was
Governor C. ii. Barnes, who in an hour
and a balfs speech, completely riddled the
charges of boodle and corruption so bra-
zenly made by the opposition press and
repeated by Keaton on the stump.

Governor Barnes' speech was devoted
largdy to the question of the equaliza-
tion of taxes and tho action of the terri-
torial board of equalization, regarding
which he said:

"It is alleged that we have been guilty
of a robbery of the people by the im-
proper action of the territorial board of
equalization, whereby the taxes as levied
by the assessors and county authorities
have (been Tateed in some counties and

flowered in others.
"This law seems to be much misun-

derstood and I know the action of the
board has been much misrepresented.
Our tax law was first enacted by tho
first legislative assembly of Oklahoma In
1S90 and provided that township asses-
sors should assess the valuation of all
taxabto property at its true cash value.

"It may seem to you a harsh declara-
tion but I am hero to say to you that
not to exceed one dozen of the township
assessors in the territory ever perform-
ed the duties of their office In accord-
ance with the law which they had sworn
to execute.

"They never in any yiear assessed prop-
erty at its true cash valuation, and as
a rule each year the valuations would be
placed on a lower basis than had been
the rule tho year before.

"The law of equalization provides that
county 'boards of commissioners 6hould
equalize assessments of the various town-
ships by taking one township as a basis
and raising or lowering the other as tho
case might be, for the purpose of secur-
ing uniformity; that is, that the cattle,
hogs, horses, buggies, pianos, watches,
etc., in one township should be valued
the same as like articles in another town-
ship.

"When this Is done and the valuations
uniformly extended by the county clerk,
he is required to report the same to the
territorial auditor, and the, territorial
board foUows the same rule and proced-
ure in equalizing the taxes of the var-
ious counties as was followed by the
county boards In equalizing: the several
townships. This system seemed to work
well" and tp the people
until the year 1SS4-- during the hard
times which came upon the whole coun-

try under the last national and terri-
torial democratic administrations, the
people complained of high taxes. The
assessors reduced the valuations and,
whether rightfully or wrongfully, the
Democratic board of equalisation raised
the valuation in every bounty in the ter-

ritory but One, basing their equalization
upon the assessment of Kingfisher coun-

ty, which property was assessed at a
higher valuation than In any other coun-

ty.
"At that time the various town, county

and district boards charged with the levy-

ing o ftaxes fixing the rates met and
performed that duty, 1. e., fixed the rates,
prior to the action of the Territorial
board of equalization, so the percentage
of increase of raxes was the percentage
of valuation raised by the board. For
Instance, suppose our total rate In this
city had boen fixed at four per cent, if
the assessed value of a lot was $500., the
tax would be twenty dollars. But the
territorial equalization boaard did not
meet to equalize for the territory until
after the county and school boards and
city councU had fixed the rate, so when
the board did meet and raised our valu-
ation 45 per cent to eequalize ow valua
tion with that of Kingfisher county, it
raJseed the valuation of that lot from
$500 to $725 and the tax would of course
toe raised to $29.00.

"The Democratic equalization board
raised the total assessed valuation in 1S35

from about $26,000,000 as returned by the
county boards to J39.275.1S9. an increase of
over 331-- 3 per cent and the people were
required to pay Xully one third more taxes
than they would under the present law.

"And they did this for the avowed pur-
pose of permitting the various counties
to swell their beyond the
limit authorized by law. Perhaps you re-

member something about the extravagant
expenditure made by the appointed Demi
ocratlc officers of the new counties in the
strip. Perhaps some of the old counties
desired the same thing, but I have been
Informed, reliably I think, that every one

of the new strip counties purchased of
the Leader Printing Company, the ofll-icc- .4

organ of the Democratic party and
of The Democratic administration, books

j blanks and supplies sufficient to run the
J courts and various county officers for
twenty years, and at a price that was

,200 and 300 per cent creater than the same
work could have been done and the same
supplies purchased in the market at com-

mercial raates. and the purchases were
made and the bills allowed therefor by the
Democratic officers appointed by a Dem-

ocratic administration. And the Demo-

cratic equalisation board rsJsed the valu-

ation of taxable property over $13,000,000

for the avowed purpose of permitting
these bills to be paid by warrants and the
warrants then to be funded Into long time
bonds.

"As one of thebeneficlent results of a
Democratic admlnistatlon. the bonded In--

debtedness of the various counties In this
i territory is now over S9K.M9. It may b.

and likely Is. true that a portion of this
debt was created by some extravagant and

j wasteful expenditure under the earlier Re-

publican administrations, but by far the
larser part of !t was created under the
cirrumtanoes I have detailed to you. and
was made possible by the very large ce

In taxab? valutloa made by the
Democratic board of equalisation In 1553.

