Prof. Rose, principal of the Kansas City High school, de-

clares that the law and the books are steps backwards. TVe

might go on quoting numbers of the superintendents and
teachers in the same strain, yet Stryker, the visionary, and

his Pop coadjutors pronounce them excellent and "cheap."
To say nothing of their inferior quality as to matter and

material, they are not cheap. In fact, time and wear con-

"We have not room for ithe detailed figures for each
kind of book, but Mr. Goldsmith's total sales from Augus,
S5, to June, '97, were $1,505.57. For the same period ending

June, '38, the total was $3,211.59. The sales of Tanner & Co.

for the first named period were 5650.00, for the latter period
54,100. The books exchanged are not taken into account.

No raiioia. state or mua-Voe-- l government ever yet
succeeded in doing the same work for the same price as the
firm, individual or corporation. Either the work has proved
inferior or the price higher, or both as a rule. The Pop
state school book scheme proven no exception- - To say noth-

ing of the inferiority of the text, the mechanical work is of
such a comparatively worthless character as to make the
cost to the people in the end greater, as the figures quoted
above show to have been the experience in this city.

Native Life in Manila,
The native house of the common type

is a small structure built entirely of bam-
boo and thatched with palm leaves inge-
niously folded over bits of stick and tied
to the rafters by rattan. The eave3
broad, and the window openings, which
are innocent of glass or of the shell case-
ments in use in the better class of houses,
are provided with palm-le- shutters hung
at the top and propped open, shading the
interior from the sun and shedding the
rain, jvt night all are dosed up tightly.
Thero are usually two rooms in houee
and the furniture consists chiefly of sleeping--

mats, and few wicker stools
perhaps. The simplest and most primi-
tive utensils are in use in the kitchen.
The stove is an earthen affair like a
brazier, with projecting knuckles to hold
the cooking vessels. Frequently ths sim-
ple dwelling which is. Indeed, as rule,
as clean and tidy as constant scrubbing
can make it Is extended, according to the
taste or ingenuity of the owner, into
quito an etaborata arrangement of plat-
forms, little store-room- s, ana shelters.
The whole structure is built around tall
posts, which, as Is the case with all the
nouses here, even with the elaborate and
expensive bungalaws. are firmly fixed In
the ground and extend to the wall-pla- te

bupporting the rafters.
The Jiving and sleeping rooms as

I have before remarked, raised live or
six feet above srousd, a custom which
prevails in the architecture hare. Some,
times the space under the house Is en-

closed by mats, but 4s oftener left open
and is used as a store-hou- so for the large
earthen water-jar- s and tho great flat
wash-tub- s hollowed out of a large block
of wood. One thing always strikes even
tho casual observer, and that is the clean-
liness of the people. They are always
bathtng and washing, and it is the rarest
thing to soiled garments. Even the
beggars clean. It is In consequence
of these commendable habits that so few
annoying pests of inaect life art met with.
Although I have, during my two months'
stay la the country, slept in all sorts of
places, from tho meanest hut of the poos-a-nt

to tho Governor-General- 's palace, 1
have never had ray rest disturbed by any-
thing more annoying than mosquitoes,
which mild and unentorpriaiiyr
as compared with the breed which infests
most places in America, and many recorta
in Europe. The writers on the Phillip-pine- s

have almost unanimously declared
the country to be the home of all 2orts
of insects and reptiles which make life
burdensome. But one soon finds that the
innocent little lazards which run over the
walls are engaged in catchim? flies and
mosquitoes, that the great beetles are
harmless as grasshoppers, and that there
is here, indeed, a remarkablo immunity
from the peytt annoyances which one ex-

pects to find In a sojourn In the tropics.
But to return to our excursion. There

assembled at not only our party,
but quite a number of natives; men and
women residents of the village, whoso per-
fect decorum and gentle, simple manners
quite captivated us. They spoke Span-
ish with ease and fluency, and tho ladles
at least had the grace of the CastilLlans.
An orchestra of ten native musicians, who
played with skill and taste sorts of
classical music, and encouraged us to join
in the dance which naturally followed.
was a surprise, not to say a delight. When
the party broke up and the guesta from
the villago and the orchestra strolled
away across tho lawn in the clear, soft
moonlight, singing as they went a fasci-
nating native air, the effect was simply
encljanting, and we hung over the balcony
and watched the white figures disappear
among the palms, and listened to the van-
ishing strains of song until It be-

came so faint that ft was drowned by the
chirping of the crickets and the shrill call
of the tree frogs.
