New York, Nov. 14. A special from As-bu-

A. L. Manly, editor of the Wilmington

(X. a) Becord. whoso office was destroyed

by white citizens on Thursday, is now in

Asbury Park with his brother-in-la- Kev.

1 X. Giles. He lied from Wilmington to

escape probable lynching at the hands of

the mob. which had sworn to have his life.

2t was through an editorial in the Record
That the recent rioting in Wilmington and
the attendant loss of life cam's about.

When seen Manly said that while he was
perfectly willing to tell the story of his

troubles as far as he himself was con-

cerned, there were some features of the
case he could not make public at present,
as the safety of others might be affected.

Manly said that the trouble all grew out
of the fact that the much-talked-- of edito-

rial in the Record had been misquoted by

the press of North Carolina, and only
parts of it had been reprinted, with edito-

rials tending to inflame the whites of the
pouth. This, he said, had been done to
try to scare tho white voters for political
effect He did not teem to think that the
editore of the papers which started the
blaze of riot realized the harm which
would follow the articles printed in their
papers.

The editorial which appeared in the Rec-

ord, Manly said, was called forth by a
speech made by Mrs. Felton before the
Agricultural society of Tybee Island, Ga.,
.arly in August. During her speech, Mrs.
Felton said the money which was collected
for foreign missions could be spent to a
better advantage at home in educating
young white girls. She said that owing to
The carelessness of poor white men of the
south their girls are left victims of col-

ored men. Then she spoke, according to
Manly's statement,of the low moral stand-
ing of the colored race. He says she advo-

cated lynching as the only means of eradi-
cating these evils.

Manly's editorial in the Record was a re-

ply to Mrs. Felton's speech. This edito-- r
al inflamed a large portion of North

Carolina. Manly says he did not intend to
attack any class or race, but simply wrote
as he did to defend the defamed colored
man. In this editorial Many said:

"Poor white men are careless in the mat-
ter of protecting their women, especially
on the farms. They axe careless of their
concuc. towa d , an dour experience
among poor white people in this country
teaches us that women of that race are
not more particular in the matter of clan-
destine meetings with colored men than
nre the white men with colored women.
Meetings of this kind go on for some time,
until the woman's infatuation or the man's
boldness brings attention to them and the
man Is lynched."

The very long editorial from which the
rtbovo is taken was published on August
IS. Maciy says that for nearly a. week
after it was printed nothing was said to
ihlm about it by the residents of Wilming-
ton or vicinity until the white press took
up 'the matter a week Jater. From that
t me untH now they have attacked him
and his paper in every conceivable way,
until at last he was compelled to flee for
his life.

When asked as to the present situation
nt Wilmington, Manly said that as he had
been absent lor several days, he would
rather not be quoted as expressing an
opinion on that subject.

When asked if he intended to return to
North Carolina, he replied that that was
nnother question which he could not an-

swer at present. There were facts 'con-

tacted with that part of the story which
might affect others, and he thought it
would be best not to say anything as to
3i s future prospects.

THE WILMINGTON REFUGEES.
Three of the Wilmington, N. C. refu-

gees have arrived inj Washington and to-

day called at the department of justice,
and an appointment with the officials was
made for thi3 afternoon. They are A. II.
Bunting, United States commissioner and
justice of the peace; John F. Holton, chief
of police, and C. II. Gilbert, superintendent
of city carts. According to their state-
ments, they were all seized without war-
rants and escorted to the station by an
armed and jeering mob, who shouted all
sorts of insults after them as they march
ed along. "White niggers" appeared to be
the least of the insulting names with
which the crowds greeted them at every
step. Once on the train, they were told
in forcible language that if ever again
they set a foot in Wilmington they would
be shot on sight. When their train arrived
at Newborne It was boarded, they say,
by former Mayor Ellis and a lawyer
named Guynas, and thy were informed
that it would not be safe for them to re-

