The attorneys for the prosecution and
defense agree that the case will go to the
jury some time Saturday.

Garrett 'Barnes, a machinist, living at
615 Western avenue, was the first witness
called this morning. He testified that he
had examined the lock on the folding-doo- r

at the Collins home and found that it had
not been tampered with. He said he ex-

amined it a week, ago and again today. He
had not examined the lock prior to May 13.

John Collins was then called and testified
that he had not tampered with the lock on
the folding-doo- r. He also testified that he
had not told Johnson Jordan that he had
fixed the lock.

David Passon, the Lawrence pawnbroker
with whom Jesse Harper pawned the re-

volver which ha stated he secured from
John Collins, was then called to the stand.

Grace Collins, a pretty girl of 19 years,
dressed in deep mourning, took the stand
this afternoon and swore that John did not
murder their father.

And
as she left her room she testified to hav-
ing heard soft footsteps at the further end
of the hall in the direction of the oniv
window In the house that was found to be
unlocked. Miss Collins toM this story in a
subdued tone, but in a straightforward and
modest manner and made a favorable Im-
pression. She is a most estimable voung
woman, and durinjr all the trying ovs
since the fatal morning her name alone of
all the Collins household has escaped a
shadow of censure.

"To the Senate of the United "States:

"I, Liluokalani, of Hawaii, named heir
apparent on the 10th day of April, 1ST7,

and proclaimed queen of tho Hawaiian
Islands on the 20th day of January, 1891,

do hereby earnestly and respectfully pro-
test against the assertion of ownership by
the United States of America, of the

Hawaiian crown lands, amounting
to about 1,000,000 acres, and which are my
property, and I respectfully protest against
such assertion of ownership as a taking of
property without due process of law and
without just or other compensation.

There, supplementing my protest of
June 17, 1S97 I call upon the president and
the national legislature of the United
States t odo justice in this matter and to
restore to me this property, the enjoyment
of which is being withheld from me by
your government under what must be a
misapprehension of my right and title.

ONLY CHANCE FOR A NAP

Was to Go to a Theatre or a
Billiard Hall. -

Knosha, Wis., Dec. 20. Millionaire Ed-

ward Bain, president of the Bain Wagon
company, whose death is announced from
Pasadena, Call., was familiarly known as
"the man who never slept," and it Is
doubtful if another case like his exists.
It Is virtually a fact that for the last
sixteen years he did not sleep an hour
in his bed. Constant devotion to busi-
ness was the cause of his sleeplessness, he
havnig been known to remain in his fac-
tory up'to sixteen years ago as late as 4

and 5 o'clock In the morning, and when he
would seek rest he found it impossible to
sleep. At that time he practically reliev-
ed himself of business cares.

For the greater part of the past ten
years It was his custom to take daily trips
to Chicago to pass the time away in street
car riding and driving during the day, and
at night he was always to be found either
at vl theatre or billiard hall, wh'ch were
the only places he was able to get a thort
nap, the music at the theatre and the
clicking of the billiard balls alone afford-
ing him short spells of repose. He was
born in Kinderheck, N. Y., seventy-fiv- e

years ago. The cause of his death was
pulmonary apoplexy.

St. Louis, Mo., Dec. JO. Dr. Wellington
Adams, who succumbed to an, attack of
pneumonia yesterday, was well known as
an electrician and inventor. He believed
himself the inventor of the present meth-
od of mounting a motor or a single axle
in the construction of electric street cars.
A suit to establish his claim, however,
failed. Dr. Adams was the projector of
the Chicago-S-t. Loul electric railway,
which was to revolutionize travel be
tween these two cities, but which failed.
The deceased, who was born in Brooklyn,
N. Y., in 1SC6, leaves a widow and six
children.

Wise is dead at his home in Englewood,
