Judge Joseph Richards, attorney for the Missouri Pacific,

sterna will pleased with the new Pop railway law, as do other

railway attorneys who have expressed themselves.

Two Big Trusts Fighting.
The fight between the American Sugar Refining company

and the Arbuckle Coffee company, which has been buying up

some sugar refineries, is on again in earnest. Several cuts in
sugar have been made, the Arbuckles claiming that they can
make sugar cheaper than the trust. The Doschers do not
peem to have come into the conflict to any'exrtent as yet. But
there is one consolation for the general public. When trusts
fall out and throw goods on the market at figures less tfian
the cost of manufacture, someone is the gainer, and it Is not
the trusts. In addition, no one need feel alarmed over the
dissipation of a few millions belonging to either the Have-meye- rs

or the Arbuckles. Both have enough to lose and
need not cut down on ihe grocer's bill to any marked extent.

The German sugar beet crop is not up to the average of
last year. It is reported by the United States consul at Mag-
deburg that the shortage this year will be at least 330,000

As this fact will not make (the price of sugar any
higher, the United States being able to supply its own wants
this year, the German Agrarians will be doubly hostile
towards this country. Unless Germans' has some good luck
before long the chronic exasperation of the Agrarians
against the United States will become dangerous to the con-

tinued nominal friendship of ihe two countries.

The American Wants a Franchise.
The average American dotes on a franchise, jLhe more ex-

clusive the better, and the more enterprising he is the more
he dotes. There is a perfect rush for franchises and conces-

sions down in Cuba and Porto Rico, and this will be one of
the most serious problems growing out of the acquisition o
those islands. Of little present value, perhaps, they are car-tai- n

in the near future to beextretnely profitable. As, in on?
way and another, they wfll tax as well as help to benefit and
develop the resources of those countries, to allow them to be
so disposed of that the islands will be the plundering ground
of capitalists would be a cruel injustice. Even the condition
in which many of our own cities are now with respect to
franchises should not be parallelled in the colonies if it is
within the power of the United States government to prevent
it. Undoubtedly many of these concessions will have to be
affirmed, but there is a class of franchises that the govern-

ment might well retain until the people of the islands,
through their municipalities, have opportunity to acquire
daem for the general good.

During the last great epidemic of the
disease in this country, in 1S91, when there were thousands of
cases in every large city, it is estimated by the health com-

missioner of Chicago tat the total number of dearths" for the
year in that city was Increased by one-fift- h.

Our New Manila Hemp Monopoly.
Nature has made trne Philippines a monopoly, and such a

monopoly will prove even too much for the Pop party.
Manila hemp can be raised in no other portion of the globe,
nor has any substitute been found for it in commerce. It is
one of the chief resources of the islands and during the last
ten years the United States has consumed nearly one-ha- lf

of the total product. The fiber taken from the outer leaf of
the (hemp, which, by the way, is first cousin to the banana
tree, is of great value from the fact that it is not easily rotted
by salt water. From the inner fiber is made a soft and light
texture suitable for cloth. The industry is still in its infancy.
Without any special development hemp yields as high as
3,000 pounds of fiber to the acre. The demand for hemp, as
well as its cultivation, is still restricted. It is said that the
Orient alone should absorb more than the entire present pro-

duct. The possibilities of hemp in the hands of American
enterprise are enormous.

.

The Situation at Iloilo.
Iloilo, the Philippine port which the insurgents have cap

tured, is a place of almost as great importance as Manila,
although in this war it has not as yet gained as great a dis-

tinction. It has a population of 472,000, and is next in im-

portance to Manila as a seaport. It is situated on a river
navigable for vessels drawing fifteen feet or less. It is thus
necessary that gunboats be used in protecting a landing of
troops. The instructions of General Miller, the commander
of the expedition, are, of course, unknown. "Whether he will
be obliged to use force to secure a landing of troops and in
taking possession in the name of the United States can not
be foretold. "Within several days accurate information as to
the events now happening will be; available, as Iloilo is but
a day and a half from Manila, the American base. The Span-

ish evacuation at this time has complicated matters, but
that is all.
