someone came to tha rescue.

He was known universally as Colonel

Bird. He was not . colonel, and never had
Leen, hut the title was popularly imposed

as an evidence of kindliness and admira-

tion from the community. He was full of

enthusiasm; full of youthful energy up to

two years ago. He always had an opinion

on all public questions and formulated his
arguments readily and could speak them
iluentlv. $

He was horn in Dunmanwaj-- , Ireland, a
small place a$out twenty miles from Cork,
6ixy-fou- r years ago last December 1C.

"When"" he was 9 years old his parents
moved to America, locating in Cincinnati.
In that city, then rapidly growing, Nich-

olas Bird grew up, working early and late,
for his condition was not prosperous. But
ho rose from meager circumstances to one

of the prominent attorneys of the city.
He new Cincinnati by heart, every street

and alley, the public men, the ward heel-

ers, the newspaper reporters and the city's
society. About onco a year he would re-

turn to Cincinnati on a visit and the Cin-

cinnati papers always gave him a wel-

come and printed his boom interviews on

"Wichita in fuK.
By "hard work and by Mr.

Bird soon, xoso to great prominence in

Cincinnati law circles. For years he was
associated with Judge Fox of the Cincin-

nati bar, and one of the most brilliant at-

torneys in Ohio. He was ailso acquainted
with all the big men of the Buckeye state
and had a national acquaintance with the
statesmen of the country in addition. He
had a correspondence once with Horace
Greeley, in whose office he once worked.
One of Greeley's letters to him, an il-

legible scrawl, he presented to the editor
of the EagCo as a memento. He was ac-

quainted with Alice and Phoebe Carev.

the poetesses.
Eleven years ago he moved to "Wichita.

His enthusiastic nature was in perfect ac-

cord with tho excitement of the boom. He
had unbounded faith in the city, and was
so certain that it would grow to an Im-

mense population that he constructed a
business block on North Emporia over a
half male above Douglas avenue. He made
other investments. His love for his adopt-

ed town was as fervent as his lov"e for
Cincinnati had been in the old days. If a
publlo meeting was held Colonel Bird was
there. If contributions had to be made, he
was always a giver. In works of charity.
In kindness and thoughtfulness of suffer-
ers anywhere, his neart was always active.

Governor Stanley, when told of his death
3ast night, said that when he was crip-

pled, a year and a half ago, the first caller
at his home to express sympathy was
Nicholas Bird.

As has been said. Colonel Bird would re-

sent a slight, and had a high sense of per-

gonal honor. Over some small dispute he
once challenged Judge Christopher Heed to
a duel. Judge Heed refused to reply to the
challenge. Afterward CoIoneS Bird laughed
about his show of temper himself.

He had unbounded courage, when he be-

lieved he was right. It is part of the un-

written history of the town that when tho
mass meeting was called in Wichita to
rrntest against MorriH's removal of the

board of police com-
missioners, that while everjbody intended
'o be present, no one could be found to
preside. George Douglass had taken a
stand that any man who combatted Mor-
rill's purpose was against the "enforce-
ment of law," and the local lights, tvhile
against MorrBl, were not willing to preside
at the meeting. and court possible political
r'eath. At the last moment Colonel Bird,
sr-i- ng that no one e'.ae would Jump into
fh broach, himself agreed to preside. The
meeting had been mismanaged anf , no pro-pra- m

had been arranged, and Colonel Bird
saw that he must keep on jalkim? until he
had warmed the audience up until It would
produce speakers who would should follow
IiSm. He began to talk. He talked about
everything. The audience grew tired.
00 onel Bird knew they were tired, but he
was afraid ttiat if he stopped talking no
one would arise to succeed him, so he
1 ept on. talking and talking. Few men
rculd have offered themselves up as a sac-mi- ce

in this way. for be was mouUllne: a
reputation for tiresomeness which he in
J.o way deserved. He finally was inter-
rupted by someone in the audience to aska question, and he called the man to theplatform and told him to go ahead, and
sat down after profound azwlause.

the city's life that his loss is an individual
loss to almost every citizen In town.

