Twj United States senators and a congressman-at-larg- e in
the First district, with its 41,WW votes, does not prevent it
from receiving a Unitel States judge, and many state
officials in addition. But when three state officials are
named from the Seventh and the legislature selects a state
printer from the same district, located, too, on, the extreme
oast end, at once the cry goes up that the Seventh is getting

j much. But with all this the great southwest remains
without representation, though its people come to every state
convention and go back and support the state ticket with a
loyalty born of intense fidelity to their party, only to see all
appointments go with a regular and painful persistency back
beyond the east line of the west half of the state. After the
qu'stion of fitness only, should come the question of a fair
j eprssentation to the southwest, in the councils of the state.
The southwest is a portion of the state which has its own
tiPeds, and but few, If any, of the present state officers know
what these meeds are. In justice to this section of the state
tjme of the men from the extreme west should be at Topeka.

To Irrigate a Million Acres.'
The salt river of the political world runs through every

state. But the Salt river of actual fact runs at least during
the winter months in Arizona. In that lively territory,
which needs only irrigation to blossom like the traditional
rose, a project is under way to construct the greatest stor-
age reservoir in the world in order to save for Irrigations
purposes the floods of water which now go to waste in winter
in, the Salt river valley.

At the head of the canyon where the river emerges from
the mountain country it is proposed to build a dam, thus
creating a lake which will cover eighteen square miles to a
depth of from 100 to 200 leet. It will be necessary to build
a dam 200 feet high and some 600 feet in length at the top,
although the canyon is onlyJIOO feet wide for the first 100

feet from the bottom. Already legal rights have been granted
by the territorial legislature to a company which is under-
taking a work that will cost at least $2,500,000. But it is
estimated that fully a million acres of land will be available
for farming through the great irrigation which it is in-

tended to provide, through drawing from the stored-u- p

waters of the winter freshets. The valley of the real Salt
river in Arizona at present arid half the year may yet be-

come famous for fertility and productiveness, and the enter-

prise will pay the promoters, too.

Wasn't Born to Die That Way.
The newspapers of haven't forgotten L.I

Hung Ghang. The old minister of yellow jackets and pea-

cock feathers is now upwards of 7S years of age. An Ameri-
can has made public an account of Chang's attempted assas-

sination at the time he was making the peace treaty with
Japan, three years ago, when he was shot at as he was re-

turning from a meeting with Count Ito. This American did
not see the shot fired, but was present and assisted in

getting Li Hung Chang into the palace occupied by the
Chinese and assisted the doctors a Frenchman, Dr. Depasse,
and a Dr. Lin, who had been educated in the
United States. The bullet lodged in Li Hung Chang's head.
The doctors probed for it unsuccessfully, and fearing that
the probing might of Itself prove fatal, desisted and gave
their efforts to stop the bleeding and to build up the system.
They found that the great Chinaman stood the well,
and was so much improved "by the third day that they de-

cided to stop searching for the bullet. It remains in Li
Hung Chang's head to this day. The serious nature of the
wound did not prevent the old man from going on with his
work.' He kept at it and completed the treaty despite all
that could be done to make him turn over the negotiations
to others.

He Painted Kaiser Wilhelm's Home.
In aristocratic Germany an artist has won a prize here-

tofore reserved for warriors and statesmen. Adolf Menzel,
the octogenarian painter of Hbhenzollern glories, has re-

ceived for a New Year's gift the order of the Black Eagle,
the highest decoration in the gift of the Kaiser. No artist
before him had ever received such an honor in Germany.
"This highest honor ever bestowed on an 'artist' says the
Kaiser modestly, "is intended to be a mark of my thankful-
ness for the services he has rendered to my house by his art,
and an incentive to the disciples of the art of painting to
likewise follow in the path trodden by Menzel and to strive
to do as he has done."

Let Dewey Settle Samoa.
The discovery of the fact that Germany Is actively mixing

in the troubles in the far east ought to be followed by an
order to Dewey to look into the matter. His peculiar diplo-
macy will soon settle waters stirred by the Germans. He
has a way with him in arguing questions which
cannot fail to appeal strongly to the logical German mind.
If the administration will authorize him to investigate, with
power to take such action as he deems necessary in the prem-

ises, the crews of some of the German ships in the far east
will sail home in passenger steamers.

To Sing and riarch and Fight.
Recognizing the good results that accrue from soldiers'

singing when on the march, the minister of war of England
has just ordered 25,000 books of patriotic songs as an experi-
ment. The&e will be distributed to the men in infantry regi-
ments, and classes for singing will be instituted in the bar-
racks. A similar experiment, made in France by General
Poillye, of St. Mars, has been attended with marked suc-
cess, the number of stragglers on the march being reduced
by 70 per cent, owing to the singing.

', Plenty of Money in Cuba.
Cuba Is soon going to have enough money on hand to

begin business on her own account. United States officials
who have been in charge of the customs houses and collec-
tions of revenues since the American occupation of the island
report that $900,000 Is on hand and more is coming in every
day. It Is evident that the United States could advance the
Cubans $40,000,000 and get it back in a reasonable time by
taking a lien upon the customs receipts for security.
