WANTS THREE YEARS' PAY

Uncle Sam's Reasons for Not

Seeing It That Way,

New York, Jan. 31. A special to the
Tribune from Washington says:

Maximo Gomez, the Cuban commanding
general, has demanded nearly $00,000,000

from the United States and refuses to dis-

band his "army" until the money is paid.

He has repudiated the arrangement made
by Calixto Garcia, who came to Washing-

ton with authority from Gomez to provide

for 'the return of the Cubans to their
peaceful pursuits, and whose work was

barely accomplished before his sudden
death on December 1L It was then agreed
that the United States, in order to secure
the prompt resumption of labor on the
plantations of the island, with a view to
promoting the speedy revival of prosperity
and settled conditions, should distribute
about $3,000,000 among the 30,000 said to be
still under arms, in the ratio of $100 a man,
the officers in proportion to their rank to
receive a greater amount, the ordinary
enlisted men to be discharged with sums
less than $100, depending oh the length of
service and other considerations.

For over a month the pay corps of the
army has been making ready to carry out
this arrangement, the national defense
fund being available for the purpose. Ac-

curate lists of the soldiers entitled to com-
pensation had to be prepared and other
formalities gone through. It was intend-
ed that the Cubans at the proper time
should apply at established American gar-

risons in the various provinces, where, on'
throwing down their arms and presenting
the proper credentials, they were to re-

ceive their quota of the allotment from
the pay officers at the stations. In the
meantime General Brooke and nls chief
subordinate have been endeavoring to give
employment mostly of a permanent char-
acter, to largo .numbers of Cubans, in

to reduce the number Teauirinc a
bounty and at the same time to give the
Inhabitants opportunity to begin govern-
ing themselves.

Gomez has come out against this scheme,
which was operating satisfactorily to most
Cubans, and has struck for greater stakes.
It is officially known here that he is en-

deavoring to dissuade Cubans from ac-

cepting office under the American nccuna-tio- n

and is urging all the naiives of every
grade to stay with 'him in ahe field until
the United States is compelled to accede
to his "terms of disbandment." Gomez
alleges that his army consists of fortv
thousand men and he Insists that most of
them shall be paid for three years' service
at the rates which prevail in the United
States army. He fixes the date of the
Cuban declaration of independence, Feb-
ruary 24, 1S9S, as the beginning of the pe-

riod for which himself and his forces are
to be remunerated, and for himself, with
the rank of lieutenant general, he will be
satisfied with $11,000 annually, the Ameri-
can rate for that grade.

Gomez also has about twenty major gen-
erals, for each of whom he wants $7,500

annually and his "army" Is equipped with
nearly 200 brigadier generals, each rated,
according to the United States army pay-tabl- e,

at $3,500 annually. This aggregates
the nice little sum of $3,783,000 for generals
alone. Then there are colonels, lieuten-
ant colonels and majors, whose numbers
run into the thousands. The privates do
no amount to much, for they are com-
paratively few, but each of them will

JG4S, and the army paymasters who
figured out the total have reported that
over $57,000,000 will bo required to gratify
all the demands Gomez has made, which
is an average of $1,425 a man.

It is to meet these demands and show
Gomez their absurdity that Gonzales Que-sad- a,

who for the last three years has
been the representative of the Cubans in
Washington, started for Cuba last week,
after reaching a thorough understanding
with the war department authorities. Rob-
ert P. Porter went along with Mr. Que-sa- da

as the official representative of the
United States in tho matter.

WHAT CUBA EXPECTS.
Havana, Jan. 31. Robert P. Porter, the

representative of President McKinley, and
Senor Gonzales Quesadn, the Cuban com-
missioner, Tho recently left Washington
on a special mission to Cuna, started at 6

o'clock this morning for Caibarien, pro-
vince of Santa Clara, in order to see Gen-
eral Maximo Gomez.

The Dayton excursionists have arrived
here. ,

Mr. Forter's mision to General Gomez
is of a two-fol- d character, to discuss with
him fully the position of the Cuban army
and to Invite him to Havana.

The Washington administration desires
an Immediate and friendly settlement of
the Cuban army question. As the mili-
tary chiefs decisively refuse to accept
$3,000,000 in complete satisfaction of the
claims of the soldiery, Washington has
determined, it is ujaterstood, to offer a
much larger sum, een as hieh a sum as
$15,000,000 if less will not be accepted.

Whatever is agreed upon is to be a
ccharge upon the revenues of the islands
until it is paid.

The Cubans, civilians and military, are
aware that an engagement of this sort
may prolong the American occupation.
but as it seems to be their earnest wih
that the army be paid a great sum, the
aamimstratioii at Washington win yield,
it is understood, and open negotiations
with this ultimate object.

Mr. Porter is said to carry letters from
President McKinley and Governor General
Brooke. The scope of his instrucctions
is not disclosed, except that It is known
that he has rather full preliminary pow-
ers. Senor Quesada did not know them
until he and Mr. Porter were aboard
ship.

