"Washington, Feb. 7. There was little
abatement of Interest in. the stirring
events at Manila exhibited today at the
war department. The first feeling of an-

xiety for the Bafety of the American
forces has given way entirely, save in the
case of the personal friends and ac-

quaintances of the soldiers supposed to
be injured, and there was displayed In-

stead the greatest interest in the extent
of the loss inflicted upon the insurgents
by the American soldiers and sailors. O-

ffers a the war department who know
Otis well declared when the announce-
ment came of the killing, capture or
tvounding of 4,000 men that he had un-
doubtedly underestimated the damage in-

flicted b yhim, as was his wont, instead
of magnifiyng it in the Spanish fashion.
The news of the day from abroad was
found in tho casuaJity list sent by Otis,
and in the concise and excellent descrip-
tion by him of the results of the engage-
ment of Saturday night and Sunday. The
officials say that nothing more can be
expected from him on this point until he
has had an opportunity to forward a mail
report giving in detail all the history of
the fighting. Naturally there was a
great deal of speculation as to the future
conduct of affairs by General Otis, but
to some extent this must remain specula-t.o- n,

inasmuch as Secretary Alger has
Fiid that the general is to be left to fol-Ij- w

his own discretion. To assist him to
a correct understanding of the diplomatic

? tuation, he has been cabled the full text
of the peace treaty ratified yesterday.

A forward movement is probable at Ilo-il- o,

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Sunday night No matter how the Fili-
pinos and their sympathizers might seek to
create the impression that the Americans,
by firing on the Filipinos, who were run-
ning the American guard lines, fully took
the Initiative In the action, no person hav-
ing the least Idea of military law, it was
said at the war department, could question
the duty Imposed upon the American
guards of firing upon the men. Just a
week prior to the outbreak some of the
Filipinos, who had sneaked through the
lines, "sought to assassinate some of the
American soldiers, so that it was best for
the sentrie to take no chance in maintain-
ing the integrity of their lines, and espe-
cially during the night hours. Gratifica-
tion was expressed at the state of pre
paredness of General Otis' forces, thoro-
ugh"- justifying General Otis statement
to the war department that he had the
situation well in hand. General Otis was
absolutely master of his own movements
and it was assured that he would take any
steps within his power necessary to protect
aMnila and the American forces from fur-
ther attempts upon their safety by the In-
surgents. Regarded in Its widest sense,
this amounted to the belief that the
American forces not only would take a
strong defensive position all along the ad-
vanced lines but that they would not hesi-
tate to push forward to crush out any
further attempted gathering of the Fili-
pinos in force.

TIME FOR THE STRONG HAND
Jt is understood that the campaign

against the Philippine insurgents Is to be
prosecuted with vigor. The question was
fully discussed at today's cabinet meeting
and the oonc-usio- n was reached that be-

fore permanent peace and security to life
and property could be secured, Aguinaldo's
forces must lay down their arms, and it
was expected that General Otis, in co-
operation with Admiral Dewey, would
push forward at once and give the insur-
gents no chance to recover from tho de-

feat of last Sunday. So far as could be
learned no positive instructions had been
cabled to our commanders at Manila but
it was the expression of members of the
administration, presumably based on cable
advices from Manila, that this course
would bo pursued. Iloilo was to be occu
pied at once by tho American naval forces
and it was expected that General Otis
would move immediately on Malolos, the
Insurgent capital, and capture or disperse
the Filipino government. The
more closely the insurgents were pressed
and the more vigorous and determined the
campaign, it as said, the sooner might we
expect peace.

AGONCILLO'S STATUS
The decision regarding the protocol and

the status quo In the Philippines, it was
said, applied also to the case of Agoncillo
and his agents in this country and in
Canada, They were not citizens of the
United States In rebellion, whatever they
might be. As a matter of fact, they were
not giving tho administration much con-
cern and were not receiving any particu-
lar attention beyond being kept under sur
veillance by the secret service men so that
hands could be laid on them, whenever
they were wanted. This latter contingency
applied, of course, only to the two very
lonely Filipinos remaining In Washington,
one sick and both very badly scared. As
to Agoncillo's statement in Montreal that
lie has gone there because he could com-
municate better with his friends around
Manila, it was pointed out today by the.
authorities having control of the wires,
that Agoncillo would be no better off in
Montreal1 than he was here, as the Manila
censor would take care of anything filed
for him there, although he, of course,
could communicate with his friends In
Hong Kong.

JUAN LUNEZ HIDES OUT
"Washington. FeFb. 7. Juan Lunez fled

from Washington today, and is now en
route to Montreal. Ho left on the 11

o'clock train over the Pennsylvania road
for New York. This leaves Agoncillo's
secretary, Sixto Lopez, and his sick as-
sociate, Losada, the only Philippine repre
sentatives here..

