The tops were
the same as on "Wednesday, only that
v.agon hogs yesterday alone could reach
it, while on the day previous two car loads
and two good bunches of local stuff
brought it. The average weight is an in-

dication of the low grade stuff which
pre'ailed among the seven cars offered
on sale through tha day yesterda.

jected. The results in 189S have been ex-
ceedingly satisfactory and tend to confirm
thobe of the previous year. So much in-

terest has been manifested in this work
that this article on the subject of serum
treatment for hog cholera and swine
plague has been prepared by Dr. de
Schweinitz, who has been in charge of the
work, assisted by Dr. Marlon Dorset, Dr.
E. C. Schroeder and others, and its pub-
lication as a bulletin of this bureau is
recommended. The public should be In
formed that the preparation of the serum
by the bureau is necessarily limited, and
therefore its distribution is confined to
inspectors for the bureau and to experi-
mental stations.

On the Inquest in the Adams
Poisoning Case.

STATE HARD AFTER HIM

In an Attempt to Connect Him

With the Crime,

New York, Feb. 9. The Inquiry Into the
death of Mrs. Kate J. Adams, who died

after taking bromo-seltz- containing cya-

nide of mercury, which had been sent
through tho mails to Harry S. Cornish,

physical director of the Knickerbocker
Athletic club, was begun by Coroner Hart
today. Crowds of people who gathered
early in the corridors of the criminal court
building were refused admission to the

coroner's court, where there were present
only those intimately connected with the
case or interested in a public caoacity.

The taking of the testimony of Harry Cor-

nish occupied the entire day, and he wrll
go on the stand again tomorrow. Accord-

ing to District Attorney Gardiner, who
was himself present at the Inquiry for a
brief period, and who was represented by

Assistant District Attorney Osborne, the
testimony given by Cornish was not en-

tirely satisfactory, nor, the district at-

torney asserted, was it as complete as had
been expected. Roland B. Molineux's
name was brought Into the case at the
start and Cornish's relations with Molln-eu- x

were gone into thoroughly. During
the early part of the examination Cornish
was very and gave his an-

swers with much deliberation and some-

times after a careful consideration.
The most generally accepted theory of

the crime has been that some person or
persons with a secret to hide had attempt-

ed to dispose of those having knowledge

of tho secret, and that Henry C. Barnet,
a former member of the Knickerbocker
Athletic club, who died November 10, had
fallen a victim to poison, sent to him
anonymously in the mails.

Harry Cornish was the first witness.
Mr. Cornish told of receiving the bottle
of medicine and tho silver bottle-hold-er

at tho Knickerbocker club on December
21 and of preserving the wrapper, and of
subsequently taking tho articles to the
flat where he lived with Mrs. Adams and
Mrs. Rogers. He narrated the circum-
stances leading to the preparation of a
dose of the drug for Mrs. Adams, who,
after drinking, remarked that it was very
bitter. Cornish said ho drank what was
left in the glass and said: That is all
right.' Then they sat down to read but
were startled by a call from Mrs. Rogers:
"Como and hold mamma." He found Mrs.
Adams apparently very ill, in the bath-
room. He hurried the hall boy for a doc-

tor and ran to a drus store for instruc-
tions. Tho druggist gave him sweet spir-

its of ammonia for her. A doctor having
arrived, Mr. Cornish ran for Dr. Hitch-co- c

and later fetched Dr. Potter. Mrs.
Adams died and the doctors told him the
case must be reported to the coroner. The
witness said he went to Assistant Dis-

trict Attorney Mclntyre, his personal
friend, and asked him to expedite the ac-

tion of the coroner. All this while, wit-

ness said, ho was ill. He went to the
club about 4 o'clock p. m. (Mrs. Adams'
death occurred during the forenoon) and
there was taken ill. Dr. Phillips gave him
treatment for over an hour, using a stom-

ach pump. Witness could suggest no mo-

tive for the poisoning; he had no quarrel
with anyone and so far as he knew, had
no enemies. Subsequetly he modified this
statement and admitted that he had "dif-
ferences," one being about eighteen
months asro.

Mr. Cornish was questioned about the Ill-

ness and death of H. C. Barnett, the ques-

tioning bringing out the fact that the two
men had not been o the best of terms.
Cornish's information regarding Barnett's
Illness was obtained through Dr. Phillips,
who attended him before another doctor
was called in.

"Your attention was not called to the
Barnett case until after the Adams case?"

"No." replied Mr. Cornish.
'Did Dr. Phillips say your symptoms

were similar to Barnett's?"
"No."
"Dr. Phillips told you Barnett was taken

with terrible vomiting?"
"Yes."
"And you were?"
"Yes."
"How long was it 'after Mrs. Adams'

death before be told you about Barnett's
death?"

"I don't know."
"Your symptoms were similar to Bar-

rett's? You got your doso in a bottle sent
anonymously, as also did Barnett. You
say Dr. Phillips did not say to you that
your cases were alle?"

"No "
"When you learned Barnett had been

poisoned in a similar way, did you go down
and tel! the police?"

"No; I think I told the police in 72"
room."

