AH o'clock this morning the thermom-
eter in front of the Eagle office registered
17 decrees below zero. The ossified ver-

tebral cojumn of Old Boreas has not been
even weakened. The intense cold of yes
terday was still lingering this morning at
the hour of going to press, and Dr. John-
son, the weather observer, says It will be
cold all day today. He does not promiM
the people of WichKa any relief before
Monday, when, he says, it wiH begin to
moderate slowly.

Durina; the past twenty-fou- r hours the
weather of this section has been terrible
In its severity, the oldest inbafoitants de-

claring that no such period of cold
weather was ever experienced before dur-
ing their residence in Kansas. The cold
wind from the north yesterday morning
caused a great deal of suffering to those
who have outside work, and many per-

sons were taken home with frozen hands,
ears and noses. Jinny reports came to the
city yesterday of the suffering of stock,
and it is thought that thousands of head
on the western prairies will be frozen be-

fore the moderation of the weather begins.
Notwithstanding the fact that hardly

any two thermometers in the city regis-
tered the same degree at tbe same time,
at several places in the city yesterday
the mercury touched 20 degrees below
zero. Mt. Johnson reports that the
highest temperature yesterday was 11 be-

low zero, the lowest 16 below, and the
mean temperature 14 below, which, he
says, is by far the coldest day since tbe
establishment of the weather bureau
in 18SS.

The other coW snaps in the history of
"Wichita were on the 19th of January, 1S92,

when the mercury touched 14 bokw, ami
the 17th of February, l4 when it touch-
ed 13 below; and January 24, li!M, when it
reached 12 below.

Tomlinson of Kansas Regiment
Accused of Desertion.

BY ERROR OF TRANSFER

Was Ordered" to Join Iowa

Signal Corps.

George P. Tomlinson, a lineman, at pres-

ent working for the Missouri and Kansas
Telephone company In this city, received
a shock from the seat of government a
few days ago from which he has not yet
fully recovered. "When the war broke
out ibetween this country and Spain Mr.

Tomlinson was one of the first to volun-
teer his services in defense of his coun-

try and he enlisted In the Twenty-fir- st

Kansas volunteers at the first call for
troops. He Is now technically stamped
a deserter, through no fault of Ms own.

After the troops were bent to Camp
Thomas, In the south, Tomlinson being
an experienced lineman, was transferred
to the Twelfth Iowa signal corps, and
by some mistake in making out the trans-
fer papers his name was spelled George
P. Thomas. "When the error was discov-
ered after some weeks, he was again
transferred back to the rolls of the Twen-ey-flr- st

Kansas and ordered to report to
his captain at Leavenworth, Kan., for
inspection and mustering out. "When Tom-

linson got to his destination the regi-

ment was out of the service and all the
officers and men had scattered over the
state, and he was left the only one rep-
resenting the Twenty-fir- st regiment of
Kansas volunteers. Tomlinson appealed
to Major Auger of the Fourth cavalry
for advice, and he told him to go home,
thinking there was no further need of his
remaining around the fort. Tomlinson
came to his home In Wichita and went
to "work at his old trade, but all the time
keeping his uniform on, believing that
something might happen and he would
(be obliged to report sooner or later for
duty. Last Saturday week he received
a telegram from Greeley, chief of the
United States signal corps, asking him
"By what authority are jou in "WIchKa?
Answer immediately," signed by the chief
himself. Tomlinson was completely
Knocked off the unristmas tree ,to use
his own expression. He immediately
rushed a message to his former captain,
v. ho was at Winfield, Kan., and also
communicating with the department at
"Washington advising them to get what
information they could from Major Auger
at Leavenworth, Kan. The gentlemen
did what they could, but the "Washington s

authorities wanted more and a better ex-

cuse, and another wire came to Tomlinson
fetating that there was no record to be
found in the department of a
to the Twenty-fir- st Kansas, and also
stating that so far as the signal office
was concerned Tomlinson was in the po-

sition of a deserter, and asking him to
forward number and date of the order
transferring him. Tomlinson had neither
and the situation hegan to get quite seri-
ous, for he expected every hour some
United States deputy marshal would place
the heavy hand of the law upon his shoul-
der and march Mm off to a dungeon. The
wires were kept hot for two days by
Tomilreon and his captain communicating
with the authorities at Washington, and
for ithe present matters have quieted
down, but TomBnson has 4en feeling a
little uneasy over the unpleasant situa-
tion, as it is said a United States secret
service man has ieen keeping him under
his surveillance for several days, follow-
ing him from place to place, awaiting In-

structions from Washington before tak
ing any bteps in the matter before it is
fully explained. Mr. Tomlmson was seen
esterday by a reporter for the Eagle and

the facts tokl by him were about as stated
aibove. with the exception that Mr. Tom-
linson whs of the opinion that he would
receive his discharge In a few days or be
ordered to report back to the Twelfth
Iowa signal corps. He said the wnole
trouble has been through the dork's error
in writing my name Thomas, having the
name of the camp pretty well fixed in his
mind, instead of writing it Tomlinson.
