He contended that the work of construct-
ing the canal was now In progress within
the meaning of the rule. If this amend-
ment was not placed upon the pending bill
he declared that the grandchild of no
member present would live long enough to
see the canal built. Mr. Cannon denied at
this'point emphatically that the failure to
break down this rule meant the abandon-m- et

of the construction of the canal by the
United States. But Mr. Grosvenor reiter-
ated It. and said If this effort failed he
favored the passage of a joint resolution
to inform the nations of the earth that we
had given up the project and would wel-

come the building of the canal upon the
terms upon whlhc the Suez canal was
built.

At the conclusion of Mr. Grosvenor's
speech the chairman of the committee of
the whole (Mr. Hopkins) announced that
he was ready to rule. TVhen order had
been procured he made a careful and
elaborate ruling In which he pointed out
that the question pointed out was purely
a parliamentary one. He reviewed the
arguments adduced on both sides, cited
precedents, and concluded by sustaining
the point of orer against the amendment.

After rendering his decision the chair
wet further by taking up the question
raised by Mr. Smith of Michigan, as to
whether the treaty of 1S67 did not warrant
the amendment. He held that it did not.

Mr. Hepburn Immediately arose and en-

tered an appeal from the decision of the
chair. Mr. Dalzell (Rep.) of Pennsylvania
moved to lay the appeal on the table, but
this motion was declared out of order in
committee of the whole. Mr. Hepburn
said he was willing to allow the appeal to
be decided without further debate, but
Mr. Fleming (Dem. of Georgia Insisted up-

on being heard in favor of sustaining the
decision of the chair. The rule in ques-

tion, he argued, was to shield and protect
the minority. On a rising vote the chair
was sustained 152 to US. Mr. Heoburn
loudly demanded tellers. The vote by tel-

lers confirmed the rising vote. The chair
was sustained 127 to 203 and the amend-
ment was ruled out.
