"rM. Chairman, I am determined that

the president shall neither befog the issue
between himself and those of the Republic-
an party who oppose his Philippine policy,
nor mislead the public judgment, nor shirk
the responsibility for the gross officai
blunders wheh he has committed in con-

nection with this grea tproblem. In in-

sist that the whole policy is not slmalv
an error, but that it Is a crime and that
the chief executive of this nation is the
one who has precipitated upon us the em-

barrassments and the difficulties by which
we are now confronted. I insist that he
did not simply hold the Philippines as
commander-in-chie- f, leavinj the Question
of disposition and control of them to con-
gress, but that he formulated and put into
execution an affirmative and aggressive
policy, that of their permanent annexa-
tion to this country, and forced it on the
senate with a'l tho power and influence
which his high office enabled him to em-
ploy.

"The president drove the treaty through
the senate by the unlimited exercise of all
those powers and Influences which the
great office he holds makes possible.

"rM. Chairman, why did the president
change his original Intention as to the
terms to be incorporated into the treaty?
What were the influences that brought the
change about? I have heard it stated that
the applause of the people who greeted him
just about this juncture of public affairs,
while he was on his tour In the west, was
the reason for it.

"We have been told further that the
president yielded up his first-blu- im-

pressions at the importunities of Admiral
Dewey, who urged that the Philiapines
should be retained. Again, we have been
assured that the demand of our peace com-
missioners at Paris to hold the Philippines
is what Induced the president to yield. So
far as one of the commissioners is con-

cerned, we know that this Is false. But
even if this statement were true, the con-
stitutional power to negotiate a treaty was
his, not the commissioners'.

"rM. Chairman, in my humble opinion,
tho reason for the change In the presi-
dential policy was his concession to the
selfish capitalists of the country his sur-
render to their demands. These are the
gentlemen who furnished the money or
his nomination and election and who, I
doubt not .have pledged him a renomina-tio- n

and These are the gen-
tlemen who are expecting valuable fran-
chises in China in connection with the
English syndicate, with a member of par-
liament from Wales its head. These are
the gentlemen whom Lord Beresford has
In his ind in his cordial but not wholly
disinterested invitation to an alliance in
China with Britain, Gerany and Japan,
against Russia and France, the old-ti-

enemies of his country and e friends
of ours. These are the gentlemen who are
already grasping after special privileges In
the Philippines, in Cuba and in Porto Rico.

"What else is upon the program of these
gentlemen? The open door in the PhKlD-pine- s,

making it totally impossible forever,
to discriminate In tariff duties there in
favor o fthe products of tho American
farm and the" American shop.

"What is the other sacrifice that is re-
quired? That the annexation of Cuba,
Porto Rico and the Philippines, absolutely
sure to como at an early day, for they
have registered it in their vows, shall pre-
cipitate the sugr, tobacco, hemp" and oth-
er cheap products of these islands and
Hawaii upon the American market, In free
and unrestricted competition with the ag-
ricultural and laboring elements of our
country.

"This policy, sir, would have been free
trade in William Jennings Bryan. What
is it in Wfliam McKlnley?"

The house had been keyed to a hteh
pitch of excitement during Mr. Johnson's
speech, but there had been no interrup-
tions.

Mr. Settle (Dem.) of Kentucky followed
Mr. Johnson with a speech acainst im-

perialism, the eloquence of which attracted
attention. Six months ago, he said, no
one could have made him believe he could
ever be brought to vote for a $20.0v).000 in-

demnity to Spain. Yet the change of con-

ditions had rendered it incumbent that he
should vote for it, just as it was necessary
that he should voto for the pending bill.
The government occupied a certain atti-
tude before the world. He would stand
by it, right or wrong. (Republican ap-

plause). But his action in support of the
government did not mean that he gave his
assent to the administration's "policy of
imperialism."

rM. Landis (Rep.) of Indiana, replying to
Mr. Johnson, declared that the latter did
not represent the sentiments of his dis-
trict; that he had been repudiated by the
peonle.

Mr. Rhea (Dem) of Kentucky said he
was tired of the vacillating policy of the
president. In the course of his arraign-
ment of the president. r.M Rhea spoke of
Secretary Alger as a man who. "if public
history be true, lwd been cashiered from
the army for cowardice on the eve of bat-
tle."

