The police
have given up the idea that foul play has
any connection with the sudden mysteri-
ous "disappearance of young Hall, and are
not trying to locate him, except in a casual
way.

When Mrs. Hall was first informed of
the disappearance of her Mn by a reparter
for the Eagle she seemed alarmd and
greatly agitated. She said that his habits
were good and that he had neer kept bad
company. The good reputation of the
young man was also attested to by ths
man who had been in town with him the
day before he disappeared, and who lives
on adjoining farms with the Halls.
