His Own Stories.

His Personal Appearance as

Described by Others.

He may hae
had Scudery's idea, T know befer than
any other writer how to tel. anecdotes
about myself." As a newspaper man Kip-

ling is described by himself: "A king or
courtier was dying at the other end of
the world." he wrote in "The Man Who
Would Be King." "It was a pitchy, b!ack

hot night, and raining now and again a
spot of almost boiling water would fall on
the dust. The thing, whatever it
was. was keeping: us back. It would not
come off. I drowsed off, and won-

dered whether the telegraph was a bless-

ing and whether this dying man was
aware of the Inconvenience and delay he
was causing. The clock hands
crept up to 3 o'clock and the machines
spun their flywheels two or three times, to
see that all was In order before I said
the word that would set them off. I could
have shrieked aloud. Then the roar and
rattle of the wheels shivered the Quiet
into little bits."

About the first publication in book form
of his vcTses, Kipling wrote for McClure's
Magazine: "Bad as they were, I burned
twice as many as were published, and of
the survivors at least two-thir- were cut
down at the last moment. Nothing can
be wholly beautiful that is not useful, and"
therefore my verses were made to ease off
the perpoutal strife between the manaser
extending his advertisements and my cMef
fighting for his reading matter. They were
born to be sacrificed. Rukn-Di- n, the fore-
man of our side, approved of them im-
mensely, for he was a Muslim of culture.
He would say: 'Your poetry very good,
sir; just coming" proper length today. You
giving more soon. One-thi- column just
proper. Always can take on third page.'
Mahmoud, who set them up, had an un
pleasant way of referring to a new lyric
as Elk aur chiz one more thing which I
never liked.

About his view of English literature,
Kipling wrote to Dr. Keltner: "If I had
your hook to write I would attempt in a
final chapter to discover the path which
may lead from the present chaotic coiirti-tio- n

of our literature and that of ihe
twentieth century. I would call the emp-te- .-

'Bewtecn Two Epochs.' I feel that
we are between abb and flood. It I" now-jus- t

what sailors call 'slack tide;' we are
waiting for the great personality which
will unite ail the minor tendencies of the
time and collect all the partial and petty
forces into one power that will givo a new
and adequate expression to tho new time."

About' Kipling's ability as a man of bus-
iness, publishers have given many inter
esting details. This is from the British
Weekly: "Perhaps no one receives such
large prices for his work as Mr. Rudyard
Kipling. He has contracted to write
eight stories for one of the magazines rtxt
rear, for each of which he will racrive
about 240. This is simply for the English
serial rights of tho stories. In addition,
Mr. Kipling receives payment from
America, India and the colonies. This
will probably bring up the price of the
stories to about 500 each, making 4,000
foi tho year. In addition to this, Mr.
Kipling receives the roja'ties for book
publication In England and America. This
win not amount to less th3n about 1 Wi,

"Whether
these high prices will bo kept up is very
Joubtful,- - If the cheap magazinism suc-
ceeds In Injuring the older periodicals they
cannot be maintained. It remains to be
seen whether the public cares much for
names, and Jtmust be remembered that
the papers .with the largest circulation
In this country do not depend upon names
at alL I remember some years ago Mr.
Kip!lng contributed one of his best pieces
of work, better work by a great deal than
he has been doing lately, to a monthly re-

view. The editor informed me that not
one extra copy of the periodical was sold."

Kipling's editor at Lahore, E. Ray Rob-
inson, began by disliking him, and grad-
ually fell into intense admiration for him.
Mr. Robinson has written as follows:
"There was one peculiarity of Kipling's
work which I really must mention; name-
ly, the amount of ink he used to throw-abou- t,

in the heat of summer white cot-
ton trousers and a thin vest constituted
his office attire, and by the day's end
he was spotted all over like a Dalmatian
dog. He had a habit of dipping his pen
frequently and deep'into the inkpot, and
as all his movements were abrupt, almost
jerky, the ink used to fly. When he darted
Into my room, as he used to do about one
thing or another in connection with the
contents of the paper a dozen times in the
morning. I had to shout to him to 'stand
off;' otherwise, as I knew by exnerience,
the abrupt halt he would make, and the
flourish with which he placed the proof in
his hand before me, would send the pen-f- ul

ok ink he always had a full pen in
his hand flying all over me. Driving or
sometimes walking home to breakfast in
his light attire, plenUfully besprinkled
with ink, his spectacled face peering out
under an enormous, mushroom-shape- d

pith hat, Kipling was a quaint-lookin- g

spectacle."
About Kipling's passion for verses, Mr.

Robinson has said: "When I knew Kip-
ling in India ho was bubbling over with
poetry, which his hard day's office work
gave him no time to write. The efforts of
the naUve police band in the public gar-
dens at Lahore to discourse English music
to a sparse gathering of native nurses and
Infants would awaken, as we passed, some
rhythm with accompanying words in his
mind, and he would bo obviously ill at
ease because he cou'd not get within reach
of pen and ink. Whether Kipling woulder have been much of a musician I can-
not say, but I know that all the poems
he wrote during the years we worked to.
gether many of the 'Departmental Dit-
ties," for instance were written not only
to music, but as music. I have before me
now one of Kipling's poems of the 'De-
partmental Ditty' order which was never
published. .One of India's 'little wars'
was in progress, and our special corres
pondent had telegraphed that on account
of our newspaper's comments on the com-
position of the general's staff he had been
boycotted by the general's orders. 'Here.'
said I, handing tho telegram to Kipling,
'is a subject for a nico little set of verses.'
Kipling read the telegram, thought a mo-
ment, than said: "How would this do
'Rum tiddy um tl turn t itum. Tra la la
ti turn ti turn?' (or words to that effect
hummed In notes that suggested a solo on
tho bugle). I was quite accustomed to
having verses in their Inceptional stage
submitted in this shape for editorial ap-

proval; so i; said that the poem sounded
excellent, and returned to my work. In
twenty minutes Kipling same to me with
tho verses, which began:
" 'General Sir Arthur Victorious Jones,
Great is vermillion splashed with gold.'

