Therefore, if you are paying much less,
something is wrong; if you are paying 25

cents or less per pound, the powder is cer-
tainly made from alum.

Always bear these simple facts in mind
when purchasing baking powder.

SHAW CONCERT LAST NIGHT

Wichita has reason to be proud of many
things, but there Is nothing that she has
reason to be more proud of than its
musical ta'ent an dmusical organizations.
Besides having among its population vo-

calists and artists of note, it has not only
the finest orchestra in the state, but one
that has few superiors in the west. This
musical organization is Thomas Shaw's
orchestra, and the concert feiven by this
orchestra at the First M. E. church last
night was one of the best concerts ever
given in Wichita.

The spacious and beautiful church edi-

fice was brilliantly lighted last night with
hundreds of lights reflected from the mor-r-

chandeliers. The new balconies, just
completed, were well filled and the body
of the church was crowded with an ap-
preciative and music loving audience, who
wero entertained with one of the best
programs ever presented at a conctrt in
Wichita. So much Interest was taken in
tho concert that nearly one thousand peo-
ple were in attendance to hear the sweet
music that was prepared for them by
Shaw and other capable artists.

The concert began at 8:15 o'clock and
lasted for an hour and a half. It opened
with Lichtenstein's Grand Triumphal
march as played by the Orpheus Grand,
under the skillful guidance of Mr. Shaw,
who brought out the beauties of the com-
position with fine effect. The selection
from Meyerbeer's opera, "Les Hugenots,"
was the second number on the program,
an dthe first rendered by the full orches-
tra, with as fine effect and as artistic exe-
cution as has ever been played in Wich-- -
ita. The clarionet solo by Master Andry
Sanford, with orchestra accompaniment,
camo next. Andry Sanford is destined to
be one of the finest artists of the clarionet
in the world if lie keeps his health and
continues to improve his talents, is the
verdict of a n Wichita critic.
He is a wonder and this youthful- - genius
plays so we'J that many musical directors
with traveling troupes who have heard
him havo been surprised and have made
him tempting offers, which he has refused.
His rendition of the solo was soulful, full
of expression and good taste. He was
encored and responded. ,

Descriptive overtures as a rule describe
very little, but the rendition of "In the
Clock Store" by the orchestra was one of
the best executed pieces of the kind ever
played in this city. It is a tuneful com-
position, full of sweet harmony, and was
skillfully rendered under the admirabe di-

rection of Prof. W. W. Sanford. who is
probably the best conductor that has ever
directed Shaw's orchestra. Mr. Sanford
directs with ease and grace, and succeeds
in building and controlling the orchestra
in masterful manner. Mr. Sanford is
a capable musician and has assisted Mr
Shaw in attaining for the orchestra a most
enviable reputation. Mr. Shaw has done
for Kansas music what Theodore Thomas
has done for Chicago music lovers. Te-
nder Mr. Sanford the orchestra has made
wonderful strides.

A clarionet duet by Master Willie
Xeedles and Andry Sanford was very good.
"The Forge in the Forest" was equally
well played. But one of the fine selections
was Prof. Manager's own composition,
the Intermezzo and the Rough Riders at
Home. The piece was written and ar-
ranged by Mr. Mariager, who directed the
orchestra In rendering it It is a fine com-
position and merits popularity. Mr. Fritz
X. Huttmann sang a tenor solo which
pleased the audience exceedingly. His
selection. The' Broken Heart, a beautiful
and soulful composition, by Mr. Guetav
H. Kline, is Sne, and it was sung in a
manner that was artistic and full of ex-
pression. The song reached the hearts of
all and in response to a demand for an
encore sang- - The Ring-- , by Hawley. Mr.
aMriager also played a solo on the flute
that was most satisfactory.

HISS PARKS PRETTY

Experiment on Wichita Girl in

New York Is Finished..

LOOKS VERY NOBBY NOW

Attired in a Spring Bonnet and
Tailor-Ma- de Dress.

