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COUNTY GETS SUN

Appropriation From the Last

Legislature,

WICHITA'S FOUR HOSPITALS

Each Get $1,400 for the Next
Two Years.

Wichita and Sedgwick county fared well

at the hands of the las: legislature, hav-

ing secured a total appropriation of $10,"00,

as follows: ,

Wichita City hospital S 1.100
St. Francis hospital 1.400

Children's home 1,400

Rescue home 1,400
Deficiency for care of the destitute-insan-

5,100

Total U0.700

Besides this, through the efforts of Rep-

resentatives Adams and Babb, the county
secured the rignt of provision allowing an
appropriation of a tenth of a mill on the
assessed valuation of the county, for the
purpose of fighting the Colorado ditch
companies, to prevent the drainage of the
Arkansas river channel. No other county
in the state received as large an appro
priation as Wichita, except those in which
state institutions are located. Speaking of
the matter yesterday, John Adams said:

"Wichita received as much in charitable
appropriations as any other city in the
state, aside from the state institutions.
Of course all counties and cities havir.e
permanent institutions, many of which
have been located for a great many years,
received their annual appropriation, and
inasmuch as many of these institutions
were located in the early settling of the
state, eastern Kansas, in the way of ap-

propriations, has had the advantage of
western and southern Kansas. An appro-
priation has been made for the establish-
ment of a new insane asylum, to be estab-
lished at some point in the state, and a
committee of four from the senate and five
from the house have been selected to lo-

cate the site for the new institution. The
selection of this location is not committed
to any particular point in the state, but
is an open field for every city and county
in the state to compete for. This boaxl
has its first meeting in Topeka in the
month of April, Tvhere they will receive
bids and applications for the location of
the institution. A number of D'aces
throughout the state are offering induce-
ments to acquire the location of the new
institution."
