Manila, April 23, 10:30 a. m Although the
sticky condition of the ground, due to a
rainstorm, seriously impeded its progress,
General Lawton's column left San Jose
today and is expected to reach Norzagary
this afternoon. Colonel Summers is
marching across from Bocava with two
battalions each from the Oregon and Min-
nesota regiments, three troops of cavalry
and two guns. In the meantime General
(MacArthur's division is in front of Calum-
pit, preparing to attack the rebel strong-
hold, and General Hale, with several
guns, is threatening the enemy's flank. A
few rebels between Xovaliches and La
Lacma have persistently interferred with
telegraphic communication but the signal
corps has repaired the breaks and cap-
tured several prisoners. A small body of
rebels at Taktay was discovered this
morning by the armored launch Napidan.
A few shots scattered the rebels and drove
them inland from the lake. All is quiet
along General Hall's and eneral Over-fahin-

lines.
6:15 p. m. General Hale's brigade, con-

sisting of the .Nebraska, Iowa and South
Dakota regiments, with three guns which
left Malolos on Monday, followed the west
bank of the Rio Grande river to a ford.
Many small bands of rebels were en-

countered and during the afternoon the
Americans discovered several hundred of
the enemy entrenched near Pulilan, north
of Quingane. Oru troops attacked the
rebels, losing six men killed and eleven
wounded. General Hale's troops claim
that nearly 20 Odead natives were counted
along the country traversed. Among the
dead was a Spanish captin. The South
Dakota regiment bore the brunt of the
fighting and had five men killed and nine
wounded.

The temperature today was 91 and sev-
eral cases of sunstroke were reported. The
weather was cloudy. The country tra-
versed by our troops is thickly wooded
and the hardest for fighting. The rebels
along the Bagbag nver were
from Calumpit as troops under General
Hale approached. During the day the
Americans captured 33 Oprisoners.- - As thi3
dispatch is sent the rebels are retreating
in the direction of Calumpit. The Phil-
ippine troopb engaged were well uniform-
ed and well drilled. As the campaign pro-
gresses ,the rebel troops are improving.
They are adopting American methods and
the accuracy of their shooting is evinced
by the fact that live Americans were
shot in the head. c

General Hale at 1 o'clock this morning
crossed the river and advanced on Calum-
pit. General MacArthur's division also
advanced and nine of the armored flat
cars pushed ahead on the railroad. The
Kansas regiment dvanced on the right
of the track and the Montana regiment
pushed forward on its left.

The rebels are already returning to Ma-
lolos and are becoming troublesome. They
fired on an ambulance yesterday, which
was passing across the plaza and they
have driven the Chinese out. The Third
artillery patrolled the twon last night.

OTIS IS STILL SANGUINE

For Once Honor Themselves

and Their Flag

BY HAULING IT DOWN

Palawan Natives Had Hoisted
' It to Scare Brigands,

Victoria, 3. C, April 25. Mall advics
from the Orient state that the United
'States gunboat Yorktown discovered the
Filipino steamer San Joaquin hidden near
Daupan. The native crew had mutinied
and murdered the captain and mate and
looted the ship. The Yorktown towed her
to Manila. H. M. S. Archer, at Singapore,
reports that the Palawan natives hoisted
a British flair. The Archer's crew com-
pelled them to lower it. The Yorktown
seized the Spanish steamer Mundara off
the Gul fof Lingayen on March CO as a
filibusterer. She gave the Yorktown a
two hours' run before she was captured.

Hong Kong papers give the following
particulars relative to the natives of Pala-
wan holstins the British flag over that
island: "H. M. S. Archer, nhlch left Sing-

apore suddenly early on the morning of
Fdbruary 2G under sealed orders, returned
yesterday. Her orders were received from
homo by telegraph and they were to the
effect that she was to proceed as quickly
as possible to Palawan, where, it was
stated, the British flflag had been hoisted
by the natives. The Archer's mission was
to haul it down. On her arrival off a
small settlement on tho Palawan coast,
the British red ensign was seen to be
floating. The ship had not been at anchor
any length of time before several Filipi-
nos came aboard and had an interview
with Commander Dare. He informed them
that fro had been instructed to take tho
flag down. The Inhabitants of the town
had hoisted th eflag because they thought
it might afford them protection from bands
of brigands who wero ensconced in the
hills. Tho Filipino deputation made it
clear that they "had not heard that the
Island of Palawan had been ceded by Spain
to tho United States and they accordingly
promised that the flag should be lowered.
When they returned to the shore, the'
ensign was pulled down. Tho brigands,
who held the hills at the rear of the set-

tlement, caused the inhabitants a great
deal of annoyance but their depredations
had been considerably lessened since the
British ensign had been hoisted. When
the Archer entered they hastily retired.
There wero no Europeans in the place.

