FRYE WARNS OF GERMANY

Also Quotes tho Utterance of Early
.Villi -- K.vpansiouiMts.

New York, April 26. Senator William
P. Frye of Maine, chairman of the senate
committee on commerce, was given a
dinner tonight at the Waldorf-Astori- a, as
a testimonial for his efforts in obtaining
for New York City tho improvements al-
lowed in the recent river and harbor bill
pased by congress. The dinner was giv-
en by the leading commercial organiza-
tions of New York. There were nearly

60 guests. Governor Roosevelt was
chairman.

Responding to the toast "Our Trade
and Commerce Generally, and the Best
Methods for Promoting Them." Senator
Frye said, in part:

"The commercial war upon which the
world has entered will become fiercer and
fiercer. Germany will be our most dan-
gerous rival. Germany is our most for-
midable commercial enemy. She is skill-
ed tn the arts of commerce and mechan-
ics; she is persistent, aggressive, annoying
and indomitable I tell you, gentlemen,
that we have more to fesr from Ger-
many than from any other nation on
earth. But despite all her efforts we will
surpass her and be more successful than
her in the contest for prestige in foreign
commerce.

"Where is the most promising field for
our foreign commerce in the near future?
Surely in the rient. Humbohlt, more than
fifty years ago. declared that the com-
merce of the Pacific would in time exceed
that of the Atlantic; and what intelligent
man today doubts the realization in the
near future of what then seemed a
dream?

"The Philippine archipelago is undoubt-
edly the most fertile and productive un-
explored land under the sun. For 36)
year under Spanteh dominion, more op-
pressive and creel than known elsewhere
in the world; treated as r mere sponge
to be squeeaed by the hand of the oppres-
sor: burdened by taxation the most ingen-o- r

highways, without any "labor sating
machinery; a third of its product rotting
on the ground for wnt of transportation
to the sea; its revenues plundered !iy
Spanish officials; yet ia 1S57, with rebellion
rife, aeeordlns to United States Coarais- -

sioner Harden, the exports were $41,342,000,
the imports $17,343,000, balance in favor
123,999,000. Give the islands good govern-
ment, protection to life and property, an
advancing civilization, increasing intelli-
gence, fair wages, honest collecting of
revenues, railroads and highways, unprov-
ed agricultural implements, cable com-

munication with our country and tele-
graphic lines between them; and who
doubts that commerce will, in a few years,
be quadrupled? The- - bulk of it will be
ours, even with thel open door, for we shall
have the advantage of England, Ger-
many and France in distance and in
freight rates.

"What shall we do with the Philippine
Islands? Restore them to Spain? Not one
even of Mr. Carnegie's Reform Leaguers,
by whom, according to the press, the
name of President McKinley was hissed
and that of Aguinaldo cheered at a recent
meeting in Boston, proposes this Shall
we forthwith surrender the sovereignty
to a native government? There was not
a witnes before our Paris commission who
did not unhesitatingly asert their unfit-
ness for it.

They have enjoyed the opportun-
ity only to study teh most despotic gov-
ernment the world ever saw. Turn the
sovereignty over to them, anarchy follows
tribal wars ensue, and their condition will
be worse than even under Spanish do-
minion.

"Such utterances as these may subject
mo to the charge of being an expansion-
ist.

"Even as late as 1S45, when Texas was
under discussion, Daniel Webster deplored
the tendency to enlarge our territory and
declard that it was dangrous to our insti-
tutions.

"But in spite of the prophecies of evil,
wc kept right on extending; in 115 addend
Florida; Texas In 1S45; New Mexico and
California in 1S48;; Alaska in 1S67, until we
had increased our original S00.000 square
miles to over 2.SO0.OO0; and our constitu-
tion survives; our Declaration of Indepen-
dence lives, and our Union Is more pow-
erfully cemented than ever."

Stand St. JiOnis German-American- s,

Icnoaiiinr "Imperialism,"'
St. Louie, April 26 The German news-

paper publishers of (Missouri held a meet-
ing hero today for the purpose of defining
their position regarding the new policy of
"Imperialism and militarism." Dr. Emil
Preetor.us, editor of che Westliche Post
and the Nestor of the German press of
America, presided, and after a lengthy
discussion the following resolutions were
unanimously adopted:

1 Sjstematic and uninterrupted efforts
have been made during the past twelve
month3 to destroy by misrepresentations
and unfounded sensations the good feel-
ing and the okl historical friendship be
tween the United States and Germany.
These intentions have created among the
German-America- n ipopulatlon the greatest
Indignation. We, therefore, regard it our
duty, as loyal citizens, to denounce these
continued falsehoods and misrepresenta-
tion?, which endanger the old friendship
of the two countries.

2 Tho friendship between the United
States and Germany fe as old as the his-
tory of the great American republic, and
has lasted uninterrupted. As the govern-
ment of Fredericck the Great was the
first European power which acknowledged
the young republic of the United States,
so Germany was the first to acknowledge
the supremacy of the United States in the
Philippines. This fact alone proves that
Germany has no unfriendly intentions and
no desire to oppose us in the Orient.

3 In the glorious history of the United
States from the time of George Washing-
ton to the days of the civil war, the German--

American population has shown
strong and patricc lolyaty to the union.
In the darkest days of the republic the
German-America- n stood firm and true by
the unkm, as they win do in the future.
We German-America- n and the G m mans
in the old country have been cruelly mis-
represented. "We proved our loyalty dur-
ing the pest war and will continue to
prove it, whatever the future may bring.
But we protest most emphatically against
all falsehoods and intrigues which are in-

tended to interrupt, in the interest of Eng-
land, the friendship between the United
Stales and Germany.

