ARE COJIIXG IXTO WICHITA

By tho Carload Two and Three Times
a Day.

Probably 4,000 crates of strawberries
have come Into Wichita in the last three
days. There are simply loads and car-
loads. Yesterday morning the Frisco train
was nearly two hour late, simply having
waited to load up strawberries which are
coming in from Arkansas and southwest
Missouri. Saturday and Sunday 2,000 crates
were transferred heie for Denver and
western points. Tho 4,000 crates beside
have been for Wichita and tributary points
though most of them remain here. Tno
berry iias tumbled from 15 cents a box
a week ago, to elx for a quarter, and the
rush has just commenced. Every train
over teh Frisco from Joplin anl Mbnett
has an extra car loaded with berries.
There will be a greater rush this week.
Agent Stevens and his men of the Wells
Fargo are sitting up nlglits to handle the
business. Everybody can eat the delicious
fruit. Sunday Mr. J. C. Casey ate six
(boxes during the day. Sam" Hess ate
seven and Colonel Tolortook a crate home
with him, though he refuses to affirm just
how many ho ate. Within an hour, from
5 to 6, at least forty persons carrying
strawberries, passed the corner of Main
and Douglas. Every confection stand and
grocery window is piled full of straw-
berries and every up-to- pedestrian has
his arm full. Wichita is in the midst of
a strawberry festival.

The great
liberal-hearte- d people of America, and
their officials, are not unjust and their
mercy will give me an opportunity to fin-

ish out the 'better life that I began four
years ago, and in which I know that I
have proved my sincerity to all who have
known me in that time. I have paid over
and over again a double penalty for every
wrong that I ever did. I know the gen-
erous spirit of my friends, of the officers
of the law and the charity of even those
I may have wronged will not requre me,
after years of mental and physical tor-
ture, to suffer the anguish of a technical
penalty for a life that I have long since
deserted. I plead only for mercy. How-
ever my present trouble ends, I am com
ing back to my friends. I am oomincr back
to the noble-hearte- d people who are help-
ing me now and show to my utmost,
though humble effort, that their support
and sympathy has not been unworthily
bestowed.

I am
grateful beyond expression for the kind-
nesses already shown by the people of
Wichita, Arkansas City, Winfield, Okla-
homa and everywhere. I wish I could
tender my gratitude to all personally, but
I cannot now. I trust that this trouble
will end speedily. Mrs. Clawson joins
me in expressing gratitude to our friends.

Jlr. Fred Dold tjlakes a Xovel and
I'racticeable Chiiiie.

A new departure has been inaugurated
at the Dold packing plant which will
materially expedite business and add one
more feature to the already perfection
methods which have so thoroughly, disci
plined this institution.

The new movement is a private mail
service from the plant to the postoffice,
rendered necessary by the growing busi-
ness and the consequent additional cor-
respondence. For a year past the Dold
plant has had special service for its mail
matter, employing carriers, clerks, and
stenographers to handle the dally mail
matter.

ENOCH FfLESPROTEST

Wants the City Not to Pay

Judge Mitchell

SALARY AFTER APRIL 1ST

Keenan Gets the Contract for
Compiling Ordinances,

At the meeting of the city council last
night E. E. Enoch filed a protest against

rite city paying any salary to Judge
Mitchell after April 1. His protest was

written and based on the fact that a quo

warranto suit was now pending in the
district court to oust Mitchell and he
wanted to protest against the payment
of any further salary until the matter
was settled.

Chairman Sutton of the judiciary com-

mittee reported on the contract made for
compilation of the city ordinances. He
said that last week the majority of the
committee had awarded the contract to
Thomas Wilson for 57C9 over a bid by
Judge Keenen for $400. but that this was
done through some misunderstanding, it
being the idea of the committee that Mr.
Keenan had not bid upon the completed
work which the committee contemplated
and which tho council had asked. When
it was known that both men had agreed
to do the same work the matter was

(Mr. Sutton read a letter
from Mr. Wilson withdrawing his bid.
Mr. Wilson said that his bid of $700 was
made an estimate upon the cost of work
formerly done in that line. He said that
the council had twice before made an
order for a compilation of the city ordin-
ances in 1SS5 and 1SSS. For the three years
from X1SS5 to 1SSS there accumulated 2S4

ordinances, for which the compilers were
paid $515 in two warrants, one of $200 and
one of $315. Since 1SSS about 1051 ordin-
ances had accumulated and he figured
that If $515 was a reasonable fee for the
compilation of 2S4 ordinances he thought
$700 for the compilation of 1051 ordinances
was more than reasonable. But eeeing
that he as underbid and knowing that
the committee was pledged by the oath
of puhlic office to best conserve public
interests (by getting as much value re-

ceived for the money as possible, he with-
drew his bid.

The committee reported that a contract
had been signed with Judge Keenan for
$4S5 and he was given till the first of Oc-

tober to complete the work.
A motion was also made to instruct the

clerk to advertise for bids for printing
the compilation.

City Attorney Helm reported that he
had commenced suit in the district court
to annul the franchise of the Church
Street Railway company.

A petition was submitted asking that
the city scales now on Oak at the en-

trance to tho city park be removed to
Walnut and Eighth, and a motion to
grant the petition followed.