.r.& the people were compelled to pay into
th various county treasuries mtlHons of

j dollar; more than was needed to pay their
j necessary running expnss.
j "Of rourse the people complained. They
had a right to complain, and no reasonable

' man will blame them for takiar steps to
rslt Mich a hlh-hande- d and unwarrant-
ed abus of pawar. And thyr found law- -

4 vers, of eaurse. who advised them that the
whole thing was Illegal, aad tfeat they
eoall for a small fee nga; tiie tax ratee is
the courts and beat tt. and. so &ey made
a case and they carried It to th supreme

court, and the court said it was legal and
the taxes must be paid. And it was a
Democratic supreme court that said so.
And I want to say right here that I have
no sympathy with anyone who derides the
decisions and impugns the integrity of the
courts of our country. Courts may some-

times be wrong. Judges may occasionally
be so absorbed In the buzzing of & political
ambition to go to congress as to forget
the high and holy duties with wbJch they
are charged, but it is not often that such
is the case. And I believe It Is the duty
of every good citizen to sustain and sup-

port the decisions of our courts and to give
full faith and credit to the Integrity of
our judges until K is absolutely certain
they have gone wrong, and then wait be-

fore condemnation until It has been dem-

onstrated by legal methods and lawful
procedure that they are wrong, for St Is
possible that we may be a little wrong
ourselves. So I am not going to crlUctse
or condemn the solemn Judgment of our
supreme court, nor am I going to Impugn
the integrity or honesty of any of our
judges. 1 shall leave that to those who in
the-- r political ambitions and aspirations
are willing to so far forget the solemn
duties and obligations of American citizen-
ship. It is. however, amusing to reflect
that ona of our young men, who now
aspires to a seat In the halls of congress,
had. lust before he was surprised and the
people were surprised by his appointment
to a position on the bench of our teritory,
had offered resolutions in a Democratic
convention at El Reno, denouncing in vi-

cious terms a solemn decision of the court
of which he was so soon to become a part;
a resolution so violent In its abuse of the
judges that the convention refuaed to en

tertain It until its tone end temper was
very much modified.

"But to return to thi ts question :TVhen
the legislature met in 1S97, one of the first
bills 'introduced was a Mil to repeal the
tax law, but after investigation It was
found that the fault was not so much In

the law Itself as It was In the abuse of
powers granted to the territorial equaliza
tion board, so finally the bill was defeated
and the old law was amended so that the
work of the territorial board would be
completed and valuations corrected and
equalized before the various levying
boards meet to fix the rates. And this 13

the law now. I will not tako the fTme to

read it. The territorial board meets to
eouallze the taxes on the third Monday In

June in each year, and the auditor certi
fies the result to each county on or before
the fourth Monday in June, and counties.
cities, school districts, towns and villages
and! townships all fix their rates of taxa.
tlon after they know exactly what the
valuation Is. So they can fix the rate to

raise just the amount of money needed to

defrav their expenditures for the year No

more and no less. And this law was In

force this year when the territorial equal-

ization board met on the third Monday In

June.
"We found a large variation in the val

uations of the various counties, but not
one of them was assessed at anywhere
near an actual cash valuation of the prop
erty enumerated. The law requires that
it should be.

"We found that tho expenditures of the
territorial government for care of the in-

sane, the transportation and keeping of
our convicts, the very largo and juicy
printing bills ueft over by the Demo-

cratic administration in addition to the
usual and economical expenditure for or-

dinary running expenses was largely in
excess of the revenues provided for. We
found the c Tedit of the territory impaired
an dterritorial warrants selling at 83

cents on the dollar and often no buyers
at thaJt price. We found that the bills for
the care of the insane were increasing
rapidly- -; that the prison bill was also like-

ly to increase both by reason of the con-

stantly Increasing number of patients and
conviots sent to these places and these
must be cared for by the territory and
the expenses must be endured and met in
some way. So in the performance of our
duties as members of the board, we se-

lected the assessed valuation of Potta-

watomie county as a basis, believing that
to Ijo as near a fair cash valuation as in
any county excepting Greer county, which
however, was so high that we thought it
wise and expedient to reduce it to a level

with Pottawatomie county and on this
basis we calculated and equalized the val-

uation of the various counties.
"Xctvr as to the results of this action

by the board. The various counties, eta.
fixed their rates to raise their necessary
revenues after the perfected and com-

pleted valuation had been certified to

them, so that they did not collect one
cent more money than they needed or
than they would have collected for county
and ofiier municipal purposes had no
changes been made in their valuation,
but the territorial levy of 4.3 mills re-