main there any length of time, and so they
took the first boat to Norfolk. Brown, a
negro from Wilmington, who did not leave
at the same time with them, tht-- had
since heard, was set upon by a crowd and
terribly beaten in the city postofllre. At
other points they were warned not to stop.
The three men are at present staying at a
small hotel on Pennsylvania avenue, and
what they will do, or where they will go,
is a serious question with them. They say
they will not return to their homes in
Wilmington, as they feel certain the
threats of the mob would be carried out
and they woukl be shot. They plead not
guilty to every charge made against them
and insist that they were run out of the
iii; ioi mo single reason tnat tncy were

Republicans and refused, at the b.dding of
an irresponsible mob, to surrender their
right of franchise.

FIRST PRIZE MONEY PAID

the American prise court, her cargo was
declared within the prize statutes, and
was Appraised at $12,999.

Orden Publico Demands Its

Arrears of Pay.

GENERAL AROLAS' TEMPER

Causes Him Big Trouble and
Gets Him the Horse Laugh,

Havana, Nov. 13, via Key West, Fla.,
Nov. li. The mutiny of the Orden Publice
forces, which for two days threatened the
peace of this city, has resulted in the dis-

solution of that body today, when, after
the payment of some arrears and the
promise of a tall liquidation, the revolting
troops laid down their arms. Captain Gen-

eral Blanco then ordered all the foot and
mounted regiments of the Orden Publice
to be disbanded, that organization ceasing
to exist from this date.

As originally planned, it was intended
that the mutiny should have extended to
the Gaarda Civil and the artillery regu-air- s,

and it would in that event have as-

sumed much graver importance and might
perhaps hae inaugurated a reign of ter-
ror and bloodshed in the island.

SOLDIERS' PAT STOLEN.
For some time past the uprising of the

troops, in consequence of the
of their pay, has been feared. Not only
is their pay owing for months, and in some
cases for years, but the reserve pay of
the soldiers, their savings since the date
of their enlistment, which was looked up
on by them as sacred, have been appro-
priated or stolen, as the men say, by the
government, which now turns a deaf ear
to their protests.

What amount this reserve pay reaches,
It 1b impossible to estimate, but it is
known that it aggregates millions. This
is what haa bn precipitating riots, caus-
ing mutiny here, impelling the men to in-

subordination at Neuites. and which may
yet give rise to further widespread dis-
turbances in the island.

GENERAL AROLAS STARTED IT.
The Havana mutiny, which was started

yesterday, was precipitated by General
Arolas, the military governor of the pro-
vince, whose fiery temper and brutal treat-
ment of ollicers Is the source of daily
spreading discontent. At midnight on
Wednesday General Arolas, at the head of
a battalion of regular Infantry, having
been apprised of the intention of the
troops to join in tho mutiny and demand
their pay, surprised tho artil!ary outpost
stations along the Vedado roa'd, including
the Santa Clara and Relna Chorrera bat-
teries, disarmed them and placed them un-
der surveillance.

Tho next morning (Thursday) the Third
company of tho Orden Publice, numbering
about 1Z0 men, drew up before the cap-
tain general's place and demanded their
overdue pay. The men were ordered to re-

tire but refused. General Arolas, who ar-
rived on tho scene almost simultaneously,
in an excess of rage lifted his baton of
office and savagely attacked some of the
onlookers, seriously hurting a government
employ, who had rushed out of the palace
rfom curiosity. By this time the Plaza
de Armas was filled with wildly excited
crowds, who loudly condemned and cursed
General Arolas.

TROOPS CONCILIATED.
At that period of the evcitement, the

Orden Publice. with fixed bayonets, as-
sumed an attitude of deep hostility toward
General Arolas, whom the men considered
responsible for tho disgraceful way in
which they had been treated. That mo-
ment General Solanc, Captain General
Blanco's chief of staff, appeared at the
palace door and commanded the attention
of the men. He addressed them in con-
ciliatory tones, upbraided them for their
Insubordination and condemned the

course they wero pursuing.
Then placing himself at their head. Gen-or- al

Solanc himself marched the men back
to their quarters, where he again ad-
dressed them, promising them they would
be paid Thursday. The day passed quietly
without any further incident until dusk.