Colonel Bird believed In a God and im-

mortality, conclusions reached after years
of Independent reading and thought, for he
was an eager devotee of books. He made
during his life frequent trips to Europe.

One of the incidents preceding his death
is a beautiful one, a sign to friends that
ho departed from them with a calm mind,
pleased with tender visions. lie saw in a
vision, he said, a beautiful garden with -fl-

ower-decked, vine-cla- d waK, a very beau-

tiful spot Indeed.
Ho was a man superlatively good; good

in action, thought, deed and intention. His
reward is unquestioned, because he so
rightly merited naught but reward. His
spirit, so keenly alive, cannot have been
canceled, but must surely dwell today in
the garden of perennial roses and ever-
lasting life.

For
several years he has been one of the trust-
ed employes of the C. E. Potts Drug
company, and though never seeking a wide
acquaintance, was universally admired and
respected by all those who knew him best
He became a member of the Presbyterian
and Reformed church in Switzerland in
his bovhood and had been always a stead
fast and staunch adherent of this faith up
to his last days.

UNDER THE NEW REGIME

Cubans Well IMcascd and Commer-
cial Spaniards Satisfied.

New York, Jan. 3. A dispatch to the
Tribune from Havana says: American
control in Cuba works smoothly. Generals
Brooke and Ludlow are beginning the

of the hlvil administration
satisfactorily. The Cubans are well pleas-
ed. Part of the Spaniards are sullen, but
the commercial classes are satisfied with
the new regime. The understanding is
that no members of the former autono-
mist cabinet are to be included in General
Brooke's proposed council of advisors.
They are all unpopular and lack the con-
fidence of both elements.

Civil Governor De Castro, by order of
the military authorities, has abolished
the use of pasports and of stamped paper
in ahe government offices. These were an-
noyances. Prompt steps have been taken
for improving the section of hygiene.

The chief interest on Monday centered
at the custom house. Colonel Bliss was
assisted by the treasury export, Mr.
Donaldson, who was in charge at Santi-
ago. The merchants liad prepared for the
change. Since noon on Sunday fifteen ves-

sels had entered the harbor with cargoes,
for discharge under the American tariff
rates.

The first vessel was the Norwegian
schooner Kitty, from MbTile, with general
merchandise. A Spanish ship, the Mexico
of Barcelona, arrived in ballast. Among
Monday's arrivals was the Seguranca,
from New York, with merchandise. Amer-
ican shippers seem to have improved their
opportunities. Some confusion resulted as
no tariff rates had been translated Into
Spanish. That deficiency will soon be cor-

rected. The importers had"" secured
American money "with which to pay du-

ties.
The postofflco service for the city and

foreign malls ehowsi improvement. The
confusion still is due to the inefficient em-
ployes. The demoralization in the island
service cannot (be remedied immediately.
Chief Director RatKburne's first order af-

ter talcing charge was to abolish the
frankinsr privilege, which has been grots-l- y

abused. A mistake made in "Washing-
ton in iprinting C1, cent stamps for Ameri-
can correspondence has ibeen remedied by
selling the stamps for 2 cents.

The police service is being slowly organ-
ized. No general disorder exists. Two or
three homicides during the last two days
have "been of the ordinary kind, and have
had no significance. Cubans and Span-
iards aTe getting along pretty well to-

gether. Some fears of social demoraliza-
tion, of which Americans complain, will
be corrected when the police organiza-
tion is more advanced. The military au-
thorities do not want to use troops for
duty of this kind.

Forty-Iillion-Ioll- ar Paper Trnst.
Appleton, Wis., Jan. 4. Advices from

Holyoke. Mass., are to the effect that the
proposed writing paper combination was
effected last Friday, but that the manu-
facturers interested refuse to affirm or
deny the rumor. The capitalization is said
to be ?i0,,0,000 and the trust organized on
the same plan as the International com-
pany.