The Cubans here sire in a state of ex-

pectation and excitement. Shares on the
local bourse rose from one to three points
today, which Is generally attributed to
the probability that the Cuban soldier
will be disbanded and will return to
uork.

NATURBtOF PORTERS MISSION.
Washington. D. C. Jan. 31. It is learned

at tho war department that Mr. Robert
VP. Porter's mlslon to Cuba Is entirely of a
nnancial and statistical nature and that
he is not empowered to make any pay-

ment to the Cuban troops. It is admitted
that fc may lind it within the limits of
his duty while in Cufe& collecting this In-

formation to gather. a,H. the dau he can
respecting the strength and condition of
the Cuban troo.

Touching Mr. Queeada's mission to Gen-

eral Gome's headquarters, tinder instruc-
tions from President 'Palraa, of toe junta,
the officials preserve & discreet silence,
but it seems entirely prbable that If per

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any proposition to Gomez touching the pay
of Cuban soldiers, that Mr. Quesada would
be the instrument chosen for that purpose,
not only because of his intimacy with Go-

mez and other Cuban leaders, but also be-

cause of his executive ability.
The best Information obtainable so far

at the department, and perhaps It is part
of Mr. Porter's duty to verify this, is that
the Cuban troops who might properly ap-

ply for money in case It should be decided
to pay them off number 30,000 men. It is
probable it was "by basing a calculation of
5100 per man upon this number that people
ill Havana obtained the idea that Mr. Por-
ter was to disburse $3,000,000 for this pur-
pose.

It is well understood that the sum de-

manded by the Cuban troops on account of
back pay is fully ten times this sum. It
probably will be represented to them that
as any payment whatever on this account
must be charged up against the island of
Cuba the United States as the temporary
guardian of the island, is in duty bound
to avoid burdening It at the very outset
of its independent existence with a load
beyond its ability to bear in the shape of
obligations. The Cuban so!diers will be
asked to take this sum as a. payment on
account leaving the future government of
Cuba to add the remuneration later on if
it shall see fit. The condition precedent
to this first payment will be a solemn
promise to disband at once.

The decision to send Mr. Porter to Cuba
was reached after a full dlscusion of the
situation of the insurgent army between
the president and his cabinet. Mr. Por-
ter's mission Is .not to make nor promise
any payments, but to gather information.
He will ask if the Cuban army will dis-

band on present payment of $3,000,000. Our
legal right to make this payment was re-

ferred to the attorney general, who held
that this sum might be lawfully advanced
to the insurgent troops on condition that
the treasury be subsequently reimbursed
from the revenues of the island,, and it is
understood that the course will be pur-
sued 5f it Is found that the desired results
can be obtained thereby.

Mr. Porter was also Instructed to in-

quire into the workings of the customs
regulations and local taxation matters.

The cabinet at today's meeting discussed
very briefly the purposes of Mr. Porter's
visit to Cuba, but the greater part of the
time was given to tho consideration of
matters of no general interest. The sub-
ject of the Eagan oourt-'marti- was not
mentioned. There were no advices from
tho Philippines. Secretary Hay reported
the situation there to be apparently a lit-
tle easier.

The officials here believe that General
Brooke has very wisely settled the dif-
ficulty that arose at Santiago over the
desire of the people there to retain all of
the custom receipts, by retaining 20 per
cent of the total receipts for the benefit of
the general government of the island and
alloting the remainder not to Santiago
alone but? to all the ports of the province.
If the arrangement works as it Is hoped, it
will be extended to the other provinces of
Cuba.

"Last week a Filipino boy was shot by

an American soldiers in a suburb of Ma-

nila because he was wrangling with a
Chinaman in the market.

them. The rest fled. The Filipino es-

caped.

YANKEE MARINES AT PEK1N

Will be Kept There an Inur as There
Is Probable Xecd.

New York, Jan. 31. A special from
Washington says: Secretary Long has tel-

egraphed to Rear Admiral Dewey asking
him to inform the navy department of
the number of marines stationed in Pe-kl- n.

These marines were ordered to Chi-
na's capital some weeks ago in anticipa-
tion of an outbreak and because other
European governments had asigned
guards to their legations and embassies
In Pekln. The Boston was ordered to
Taku and disembarked a guard, which
went at once to the American legation.
The Chinese minister here is anxious that
the marines shall be withdrawn but this
action will not be taken until Minister
Conger reports that their presence la no
longer necessary- -

Washington, Jan. 31. In answer to an In-

quiry, the navy department has been in-

formed that there are now a force of
American marines at Pekin. the Chinee
capital, and at Tien Tsin, the port. At
Pekln there are IS marines under command
of Lieutenant Dutton and at Tien Tsin, 36
marines under Lieuttenant Gibson. These
men have been so locatted since tho mid-
dle of Inst November, when iht--y were
landed from th Boton on the application
of United States Minister Conger, who felt
thatt he should have the same degree of
protection for the American legation aa
had bn nrTlivd for the European gov-
ernments for their representative.