RESEMBLES A KICKED DOG
Xew York, Feb. ".Juan Luna, private

secretary of Secretary Lopez of the Fili-
pino junta in "Washington, passed through
this city this afternoon on his way to join
Agoncillo in Montreal. When Senor Lu-
na was met at the station in Jersey City
he was apparently very nervous and ill at
ease and avoided attention. He said:
"Of course our position is a delicate one
under the circumstances and naturally
causes us some embarrassment. AVe feel
that it would 'bo unwise to talk even if
there were anything to say. I will join
AgonciHo in Montreal in the morning. I
do not bear importunt dispatches for lo

Annual Wrangle Over Indian

Schools Begins,

"Washington, Feb. 7. For two hours or
more the senate today had the resolution j not now, although
declaratory of a policy of this govern-

ment in the Philippines under discussion
but no vote was reached and the resolu-

tion went finally to the calendar. In ac
cordance with given yesterday, Mr.

Tillman addressed the senate upon the
resolution, making a characteristic and
picturesque argument. He maintained
that a clear, explicit and direct resolu-

tion ought to be adopted and not one that
was meaningless and inconsequential.
He predicted that dire results would fol-

low the ratification of the treaty unless
the "United States government treated the
Filipino with absolute firmness and gave
them Mr. Lodge (Rep.,
Mass.) followed with a strong reply- - to
Mr. Tillman, in he stated clearly
and directly the conditions as they con-

front the United States in the Philippines.
The Indian appropriation bill was then
taken up and was under discussion at the
hour of adjournment.

A joit resolution for the wrinting of the
report of Robert P. Porter on his investi
gations in Cuba and Porto .Rico was
adopted. A senate 'bill granting a right
of way through the Indian territory to
the Choctaw, Oklahoma and Guly Rail-

road company was passed. Mr. Spoon-e- r
(Wis.) presented the credentials of

Senator-ele- ct Quarles.
Mr. Tillman (S. C.) in accordance with

notice given, rose to address the senate
on the McEnery resolution. Mr. Halo
(Me.), in the interest of the appropriation
bills, asked for unanimous consent that
at the conclusion of Mr. Tillman's re-

marks, a vote be taken on the resolution,
but Mr. GaGllinger (N. T.) objected. Mr.
Tillman then addressed the senate. "The
first thing that strikes me," said he, "in
the Teadlng of this resolution, is its ab-

solute uselessness and its
purpose its simble declaration of pur-
pose to buy and sell those people of the
Philippines for our own interest and
steadfastly to Ignore their interests."

He said that never in his legislative ex-

perience had he heard so many speeches
against a proposition, followed by bo
many votes in favor of the proposition.
To his mind it indicated that certain sen-ator-

had yielded to pressure. The rat-
ification of the treaty has determined the
fact that in law the FiFlipinos were reb-
els against the United States. If they
fired on our flag the ywould be regarded
as rebels. That was the way the world
saw it. However the trouble ter
minate, tho Filipinos' would be regarded
as patriots who were fighting for their
liberty just as much as were the Ameri-
can revolutionists. Mr. Tillman then
read some verses from Kipling"s latest
poem, "The White Man's Burden," which
he regarded as exactly fitted to our case.
"Every man in this chamber tout five,"
said he, "who has had to do with the col-

ored race voted against this treaty. We
of the south have borne the 'white man's
burden.' It was handed down to us by
your father and mine, and it clings to us
like thi shirt oof Xessus."

The debate for the day on the McEnery
resolution was concluded (by Mr. Lodge
in a brief speech in the course of which
he reviewed the facts relating to the in-

surrection in the Philippines against
Spain. Mr. Lodge exi lained tnat out
forces were in Manila m thorough ac-
cordance with the laws of war. Wo suc-
ceeded to the sovereignty of Spain. We
had never by any act sought to oppress
the people of those islands. "Their op-

pression," said ho, "has existed solely in
the speechs that have been delivered in
tho senate chamber, but, like all Orien-
tals, they mistook kindne.ss for simidity."

Speaking of the restraints placed upon
tho American forces in tho Philippines,
Mr. Lodge said: "Stringent orders have
gone from the president to General Otis
and Admiral Dewey to exercfee the great-
est care in their treatment of the Filipi
nos, and not by word or deed to pro-
voke them. A fortnight ago General Otis,
in accordance with orders received from
tho administration, ofiiciaily informed
Aguin&ldo that he had no intention of
making an attack upon the Filipino
troops. While these people are in arms
against us it is no time for ue to meet
them with promises and extraordinary
protestations of good raitr. We must
meet them in the same way that they at-
tack us."

Mr. Lodge concluded by reiterating his
statement that it was his belief that the
Filipinos had made a preconcerted and
prearranges attacK upon our troops at
Manila for the purpose of innuencinc ac-
tion on the treaty, and that Agooncillo
was knowing to the arrangement.

after no person shall be disqualified for
any service in any court or in any branch
or department of the government of the
United States on acount of participation
in the civil war of 1SS1 and 1S63."