"Did you tell Mr. Mclntyre?"

Mr. Cornish could not recollect the date

on which he made a statement to Captain j

McClukey. of the police bureau.
Mr. Cornish said that he never bad -- r

personal quarrel with any member of the
Knickerbocker Athletic club, but twic
charges had been preferred against him.
He was accused, he said, of saying things
about two members of the club to a third
member .The charges were made by C
C. Hughes and the names of the two mem
bers involved in the quarrel were Roland
B. Mollneux and H. C. Barnett. That
was two years ago. and the witness cou!d
not remember further details.

Herbert Ballantyne, president of the cor-
poration that conducts the Knickerbocker
Athletic dub.

that there was any truth to the charges
preferred against him. He said he under-
stood that at a conference held after a
dinner nt the Union League club, Mr.
Mollneux had declared that he would leave
the Knickerbocker Athletic club unless he
(Cornish) was discharged from Its employ.

Mr. Osborne's was
merciless, and Mr. Cornish got mixed up
in his dates. First he said he knew noth-
ing of the Informal charges against him
by Mollneux until after December 2S. and
then he said he knew of Molineux's state-
ment just after tho Union League club
dinner.

Mr. Cornish fully explained that he did
not consider that Mr. Molineux's state-
ment could be called charges. He said
that either Mr. Ballantyne. Mr. Sears or
Mr. Adams told him of Molineux's state- -

"Did you have any idea who sent you

that box?" ased Mr. Osborne suddenly.
"I have no idea. I was in no position to

know."
"Did you not tell Captain McCIuskey

(reading from a typewritten statement) It
came over me in an instant when I thought
of Mollneux that's Just the fellow who
sent that box to me?' "

Cornish replied that that must have been
his impression when he made the state-
ment to Mr. McCIuskey. He could not
think of any other man on earth with
whom he had had any kind of quarrel that
could leave a feeling of vlndlctlveness.
Mollneux had tried to cause him to lose
his position. When witness heard about
the handwriting it struck him that the
writing on the wrappers was like the writ-
ing of Mollneux. He bad not torn the
wrapper off but the facsimile in the news-
papers reminded him of Molineux's writ-
ing. Adams was really the first man to
put the thought into his mind. Witness
did not know of any disagreement between
Molineux and Adams. Witness had never
had a auarrel with Molineux in his life.

"Then the only points you had arainst
Molineux," said Mr. Osborn, "were that
he demanded your discharge from the
Knickerbocker Athletic club and that Mr.
Adams suggested that his handwriting
was like that published in the newspa-sers- ?"

"That is true."
"Well, before you made the charge?"
"I did not make any charge."
"Don't you think it was a charge when

you told the chief of detectives of New-Yor- k

that the only man in the world who
could have done it was Molineux?"

"No; I made no charge. Anything I said
to McCIuskey was made as a suggestion to
aid him in his work."

Cornish said he had heard that Mollneux,
since he left the Knickerbocker club, had
written a letter about him. In answer to
Coroner Hare, Cornish acknowledged that
he had said that Dr. Phillips told him
Barnett was poisoned. Witness knew of
no one who had common cause of enmit
toward himself and Barnett. He knew
Barnett very slightly. During Barnet-'-Illnes-

he had heard that the patient was
not being properly cared for.

Mr. Weeks produced a letter and Mr
Cornish read it, and said It was the letter
he had referred to. The letter was writ
ten by Molineux to W. W. Schlweter, 11
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inclosed a letter from Cornish to Bernard
J. Wefers, the sprinter. Cornish acknowl- - ,

edged that that letter was the origin of
his trouble with Molineux. The letter ac-
cused "Weeks" of "dirty dealing," and de-

clared the writer "had it in for Wosk"
and would never let up until he got even.
"Weeks" is Barlow S. Weeks, president of
the New York Athletic club. Mo'ineux's
contention was that Cornish had no right
to refer" so disrespectfully to the president
of another club and should be discharged.
Cornish said he was told that Mo'ineux
accused him of calling him a vile name.
He could not remember who told him but
It might have been John D. Adams.

"And It was John D. Adams who sug
gested that the handwriting on the wrap-
per was Molineux's?" asked one of the
Jurors. Cornish did not reply and Mr. Os-

born said:
"Adams was your strong man in the

club, wasn't he?"
"I don't know," Cornish answered.
"You are ono of those men who do not

know where his pull is." said Mr. Os-b-

"Mr. Adams was only one of the board
of governors In the club," replied Cor-
nish.

At this point Coroner Hart adourned the
inquiry until tomorrow. The examination
of Cornish will then be continued. It was
said after the adjournment that it was not
at all sure that either Mr. or Mrs. Molin-
eux would be called to testify. After the
adjournment District Attorney Gardners-presse- d

dissatisfaction of Cornish's eva-
sion of questions, and said:

"The fact that Cornish gave Mrs. Adams
the poison is in evidence, and it behooves
him to clear his own skirts. Under the
law, his admission of giving the poison
makes it possible, to secure his indictment
for murder. Whether or not this will be
done remains, of course at the discretion
of this office."