.rM. Marsh (Rep.) of Illinois, a member
of the military committee, closed the de-

bate. He evoked much applause on the
Republican side in reply to the president's
critics by referring to him as the greatest
of living Americans and the first in the
hearts of his countrymen. He declared it
was absolutely untrue that any franchises
had been granted In the Philippines, Porto
Rico or Cuba.

This c!osed the general debate. The com-
mittee rose and at 6:33 p. m. the house
recessed until S o'clock. Seventy-seve- n

private bills were passed at the night ses-
sion, and at 10:30 p. m. the houe ad-
journed.

OREGON

Is Wanted at Manila by Ad-

miral Dewey

FOR POLITICAL REASONS

Foreign Intervention One of

the "Reasons" Conjectured,

Washington, Feb. 24. The following dis-

patch has been received at the navy de-

partment from Admiral Dawey: "For po-

litical reasons the Oregon should be sent
here at once. Yorktown arrived. Char-

leston and Petrel crusing around Philip-
pines. Affairs more quiet."

From San Francisco the department's
dispatch agent, Giffen, reports: "The
Oregon arrived at Hilo, February 4, and
at Honolulu February 5. Iris and Scandia
arrived on the 12th."

The navy department expects the Oregon

to arrive at Manila about March 10. As
the transports are ahead of schedule time,

it thinks General Otis within a week will

have reinforcements of 2,500 men.
The cablegram from Admiarl Dewey

asking for the Oregon was received with
surprise by the officials here. No one
knew, or at least would admit, that he
knew the nature of the political reasons
which the admiral says demand the imme-

diate presence of the peerless battleship.
The cablegram was taken to the cabinet
board and fully discussed there. The ad-

ministration, it Is said, possibly feels that
the moral effect of the presence of the
big ship upon the Insurgents themselves,
and particularly upon that large element
among the Filipinos that is believed to- - ba
restrained with difficulty from joining
fortunes with Aguinaldo, with whom their
sympathies He, would be good. But there
is an underlying doubt whether or not the
admiral may not be keenly sighting a
gathering cloud in tXie east, and is looking
to the prevention of any possible inter-
vention or interference by European pow-

ers In the struggle now in progress in the
neighborhood of Manila. It is believed that
in trie big fires much property of foreign
residents and business concerns was dam-

aged. That these fires were caused by
tho insurgents can not be denied, and it
may bo that some of the foreign naval
commanders in the east are disposed to
seize upon the pretext that their inter-
ests demand protection which we can not
afford them, to make a landing or do
something obnoxious to the United States
and likely to encourage the insurgents.
With such a strong naval force as would
be afforded by the reinforcement of
Dewey's fieet by the Oregon, there could
Tibi bo angacound reason, nor even' plausi-
ble excuse, for any such" action on the
part of third parties.

It is said here that up to this moment
there has been no intimation of a pur-

pose on tho part of any foreign govern-
ment to file any claims for pecuniary re-

muneration for the property of their citi-
zens, destroyed in the fires and fighting
at either Manila or Hollo. Just what dis-
position would be made of any such claims
is not indicated here, though there is
ground for the belief that If it can be
shown that our military and naval officers
practiced the precautions required by In-

ternational law in the matter of giving no-

tice to foreigners of any action in the way
of bambardment that might Injure their
property, and otherwise did everything
that could be done to protect the foreign
interests equally with our own .then there
la little foundation for a second claim for
damages.

The Oregon arrived at Honolulu on ho
5th instant, according to the telegraphic
report chat came to the navy department
this morning. Xo mention was made of
her being in need of repairs, as is stated
In tho press dispatches. Assuming that
the battleship really needed ten days' re-

pairs, she should have started away from
Honolulu on her long run to Manila on
the lath instant. Allowing for detention
on account of coaling at Guam or somo
other point between Honolulu and Manila,
it Is estimated that' the Oregon will reach
Manila about the 10th of March.