Kipling's workshop at Brattleboro, in
Vermont, was thus described by Dr. The-
odore F. Wolfe: "His etudy whence some
of his books have been removed to Eng-
landis a pleasant apartment at the
south end of the mansion, with that ani-
mating landscape in view from its win-
dows, and Tiere, denying himself to all
comers', he worked carefully and method-
ically for some hours of each morning
recording his Inventions and fancies in a
characteristically clear and diminutive
chlrography revising extensively and de-

stroying s much that a friend sa& 'his
waste basket sometimes contains more
manuscript'than his desk after a morn-
ing's labor.' Here he produced much of
the virile and impassioned master-vers- e of
"The Seven Seas," that marked him as a
major poet, many of the incomparable
stories of the "Jungle Books,' and the
whole of that delightfully vivid and vigor-
ous tale of the Gloucester fisher-fol- k,

"Captains Courageous." Although he had
not yet reached the "dollar-a-wor- period
of his authorship, his neighbors consid-
ered that "his was the most profitable
Industry in the town."

Tho poet's recreations were thus de-

scribed by the same chronicler: "The
later hours of the day were devoted to
exercise Including a daily excursion to
tho postofflce and to recreations which
show him to be thoroughly in love with
life, notwithstanding the inexorable fatal-
ism of some of his tales. His aversion
to horses disinclining him for driving, he
at first walked much over the surrounding
hills and through all the near country-
side; later he preferred bicycling, and was
often met in the rural roads anl lanes
mounted upon his wheel, and not infre-
quently accompanied by his wife. In
these afternoon excursions his short, stur-
dy, figure was usually
clad in a plain .uit of gray, his round,
swarthy face was shaded by a broad-brimm-

soft hat, his gray-blu-e eyes j3

looked thtough glasser worn to cor-
rect astigmatism; he rode rapidly and
well, and had a ready salutation for
every passing acquaintance. Occasionally
he found recreation in cultivating his
garden or, in winter, shoveling aside the
newly fallen snow, in going abroad upon
snowshoes, or gleefully coasting over the
glittering crust upon his own hillside.
Some time not too much he gave to so-

cial functions, in which he showed him-
self to be an unassuming and courteous
guest and the most devoted and hospitable
of hoet. Among other visitors he enter-
tained the gifted creator of "Sherlock
Holmes" and "A Desert Drama," Conan
Dovle. who, here had a moat enjoyable
experience of a New England Thanks-rhr-ic- ,

Goes China Before Italy, Ac-

cording to Italian Stories.

ANGLO-RUSSIA- N GRABBERS

Resume Business at the Old

Stand-Cassi- ni's Views,

Rome, March S. The Tiibuna says It
learns that the Chinese government has
offered to send to the Italian minister
SIgnor Martino, a written apology through
Sir Claude MacDonald, British minister at
Pekin, for the terms In which the Tsung
Li Yamen couched China's refusal to
grant the concession recently demanded
by Italy of San Mun bay, province of Che
Kiang, to be used as an Italian naval base
and coaling station.

Pekin, March S. Tho Italian minister
here regards as an Insult the manner in
which the Tsung LI Yamen, or Chinese
foreign office, has treated Italy's demand
for a coaling station at San Mun bay, and
a rupture of diplomatic relations between
Italy and China Is probable. It is believ-

ed that Russia has reiterated her protest
against the British railroad loan in order
to make the contract ground for the com-

plaint against the Chinese and thus eeek
compensation, territorial or otherwise. Sir
Claude M. MacDonald, the British minis-

ter, has informed the officials of the Chi-
nees forelgh office that any attempt to re-

pudiate the railroad contract will be re-

garded as a breach of faith meriting re-

tributive measures. At the same time the
minister recalled Lord Salisbury's assur-
ances of support for China if another
power attempted to force her to repudiate
the contract.

New York, March 8. A special from
Washington says: The Russian ambassa-
dor, Count Casslni, who was for many
years the czar's repreentatlve at Pekin,
and who obtained from China tho first
important concessions regarding tho Si-

berian railroad, spaeking of the Chinese
situation, says: "Russia's attitude is nit
changed by Italy's action in China. We
have never opposed the open door, and
consequently we can take no other atti-
tude than that which has been officially
announced from our foreign office many
times. But we are wondering what our
great neighbor to the west, the United
States, will do in this emergency. It
would seem onw that the United States
will be forced .by the necessities of the
case to take part in the deliberations of
the nations concerning China's commer-
cial existence. As in Russia, there are in
the United (States tremendous interests at
stake, a world in Itself, where the wealth
of a large part of the country seeks an
outlet. Of course, I can speak only for
Russia, but there seems a similarity of
interests to guard and to promott. For
this rtason. Russia would welcome tho
United States as a factor In the councils
of the nations that must of necessity gov-
ern the east."

London, March 9. The Pekin corre-
spondent of the Times says tho Chinese
are discussing the advisability of making
San Mun an open port, so as to evade
Italy's demand for a concession.

The Shang Hal correspondent of tho
Times says: "The viceroy of Nankin
has informed the British. American and
German consuls, who on Sunday declined
to hold further negotiations with the
Taotal of Shang Hal regarding the ques-
tion of the extension of the foreign settle-
ments, that the Toatai, whose evasive
and obstructive tactics were the cause
of the consul's complaints, has been su-
perceded."

early part of February of this year had
not corresponded with Professor Falb s
prediction, and the scientific Journals of