The Xew York World has finished with
rVmanda Parks, pronouncing her about
complete. It may be that the attempt was

failure, for the World portrait showing
Amanda Parks as beautified, put a beau-

tiful spring bonnet on her head and covers
up her high forehead. They also dress ier
correctly and tastefully.

The World publishes two final portraits
of her. The first is one as she appeared
five weeks aso. The second shows her
neatly attired and very attractive.

The experiment ends without Amanda
Parks revealing her true name. If she
has the temerity to return to Wichita how-
ever, she will be easily identified by her
new clothes.

Mrs. Ayer's cldsing article to the World
Is as follows:

On Sunday, FYebruary 12, the Sunday
World readers first became acquainted
with Miss Amanda Parks. At that time
I told in detail the circumstances which
led to Miss Parks' becoming a patient of
the Sunday World, and for the benefit
of tha Sunday World readers her treat-
ment has been given week after week,
until now. at the expiration of the month,
she leaves me, and I think understands
perfectly well how to care for herself and
how to make the most of herself in the
future.

I quote from a letter received from Miss
Parks last November, in which she said:

"Every time I see myself in the glass
it makes me sick. It seems to me that
every other girlintheworl dlsmorc wgys
every other girl in the world is more at-
tractive and better looking than I am.
I have heard so much about you, and I
have wanted to write you for two years,
but I have always been ashamed. Please
don't throw this letter away now, but do
be kind enough to read on. Oh, if you
only knew how a poor girl, way out here
in Kansas, will watch for your answer!
I am twenty-fou- r years old, five feet eight
inches tall, but I. stoop dreadfully, and
I don't seem to be able to straighten my-
self out, although I have tried practicing
movements I have seen illustrated in the
papers. I have black hair that looks like
an Indian's. My eyes are my bost point,
but they have lines under them, and my
eyebrows are simply horrid. They are
black and all in one piece. They seem to
meet right a tmy nose.

"My complexion is not good. I am
freckled and have some terrible black-
heads, which are so disgusting. I ought
to have very good teeth, but I have lost
two on the right side near the front, and
my crandmother would not let me havo
false ones put in. I know I am too young
to havo Hnesand wrinkles in my. face,
but I've got them ail the same."

Then followed an earnest pleading for
help which 1 could not resist.

When I first saw Miss Parks, months
later, she boro out her own description
very fairly. Four weeks ago, when she
began her treatment, she brought the
scales down at 111 pounds. She was flat
and narrow chested,, and wore the most
dreadful cornet I think I ever saw. She
had a wretched complexion, the result of
improper nourishment and lack of exer-
cise. Her eyebrows wero very black one
much longer than the other, and they al-

most met at the nose.
Today Miss Parks weighs 131 younds.

She measures nearly three inches more
around the chest. Her shoulders are al-

most straight. The eyebrows have been
made shapely by the aid of electrolysis,
and, while this operation has not been
altogether successful as some of the
hairs treated have returned it will be
successful finaly, and Miss Parks' ar-
rangement permits her to return to the
electrician until every superfluous hair has
been destroyed.

The two teeth have been replaced by a
skillful surgeon-dentis- t, whose work is so
perfectly performed that it is Impossi-
ble, on the closest examination, to tell
the artificial from the natural teeth.

Good, simple and nourishing food, phys-
ical culture, massage, dally baths ami
friction have made a wonderful improve- -'

ment in her general appearance, and her
skin, which was very stubborn, finally re-

sponds and will shortly be in excellent
condition.

She will never have a beautiful com-
plexion, such as Miss Dane now has
the Sunday World's patient two years
ago. But ihe will have a skin free from
blackheads and similar afllictiono.

Facial massage is doing much for the
premature lines, but this treatment she
will have to continue for some time.

Amanda Parks of today is certainly a
different looking woman from the gi1 who
wrotu me so abjectly last autumn.

The average observer would call her a
transformed girl, but, truthfully speak-
ing, however much she has improved in
appearance, she is only entering upon the
road, which if she pursues it persistently
and patiently wHl make of her really a
handsome woman.

Mfcw Parks, since the beginning of her
treatment until last week, has not been
permitted to wear a corset. She has
passed her days in a loose corset-wais- t.