SOMETHING FOR NOTHING

John Bull 'Has Xcvcr Sivnu,Xor Will
He Hewitt Xoiv.

Now York, April 25. A special from
Washington says: Although Great Brit-
ain is willing to relinquish her right to
share in the Nicaragua canal by abrogat-
ing the Clayton-Bulw- er treaty in return
for a quid pro quo from the United States
it is apparent to oilicials of the state de-

partment that she is taking measures to
provide transportation facilities across
Nicaragua for her own trade. No official
confirmation has been received of the dis-
patch from Managua saying that Presi-
dent Zelaya had granted an option to tho
British consul at Managua or to any com-
pany he may organize, to purchase the
railroads and steamboats of Nicaragua,
with the workshops appertaining to them,
for the sum of G.500,000 pesos silver, but
details of tho agreement are expected by
the stato department. It is considered
very significant that a representative of
Great Britain should take measures for
placing under British control the trans-
portation facilities in Nicaragua while ne-

gotiations are in progress between the
United States and Great Britain for the
abrogation of the Clayton-Bulw- treaty,
and with it the surrender of all the lat-ter- 's

rights in the Nicaragua canal.

Chinese soldiers murdered two
or three German soldiers in the beginning
of April in the vicinity of Kiao Chou. The
Germans entered the viHage and shot
down the murderers. Germany has made
several demands on China with regard to
the Ichow affair and asks for mining and
railway concessions and the right of col-
lecting likiu daily in Chantong province.

Thirty Chinese 'Buddhists have been
murdered in Kausu by rebel Mohamme-
dans and a general rebeflion is feared.
Tho northwest is defenceless, owing to
the wihdrawa! of the best troops. The
Mohammedans threaten war to the knife
against the Buddhists.

An Ichoufou correspondent says: "Three
Catholics have been killed in Feihien,
about 40 miles to the west of us. Six of
them have been kiled at Shen Shan, of
whom two were burned in a bis public
bonfire. This is a different affair from the
one in which a child was burned and two
had their eyes put out."

London, April 25. The th

anniversary of the birth of Oliver Crom-

well has furnished the occasion for biog-

raphies, appreciative articles, portraits in
all the papers and celebrations in vari-

ous parts of the country, in honor of the
Lord Protector of the British Common-
wealth. Dr. Joseph Parker, minister of
the iCty Temple, this city, took the sub-

ject as the theme for his sermon this
afternoon and delivered an extraordinary
oracon to a. large congregation. In the
course of his remarks he attacked the
Prince of Wales as "a certain g

prince." After eulogizing Cromwell, Dr.
Parker said: "When the prince fails then
let the country mourn. We look to princes
for noble deeds and a high example. " "hen

I see mr prince anw my premier on a
race course, I don't like it."

These remarks were cheered by the audi
ence and Dr. Parker proceeded to make
a rabid attack on the sultan of Turkey,
during which he said: "Emperor William
may call Wlm his friend, hut in the najne

Ghost, I say God damn the sultan."
The preadier looncluded with a passion-

ate denunciation of the church for "ac-

cepting Protestant money for performing
popish tricks." Then, drawing from his
Bible the undertaker's bill for his wife's
interment, he ocathingly read the word on
tho top of the biU "unconsecrated."

BEEF

Kicks are Classified by Col-

onel Garlington.

CANNED ROAST CURSED

By About as Many as Praised

the Refrigerated.