4 True to the constitution and tradi-
tions of tne republic we take a firm stand
against militarism and imperialism, know-
ing that the German-America- n citmens
stand almost unanimously against this
new course, wh ch would endanger the
welfare and the future of the republic.

IT IS FILLED WITH FLINGS

At the Germans at Apia and

Produces Consternation

IN GOVERNMENT CIRCLES

Coming So Close on tho Coshiau
Break, Which Iiatter Is Xow 3Ieud- -

ed and Coghlan Reprimanded.

Cincinnati, O., April 26.- -A letter writ-

ten by Rear AMmirat Kautz to his cousin,

Mrs. Charjes N. Undley of Cincinnati,

has bean made public by the recipient. It
is dated March 23 and Is in the easy vein

of a relative's private correspondence. In

the letter he says:

"You will probably read a lot of stuff
about me in the newspapers, but I can
assure ou that I am all right and have
done nothing that I or my friends may
be ashamed of, unless it 19 the making
of a king, which I am obliged to do y.

But he Is a very inoffensive sort of
joung fellow, a native, 19 years of age.
He wears a French admiral's cocked hat.
Gut no shoes or stockings or trousers; still,
considering tho torrid weather, he tooks
very weUl in this climate. But I hardly
think he would look as well on Fourth
street, Cincinnati. I am not a king here,
but just plain "boss of the Tanch." The
German consurfl had hat position up to my
arrival, but since then hethlas been a
very silent partner. I am very much
afraid he does not Gike me. In fact, I am
not at all popular here w Ith the Germans.
But I am all right with the English, and
hope to pull through with them. I have
no doubt of being sustained by the gov-

ernment in all h have done. I hope to get
away from here in a month from this
time, but wiH not be in San Francisco
before the middle of May.

"With love to tho Kentucky colonel and
yourself. Your cousin.

"P. S. I was in error about the shoes
and trousers of His Royal Highness. At
the last moment his advisers prevailed on
him to put on both, just for this occasion
onlv."

The Kentucky colonel mentioned is Mrs.
Lindley's husbanl, a member of Governor

Washington, D. C, April 26. The pub-

lication of Admiral Kautz's letter refer-
ring to his position at Samoa caused ab-

solute consternation at the navy depart
ment and state department at first read-
ing, but there was soon exhibited a dis-

position to minimize the affair, becau&e
it was clearly apparent that the letter
was nothing more than a strictly private
communication passing between members
of the same family. Nevertheless, coming
as it does, close upon Captain Coghlan's
indiscretion, and following the publication
of Judge Chambers' letter to Ins brother,
criticising the Germans in Samoa, the
opinion was hold that Admiral Kautz's
letter could not have other than a harmful
effect upon the relations between tho
United States and Germany. The letter
was brought to the attention of the presi-
dent, and some sort of a reminder may
be sent to the officor to be more careful
in his correspondence. No orders have
been issued to the Philadelphia to leave
Samoa, the admira1! says, so it is prob-
able that he made the statement on that
point in tho boiiof that he could adjust
the differences between the factions in
Samoa within that time.

ONE QUARREL AT A TIME

CozklaH Case Seems Finnlly Disposed
of, at All Events.

Washington, April 26. The case of Cap-

tain Coghlan may be considered as finally
closed. The German ambassador. Dr.
Von Holleben, called at the White House
this afternoon and had a conference upon
the subject with the president of such a
satisfactory nature that the matter was
regarded as setttled. The president ex-

plained the course the navy department
had taken In administering a reprimand
to Captain Coghlan. It was also pointed
out that tne officer's explanation of the
incident stated that his utterances had
been much exaggerated. On the part of
the ambassador .there was every disposi-
tion to deal as lightly with the matter as
possible and not to permit It to become
a source of friction.

During the day tho navy department
adm.nistered to Captain Coghlan the rep-

rimand which had been determined upon
yesterday, as stated in these dispatches.
This wai( in tne form of a letter from
Secretary Long to the officer. It is stated
at the department that the letter will not
be made publ5; before the, officer has re-

ceived it, and probably not then.
The department made public a brief

statement of the contents of Captain
Coghlan's answer to Secretary Long's

for an acknowledgement of respontl-"bfllt- y

for the utterances ascribed to him,
bet the contents were more fully stated
in yesterday's Associated Press dispatches.
The statement Is as follows: "Captain
Coghlan has replied to the department
stating that the newspapers have not re-

ported him with substantial accuracy.
Also, that he Intended no disrespect or
contempt to the German flag and Is ex-
tremely sorry that any such Interpreta-
tion was put on his remarks. Proper rep-

rimand will be sent and such action taken
in respect thereto as is proper."

President MeKmley has almost complete-
ly recovered from his attack of neuralgia
artd this morning he took a half hour's
walk on Pennsylvania avenue. He was
unaccompanied. He walked leisurrely and
upon his return to the White House felt
much refreshed. There is no change In
his plan to attend the unveiling of the
Grant monument at Philadelphia tomor-
row. But on account of the fact that he
must bear the strain of the journey and
attendance upon the exercises and func-

tions which have been arranged in Phila-
delphia, he decided not to receive general
visitors today. Only cabinet officers of
those who Siad urgent business with the
president were admitted. Captain Cogh-

lan wiH be in command of tne Raleigh
when President McKinley pays his vVlt
of stato to the cruiser at Philadelphia next
Friday. It has been determined that prior
to the ceremonial visit, If at all. no change
shall be made In the command as the re-

sult of the utterances of Captain Coghlan.
The president takes the ground thut It
would bo an unkind and unwarranted re-

flection on the officers and crew of the
ship to abstain from paying the visit,
which has been arranged for and occupies
a prominent place on the program.

WHAT DEWEY SAYS OF IT