mained the same as fixed by the legisla-

ture so the territorial tax was increased
or reduced by exactly the percentage of
raise or reduction made in the county val-

uations. For Instance, if a farmerVTiil-uatio- n

was originally , and the board
raised the valuation of his county 50 per
cent, the actual increase of his taxes
would be 4.3 mills on $350 or In other
words, if his original valuation was VM
and It was Increased 50 per cnt, making
$750. the increased tax he would be re
quired to pay would be $1.07 and there' are
very few persons whose valuations on
the tax rolls exceed $750, and those that
do exceed that are generally bankers and
business men. and if they have the prop-

erty they can afford to pay a few dollars
more atxes. The Tesult of the action of
the board and the several decisions of the
supreme court sustaining this law was
that the pnee of territorial warrants ad-

vanced to 95 to 93 cents, and our territo-

rial credit stands equal today to that of
any of the now states and is far better
than many of the older states.

"Another result In which the settlement
of this question is a strong factor, is

that money can now be borrowed on real
estate security In Oklahoma from 3 to S

per cent less than it could have been had
before the credt of the territory was
again made good and confidence restored.

I have shown you just exactly what
the raise of valuation of fifty pr cent
amounts to under the law as it now
r.-- -. t TVrt rountv the raise of val- -

! uation would result in the collection of
S7 cents additional upon each one hun- -
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dred dollars valuation. Now, this state
ment is based upon the supposition that
the officers of the county do their du-

ty as the law directs them to do, and
as they have taken, an oath to do. Of
course, if they haggle about the valua-
tion until after the various boards fix.
tneir rates based upon the original valu-
ation, and are then compelled by ttyj
courts to perform their duty and extend
the valuation as completed and perfect-
ed by the board, the result would be the
same as It was under the old law In 1595,

and their people would have the right
to complain; but xhls time not of an abusa
of power by the territorial board, but
they should complain because their own
officers have not done their plain legal
duty, because they have violated their
oaths of office and the least they can do
is to relegaate such men to private life
and elect good Republicans to office, who
will do their duty and will not violate
their oaths of office In the hope of mak-
ing people, believe that they or above
the law and smarter than the combined
wisdom of two supreme courts.

"I am not going to defend not insist up-
on a retention of the present tax law; Iam only explaining and trying to make
clear the action of the territorial equali-
zation board, which has been charged by
a journal of a strong yellow cast, and by
such nominated candidate for congress
with naving robbed the people of this ter-
ritory. Will any one say after under-
standing the action of the board and itstrue and legitimate results, that the boardcan be logically charged with a robbery
of the people or with a flagrant abuse ofthe power vested in it? I think not.

"If the law can be made better, let thelegislature amend It, but m long as itremains upon the statute books of ourterritory and is sustained by the supreme
court, it is the duty of all sood citizensto conform to its provisions and it isthe duty of the executive to see that !tis enforced justly and equitably In everycounty, and so long as I am governor Iintend to do my plain duty in this matteras well as in every other."

Governor Barnes also justified the al-
leged lrregulamy in the appointment ofLieutenant Oraer as adjutant general ofthe territory, maintaining that tho exi-gencies of the situation demanded theaction taken. .He also contended that inthe case of Rosenbaum's alleged extrava-gance, the administration had completely
exonerated itself by rectifying whatever
mistakes had been made.

The governor praised the management
of the school aand department under theable management of Commissioner Fllson
and justified the increase In the salary ofthat officer by declaring that Mr. Filsonwas not only doing enough work to earn
such a salary, but had saved It to theterritory many times over in bad debts
collected, thanks to his ability in thatdirection.

In closing. Governor Barnes rendered a
magnificent tribute to President McKin-le- y

and (his conduct of the war. and
warmed up to the highest pitch in hisclosing adjuration to the voters 6f Okla-
homa to stand by Dennis .FVynn. He said
of these:

THE .PRESIDENT.
"President McKinley has proved himselfas great in diplomacy and in war as howas great in the successful guidance of

the state through the troubled wateru of
distress and misfortune brought about by
the mistaken policies of a Democratic ad-
ministration, and If sustained by the
people in this election, as I hope and pray
that he will be, he will be also great in
the solution of the new problems of scien-
tific government which now confronts the
American people.

"Ho is a Republican president, and no
Republican president ever yet hauled
down teh American flair from any place
that it had been planted by the valor and
bravery of an American soldier and sailor.
The h?ood of our soldiers and sailors
shall not have been shed in vain if tho
people do justice to themselves and stand
loyally by the president in the only way
that you can stand by and support andencourage him in the great work before
him. And where shall Oklahoma stand
on the day when the die is cast and the
verdict made up.