AROLAS' TRICKS DISCOVERED.
The mutinous Orden- Publice had then

learned that General Arolas had ca'Jed
over 4,000 regulars in from the suburbs.
Believing that General Arolas meant to
disarm them, tho Orden Publice again left
their quarters, each man with 150 rounds
of ammunition in his belt, and lined up in
the street opposite the armory, ready to
offer resistance If necessary.

Shortly after nightfall. General Arolas.at the head of the regulars and preceded
ov a nanrt of music playing national airs,
arrived before tho Orden PubUce's head-
quarters, where he halted. Before him
stood the mutinous Third company, grim
and sullen Turning to the men General
AroJaa reminded them that they wereregulars wad veterans, not mere police-
men, as they had been tauntingly refer-
red to.

THE HORSE LAUGH DE ESPANA
The Orden Puwice then gave three cheers

lor sjpam and the army, which-- were lust-ily answered. To the distrust of General
Arolas. however, right on the heels ofthese "vivas" the soldiers cheered their
comrades. and the Orden Publico an-
swer hi turn.

General Arolas. mal with rage, orderedhis men to change, but they refused to
obey. He then ordered them to fire, tlchthey also refused to do.

General Arolas then realized be had losthis moral influence over the men. and.miter calling the officers aside and con-
ferring with them for a few minutes, he
left for the patec. accompanied by his
stan! and seven ofiicers.
AROLAS KILLS AN rNARMED MAN.

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officers and the men and the mutineers
disbanded and retired for the night.

At 2 o'clock the following morning Gen-

eral Arolas ordered the troops to their
quarters and hold themselves in readiness
for any emergency.

The palace was heavily guarded all
night and extreme precautions were taken
to deal whh a possible general revolt.
Tne night, however, passed without any
further untoward incident, bringing about
today the result before mentiined, name-
ly, the disbanding- of tho Orden Publico
forces.

The city continues to b patrolled by
regulars, who are quartered in the prin-
cipal thoroughfares, parks and squares
of the city.

This uprising, which has been settled
on the only possible basis, that of cash,
affords a palpable illustration of the con-
dition of affairs here and of the utter de-

moralization of even the array, where the
officers have lost control of the troops.

Although the possibility of further up-
risings is scouted among the military au-
thorities, there is reason to believe that
trouble is anticipated among the Guarda
Civil, artillery and even other regular
forces, as proved by tho fact that the
troops continue to be confined to their
quarters and that the city of Havana is
practically in a state of siege.

ALL QUIET IN HAVANA
Havana, Nov. 14. A battaion of the Or-

den Publico was shipped, this morning on
board the steamer Alicante with Its off-
icers. There was no opposition made and
all was quiet here. Regular troops were
stationed along the streets leading from
the Plaza de Armas to the wharf. They
were under the command of General Ara-la- s.

Previous to Their being led back to
their quarters the troops defiled on the
Plaza de Armas before General Solaro,
Captain General Blanco's chief of staff.

Detachments of troops are still guarding
the paace, parks and principal streets, as
a matter of precaution agalns; further
trouble and also In order to pretrve pub-
lic order, in view of the disbanding of the
Orden Publico. Colonel Paglier, the chief
of police, has resigned. It is believed
the captain general win not accept the
resignation.

It Is understood that the Cuban com-
mission will visit the American evacuation
commission today.

SPANISH FINANCIERING.
Havana, Nov. 13, via Key West, Fla.,

Nov. 14. The disturbances here are mo-
mentarily over. Everything Is quiet and
regular Spanish troops are patrolling the
city.