Choate to Snccced Hay,
Washington, Jan. 4. The announcement

was made today on the highest authority
that Hon. Joseph Choate of New York,
would bo nominated ambassador to Great
"Britain. The nomination will not be sent
to the senate for a few days, but those
near the president say this delay does not
indicate any possibility of a change in
his plans.

Treats of War Issues in His

Inaugural,

FOR GREATER NEW YORK

He Will Have a Dose Fixed

Up in Due Season,

Albany, N. Y., Jan.-- 4. The state legis-

lature convened today. In both the as-

sembly and the senate the Republican
caucus nominees were elected. Fred
Dickson of Chautauqua county was made
speaker of the assembly, and Archie Bax-

ter of Chemung was chosen clerk. In the
senate T. F. Ellsworth of Niagara county
and James S. Whipple of Cataragus coun-

ty were elected temporary chairman and
clerk, respectively. After a brief address
by Lieutenant Governor Woodruff, the an-

nual message of the governor, Theodore
Roosevelt, was read.

Governor Roosevelt's message opens
with a reference to the alacrity with
which New York responded to the call
for volunteers to engage in the war with
Spain.

"We are Americans," the governor con-

tinues, "and the Interests of all Ameri-
cans are equally dear to the men of the
Empire state. As we grow into a mighty
nation which, whether it will or not, must
inevitably play a great part for good or
ovil in the affairs of the world at large,
the people of New York wish it under-
stood that they look at all American ques-
tions of foreign policy from a national
standpoint. The tropical islands we have
taken must neither be ajlowed to lapse
into anarchy nor to return under sway
of tyranny. War is a grim thing at best,
but the war through which we have pass-
ed has left us not merely memories of
victories won on land and eea, but even
a more blessed heritage, the knowledge
that it was waged from the highest mo-
tives, for the good of others as well as
for our own national honor. Above all,
we are thankful that It brought home to
all of us the fact that the country was in-

deed one when serious danger confronted
it. The men from the east and the west,
from tho north and the south, tho sons of
those who wore the blue and those who
wore the gray, stood shoulder to shoulder
in the fight, met the same dangers, shared
the same hardships and won the same ul-

timate triumph."
Governor Roosevelt recommends a con-

tinuance of the committee appoined under
the preceding state administration to "ex-

amine into the cause of the decline in the
commerce of New York City.

"It is essential to the state, no less than
to the city of New York, that our com-

mercial supremacy should be maintained.
With this end in view the canals should
bo administered economically and with an
eye single to tho welfare of the whole
people. Any man, whether public serv-
ant or contractor, who in any way de-

frauds the state or perverts the business
of the state to his private gain mast be
dealt with as rigorously as the lawa wMl
permit."

Governor Roosevelt discusses the sub-
ject of state labor at considerable length
Under this head he says:

"In dealing with the interests which we
have grown to group together as the in-

terests of labor, we must always kep in
mind the fact that ultimately each man's
6alvation Tests mainly with himself ond
that no amount of legislation or of com-

bination can supply the lack of Individual
initiative the lack of individual energy
and honesty, thrift and industry. Yet this
capacity for self-he- lp can, and should,
be generally "supplemen ted by that form
of self-hel- p that follows on organization
and asocintion, as has been shown by the
careers of many of the trades unions and
labor federations: and sometimes It can
be supplemented by the direct action of
the state itself.

"This legislation Is not necessarily
against the interest of capital; on the
contrary, if wisely devised, it is for the
benefit of both laior and capitaJ.."

In discussing the national guard. Gov-

ernor Roosevelt says, among other things
"It is much to be hoped that some well

thought plan may bo adopted by the na-

tional government for the use cf the
guard in any future war. Tho guard
should be used as It was In the civil war,
and should not be called out for foreign
service. The work which the national
guardsmen ought certainly to perform
differs entirely from that espe;ted from
regulars.

"Many of the troops who volnnteere-- l