Meantime, the war department officials
were agreeably surprised this morning to
learn that General Otis, at Manila, had re-

ceived the first of his reinforcements,
nearly six days before they were expect-
ed. They came on the Scandia, which
brought half of the Twentieth infantry.
She sailed from San Francisco January
2S in company with the Morgan Cty.
which has aboard the remaining half of
the Twentieth infantry, and as both ships
were at Honolulu at the same time, the
Morgan City akm will be reported at Ma-

nila within twenty-fou- r hours unless she
has been detained, which is not expected.
The transports Ohio and Senator, with
the Twenty-secon- d Infantry aboard, sailed
from San Francisco only four days later
than the Scandia. so that within a week
Ous will have 2,500 fresh men to relieve
those who have been fighting on the out-
post?.

Compromise Bill, to Lend the Presi-
dent an Army.

Washington, D. C, Feb. 24. The senate
committee on military affairs reported the
compromise army reorganization bill just

before adjournment of the senate at 6:30

p. m. The bill a sreported differs in many
details from the bill read in the house
today by Mr. Hull, but the general frame-
work is the same. In the new bill one
section covers the entire increase of the
army, and It reads as follows: "That to
meet the present exigencies of the mil-
itary service the president Is hereby au-

thorized to maintain the regular army at
a strength of not exceeding 65,000 enlisted
men, to be distributed among the several
branches of tho service according to the
needs of each, and raise a force of not
more than 35,000 volunteer Infantry, as he
may determine, from the country at large,
under general law, or from the localities
where their services may be reaulred,
without regard to citizenship or educa-
tional qualifications, and to form the same
into not more than thirty regiments, or-

ganized as infantry regiments of war
strength in the regular army: Provided,
further, that each regiment shall have one
surgeon, with the rank of ajor; two as-

sistant surgeons, one of whom shall have
the rank of captain, and one that of first
lieutenant, and three hospital stewards:
Provided, that such increase in the regu-

lar and volunteer force shall continue in
service only during the necessity therefor
and not later than July first, nineteen hun-
dred and one."

As soon as practicable the officers and
men of the volunteer army not authorized
in the bill sha'.l be mustered out, provided
that enlisted men of volunteers may be
transferred to and enlisted in such of the
new organizations as hjay be below the
maximum authorized strength. Provision
is made that the act is not to be con-
strued to cause the discharge of y com-
missioned officer now in the service.

RIVER AND HARBOR BILL

Passed by the Senate; Hot Debate on
the Canal Amendment.

Washington, Feb. 24. After a session of
nearly eight hours today, the senate this
evening, at 6:30 o'clock, passed the river
and harbor bill 5y the decisive vote of 50

to 3. The measure was under considera-
tion throughout the day and on several
of tho committee amendments a determ-
ined fight was made, but in every in-

stance the opposition availed nothing.
The sharpest contest arosg over the Nica-
ragua canal bill amendment. A point of
order was made against it that it was
general legislation, but the senate, to
which the vice president submitted the
point, overruled it. It was attacked as
not being relevant to a river and harbor
measure, but this, too, was overruled by
the senate. Mr. Pettigrew (Sil. Rep.. S.
D.), Mr. Rawlins (Dem., Utah), and Mr.
Teller fSll. Rep., loC.). vigorously attack-
ed the bill, their opposition being directed
esecially against the canal amendment.
The statement was made that the mea-
sure would never see the light of day in
the house, and that the canal would not
be 'built with the proposition inserted in
the bill. During the afternoon Mr. Se-w-ell

of New Jersey delivered a speech in
support of the Hull-Hawl- army re-

organization b ill. In the course of which
he declared that the United States was
now as much at war in tho Philippines as
it was with Spain when our army was
before Sa ntiago. He expressed tho be-

lief that it would icquiro an army of
50,000 men to control the Filipinos, and
that we were likely to have serious trou-
ble in Cuba. Among the bills passed to-

day were the following: Authorizing the
legislative assembly of the territory of
Now Mexico to create an additional in-

debtedness for tho completion and furn-
ishing of the territorial capitol; authoriz-
ing a of certain lands in
Cheyenne county, Neb.; a bill relating to
the entry of lands In Greer county, Ok-
lahoma.

Beef, if Within Seventy-tw- o

Hours, the Packer Lost, .