Without any restriction she has learned
to breathe properly, and yesterday when
she tried on her old corset she was as-

tounded to find that it would not meet any
place, and she said I had properly ternfed
it a "coflln corset."

Miss Parks continues her practice- in
deep breathing. She also s dumb-ler.- s

twice a day and spends mu hour every
morning in a gymnasium.

She arises regularly each morning at S

o'i'.ock, and is given a tepid sponge bath,
with friction after it. I should like her
to take a coM plunge, but two or three
experiments have proved that she is not
at;e yet to endure the shock.

The daily regimen, beginning always
with the bath, has been about as fol- -
iows:

Breakfast at 5:39, at which the patient
has eaten freely of fruit oranges, grape
fruit or baked apple the first two weeks
and more recently stewed prunes, stewed
figs and stewed apples, of which she is
particularly Jond.

The fruit has ben followed by a cereal,
oatmeal or hominy, for the first fortnight.
nee and wheaten alternating of late, as
she has grown a Mule flred of the hominy.

At 9:30 Miss Parks has left the house
for the gymnasium. For ten or twelve
days she walked one way, a distance of
twelve blocks. Xow she walks both
ways, and frequently takes a long walk
besides during the day. Walking, in fact.
is her favorite exercise, and now that she
knows how to breathe ,and hold her shoul-
ders properly it is especially beneficial to
her.

Visits to the dermatologist are suspend-
ed, and have been with the exception of
perhaps two hours during the past week.

A little tuft of black hairs reappeared
between two and three weeks after the
first operation.

They have again been at least tempo-
rarily removed, but we shall not know
how successful the operation is for some
little time yet.

Miss Parks keeps out of doors until
luncheon. She walks when she feels in-
clined, and as she is new to Xew York
she has taken advantage recently of the
trolleys and cable cars and has expored
the city by herself.

Luncheon is served promptly at 1 o'clock,
and our patient does not keep the table
waiting. She says each day she is starved,
and she certainly eats a capital luncheon,
which consists of steak, chops or a roast-
ed or boiled fowl, with a number of green
vegetables.

il have approved of her eating such vege-
tables as spinach, carrots, tomatoes, pota-
toes, and every day she has once or twice
partaken of water-cres- s salad, celery or
lettuce.

A very simple dessert with the lunch-
eon has consisted usually of some fari-
naceous pudding and ripe fruit.

A letter from Miss Parks herself tells
of her delight at the success of our un-

dertaking:
Xew York, March 3.

My Dear Mrs. Ayer:
I can scarcely believe that four weeks

have accomplished such a change. I re-

member you said the day first called
upon you: "A woman of your age with
the opportunities which I am going to
offer you can make almost any change
in her appearance. You will not know
yourself at the end of the time required
if you are willing to give your entiro
time to Improving your health and
looks." I shall always bo most grateful
that I took your advice not only because
I was realy so improved in looks, but be-

cause I understand now that the secret of
beauty is health, and as you have told me
so many times, the secret of health is in
an hygienic life.

I'nrmer of Sedgwick; County Will
Give Product Their Attention.

The product of broom corn Is now a sub-
ject that Is agitating the minds of some
of the best farmers in this county. Since
the price of broom corn has advanced to
$150 a ton many of Sedgwick county's
farmers are going to put in a fair sized
acreage this spring. The largest broom
corn deal that has been heard of for some
time was made in Central Illinois a few
days ago, when Thomas Lyon, an Areola
broker sold nne hundred and thirty-thre- e

and one-thir- d tons of the stuff to Mr. Peck
representing an 'Amsterdam, X. Y., firm,
at $150 per ton, or a total sum paid of
$20,000. In years past broom corn has sold
as low as $30 per ton, and the average
price has been $60 to $S0 per ton.

The question of planting broom corn
in Kansas on. a large scale Is now being
talked over pretty generally by many of
the farmers in this state, owing to the ad-

vantage they would have over all other
states of getting their product on the mar-
ket two or three weeks, if not more,
earlier than that raised in other states.