"Washington, April 25. The report of
Colonel Garlington, of the commissary

department of the army, which was yes-

terday presented to the Wade court of

inquiry, but not accepted as a part of the

record, was made public today. It covers

almost a hundred typewritten pages and
is a careful review of the subject. Colo-

nel Garlington claims to have collected
the opinions of 376 officers and 163 enlist-

ed men concerning the canned roast beef,

which he classifies as follows: Twenty-thre- e

officers and one man pronounced it
"good or excellent;" 25 officers and 2 men
"fair, or good, with exceptions;" 302 of-

ficers and 149 men. 'entirely bad or un-

fit." He commented at some length upon

this, giving the various terms used to in-

dicate the feeling of officers and men in
regard to it, but says that "where cook-

ing was possible and vegetables and con-

diments available and the beef prepared,
seasoned and mixed with vegetables,
complaints were lessened or modified, and
some even praised it as a substitute for
fresh beef."

Colonel Garlington refers to the fact
that the issue of canned beef was author-
ized as a part of the army ration as early
as 1SS0, but says that the use of the
canned roast or boiled article appears to
have been very limited before the begin-

ning of the Spanish war.
Referring to the Chicago purchases of

canned roast beef for the Spanish war,
Colonel Garlington says: "There waa no
inspection of it other than that of the
samples selected by the various packing
houses and delivered to the commissary
officer from time to time."

Colonel Garlington directs attention to
the fact that nono of the cans bore any
label giving tho date of canning, and he
comments thus: 'THow long the beef that
was sold to the government had been In
storage is a matter of conjecture, as the
question of are does not seem to have
entered in contracts."

Colonel Garlington mentions the fact
that the first complaint oi tho war con-

cerning the quality of the canned beef
was made by Colonel Veston, of the com-

missary department. In a telegram dated
Tampa, Juno 3, and directed to Colonel
O. M. Smith, at Chicago. In it he said:
"Some of the beef is abjectionable, and
cans here and there are fermented."

The record shows that this complaint
received prompt attention; that Colonol
Smith asked that the name of tho packer
be given, and that Colonel Davis, assist-
ant commissary of subsistence at Wash-
ington, gave Immediate instructions to in-

vestigate tho complaint and "not send
more until further orders."

Colonel Garlington found it Impossible
to definitely determins tho amount of
canned roast beef destroyed, but he col-

lected considerable data on this subject.
showing that at least 1W.S1S pounds were
acted upon by the boards of survey or
Inspectors, and that of this amount 63.070

were destroyed as worthless and 45,74 i
pounds sold.

He refers to the fact that, though the
soldiers threw away much of the meat,
they had "the alternative of eating this
beef or going hungry."

Colonel Garlington groups the opinions
of officers and men on the refrigerated
beef as follows: "Good or excellent," 76

officers and S men; "fair or good. If trim-

med," 133 officers and 35 men; "mostly
bad," 40 officers and 25 men; "bad or un-

fit," 9 officers and 14 men. From this num-
mary he concludes that about 75 per cent
of tho opinion was favorable to the re-

frigerated meat and 25 per cent unfavora-
ble. Colonel Garlington also devoted con-

siderable space to processes for preserving
beef, giving the details concerning the
experiment with the Powell prbce?. He
also gives all the facts going to show
that tho commissary officers In Florida
manifested a disposition to assist In this
experiment by havllng the meat tried by
the troops.

Colored Murderer Killed by a Mob
of Colored Mcu.

Galena, Ivan.. .April 26. Charles Will-
iams, alias Jones (colored) was shot to
death at 3:S0 this morning In tho county
jail by a mob of negroes. "Williams kill-

ed Laura Canafax,, a negrcss, yesterday.
The mob, composed of about twonty-ftv- s

masked negroes, wont to the jail, and
four gained an entrance by breaking the
door In. The tirst man had an ax, taa
second a rope and tha third carried a pis-

tol. "Williams was locked In his cell hut
the lost no tfme lri"brealrmg Mie lock and
ordered him to coma out. This he refused
to do, claiming that he was Innocent of
tho charge, grabbed a couple of bricks
and asked them to give him only a fair
show.

At tn-- s the men who carried tha re-

volver began shooting through the bars at
'William'. Four shots took effect, killing
tho murderer instantly. The work of the
mob was systematically and coolly done.
They came quietly, did fchoir work and
dispersed without and demonstration. The
coroner's inquest today held flhat Williams
came to his death from the effects of pis-

tol shots from an unknown person. No
arrests havo been made.