The Spanish government, yesterday of-

fered to market here drafts for 25,000
pounds at three days, on London in order
to apply the proceeds to the payment of
the troops. The Spanish hankers took
120,000 pounds but the foreign houses re-

fused to touch the paper unless first ad-

vised that the necessary funds had been
deposited in London banks to meet the
drafts.

The paper is being offered nt on or
two points below commercial rates, show-
ing how far Spain's credit is impaired.

It is reported that forty-fiv- e rank lead-
ers and the chief promoters of the mu-
tiny of Thursday have been arrested and
imprisoned in Morro Castle but it i un-

MUTINY AT NEUVITAS.
Kew West, Fla., Nov. 14. 'Private re-

ports from Puerto Principe and Nuevl-ta- s,

Cuba, say that 7,000 regular soldiers
mutinied, demanding their pay before em-

barking for Spain. About 4,000 armed
soldiers, the report adds, presented them-

selves in front of the palace, calling on
their military governor for their overduo
pay. Thereupon General March drew his
sword and ordered them to disband. The
soldiers, however,, refused to obey and
some of tSiem, armed with rifles, threat-
ened the life of General March, who re-

turned his sword to its scabbard cring
out: "Do you wish to kill me? Well.
kill me."

Federal Supreme Court Con-

firms His Sentence,

HEINOUS MURDERS AT SEA

In Revenge for Alleged Atro-

cious Cruelties.

Washington, D. C, Nov. 14. The United
States supreme court today afflrmtd the
judgment of the lower court and denied a
writ of habeas corpus to John Anderson,
convicted and sentenoed to be hanged after
a trial in Norfolk, Va,, for the murder of
the mate of the OUva Pecker. Chief Jus-

tice Fuller in announcing the decision held
that Anderson had not been denied a con-

stitutional right in not having counsel of
his own choice at the trial.

The court adjourned for two weeks and
when It reassembles it will announce its
decision in the bankruptcy bill.

The Acdersen case has attracted wide-
spread attention, being a sea tragedy of
singular romance and atrocity.

The schooner Oliver Pecker sailed from
Boston, laden with lumber, for a point on
the River Plate, Brazil. When one hund
red and fifty m'.les off the coast of Bra-
zil Andersen, a Swede, had an altercation I

with the captain. When the latter retired j

to the cabin, Andersen followed and shot j

the captain dead. He then armed him-
self heavily and went on deck, where. '

mounted on the forecastle, he terrorized
all on board. The mate, who was alofc.
was called down, and. while pleading for '

iiiti ine,jas eiiui luur umes. Jinen uie;
crew were ordered to throw the dying1
mate overboard, and on protefciln
he was not dead were assured that he
was "dead enough." That done, the crew
were marched below at the point of a
pistol and ordered to throw the captain
oerboard. Then Andersen directed that
oil be thrown over the lumber, after
wiiich the oil soaked ship was set afire
and the murderous crew took to the
boats. Anderson was apprehended at
Bahia, Brazil, and sent north on the
United States bunboat Lancaster. He
was tried and convicted in the United
States court at Norfolk. Vt., and a stub-
born fight was made up to the supreme
court, the conviction being confirmed.
The last movement was in the nrcsent an--
phcat'.on for a writ of habeas corpus on
the ground that Andersen's constitutional
rights were invaded when the lower court
assigned him counsel instead of giving
him counsel of his own choice.

Chief Justice Fuller, In announcing th
court's opinion, eaid tho records of the
case showed that no fundamental right
had been denied Andersen, but that hr
had been represertted from first to laht
by able counsel. The time when counsel
was not present was at a preliminary
hearing of Andersen, but this was nf
used in the subsequent trial. The decision
of the lower court was affirmed.

The effect ot this will be to have the '

execution, which had been stayed until
December 9, carried out.

The chief justice announced that the
court would take recess until the ISth
Inst., at which time it was hoped the
rules In bankruptcy procedure would be j

announced.