IF THERE WERE CHEMICALS

Government Never Knew It-E- agan

Defends Everything,

Washington, D. C Feb. a ses-

sion of little more than two hours the court
of Inquiry investigating the beef charges
adjourned until Monday, pending the ar-

rival of witnesses who have been sum-

moned. Former Commissary General
Eagan today concluded his testimony, ex-

plaining the provisions of contracts for

beef for supplies to the armies in Porto
Rico Cuba and the Philippines. He vig-

orously denied any knowledge of any

chemical treatment of beef to preserve it

and disavowed any connection whatever

of the government with any such treat-

ment. General Eagan was followed by

Major General S. B. MM. Young and other

officers who were In the Santiago cam-

paign, and by officers of the subsistence
department. The refrigerated beef was
commended, while the canned roast beef,

on the whole, rather suffered as a sequence

to the day's testimony.
On the stand today General Eagan wore

tho fatigue uniform of a brigadier general.
Recurring to the contract requirements, he
explained that Swift & Co. were wholly

responsible for the beef until delivered to

;he government officials at the points
designated by the department. The clause
requiring beef to keep seventy-tw- o hours
after leaving the refrigerator was insert-
ed, he said, at his instance, after the con-

cerns declared they could prepare it so as
to keep that long. Explaining further he

said: 'Suppose a commissary should make
requisition at Santiago for 20.050 pounds of
beef, should secure It from the ship and
take proper care of it, retaining it in the
shade, and it should spoil within seventy-tw- o

hours, the contractors would not be
paid for it." Many vouchers for beef
had been paid, he said, and he presumed
deductions for spoiled beef had been made,
though he did not know. eH understood
through Colonel Ogood that beef had been
rejected by commands when in fact it was
sweet and perfectly good.

Speaking of arrangements for the Porto
Rlcan expedition, General Eagan said he
understood General Brooke was to com-

mand it, and he, accordingly, consulted
with General Brooks, reaching a complete

and satisfactory understanding as to re-

frigerated beef. Subsequently he learned
that General Miles assumed command, but
he never consulted with him and did not
know that General iMIes knew of the beef
arrangements. ReplvJng to Colonel Da-

vis, he said that Colonel Sharp, chief com-

missary for that expedition, was furnished
something like $250,000 credits on the Unit-

ed States and an offer to send cash was
made but declined. This statement was
Intended to bear upon General Miles' state-
ment that funds for aurchaee of suooMes
in Porto Rico were not available.

Here were read telegrams between Gen-

eral Eagan and Colonel Weston, the latter
in Tampa, relative to the sending by a
packing firm, of beef refrigerated, to Tam-

pa, to test how long it wou'd keep after
removal from tho ice boxes, with a view
to the making of contracts after the break-
ing out of the war. The beef when re-

moved from the ice box and hung up. was
declnred serviceable within forty eight
hours, whereas that left in the box after
ice disnpepared could not be used after
eighteen hours. Frozen beef was declared
by commissary officials at Tampa as the
best solution of the fresh beef problem un-

til circumstances were Mich as would ad-

mit the prompt delivery and use of
beef.

"Ample and complete," declared General
Eagan, "was the authority of the com-

missaries in Cuba and Porto Rico to pur-

chase beef on the hoof for any emoreon-cle- s

or at the will of their respective com-

manders." Rep Jits received, he said,
shewed, he thought without except'on.thit
the native beef was not nearly so satis-
factory as the refrigerated beef. The
latter tends to displace beef on the hoof,
wherever both are equally avallabl.

"Were any rations of any Wad, asked
Colonel Davis, "sent to the troops at any
time as an experiment T'

"Five thousand pounds of the dole beef.
responded General Eagan. "a canned
preparation that made a nice hamburger
steak, were sent. It found Its way to
Porto Rico, was used, and everybody was
delighted with It.

He then reviewed the first shipment of
refrigerated beef to Santiago, which he
considered an experimental, beeaosa the
value of refrigerated beef bad not been
stabUshed finally. Aside from these, ab-
solutely no other experimental shipments
were made. General Eagan declared with
great emphasis. "On the contrary. he
added. "I fousht all the time agatast K."

"Was anything furnished on the pretense
of experiment-- asked Colonel Davis, sug-
gesting General Miles' notable alkcaUon

"No, iir ver. not to the value of a
penny. ' reolied General Satan, without
indicating consciousness of the Query's
suggesrJvBaess.

General Eagan then said many persons
had offered alleged preservative processes,
