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Inside History of the Fight for
Cuban Recognition.

CONGRESS WAS FLOODED

With Worthless Cuban Bonds

-- How the Game Was Beaten

Chicago, May 15. The paper said to be

closer to McKinley than any otaer in the
United States, the limes Herald, has the
following sensational editox'ial: Thomas
Estrada Palma, for many years "the del-

egate plenipotentiary and general agent

abroad" of the Republic of Cuba,
has been making some confessions to the
New York Evening Post which shed a
hindlight on the gravest peril and black-
est scandal which the United States es-

caped in Its relations and war with Spain.
Mr. Paima, about whose position there
has never been any doubt, now says there
was no junta ox body of men representing
the Cuban republic in the Unrted States.
He personally was "the sole representa-

tive of the revolutionists." Benjamin J.
Guerro, a tobacco merchant of New York,
was his treasurer, and Senor Gonzalo de

Quesada was the charge d'affaires of the
same mythical republic at Washington.

Having disposed of the Cuban junta thus
summarily, and no doubt truthfully, 3Ir.
Palma proceeds to efface all records of its
notorious bond jabbing operations in the
name of Cuban liberty, which came with-

in a breath of committing the United
States to a recognition of the elusive
Republic of Cuba, Mr. Palma says there
was less than 51,000,000 collected by him
and expended for the Cuban fund, but he
says nothing of those other paper millions
in bonds which Tomas Estrada Palma
bad paper authority to issue In the name
of the Republic of Cuba,

It was the latter fund, distributed with
lavish irresponsibility among newspapers,
politicians, senators and representatives,
that on Sunday, April 17, 1S93, brought the
United States to the verge of recognizing
the mythical Republic of Cuba, wfcose,

bonds were being hawked about Washing-

ton in return for votes for the Turpie res-

olutions. The inner history of those fate-

ful days, April 16, 17 and IS, 1S9S, has
never been written, and it can never be
told in all its secret plottlngs and rami-

fications without blasting the names of
some men who stand high in public life.

But it was onlythe exposure of the trap
that the Cuban junta ha-- baited with
millions of bonds of4 a paper republic that
saved the American congress from a
catastrophe to which the blowing up of
the Maine would have seemed a national
benefaction

Let us briefly recall tho situation. AprH
13 the house of representatives by a vote
of 190 to 147, refused to recognize the Cu-

ban republic and passed a joint resolu-
tion directing the president to intervene
and stop the war in Cuba with the pur-

pose of securing peace and establishing
a stable and independent government of
Cuba by Cubans.

"
The resolution went to the senate,

where it was actually torn to shreds dur-

ing the three days of debate and passion
and scandal that ensued. The trail of
Cuban bonds ran backward and forward
between the senate and the house. John
J. MeCook was ubiquitous as the repre-
sentative of tha men who wsro distrib-
uting bonds to bo redeemed at 40 cents
on the dollar if the Cuban republic was
recognized. The waves of that slimy sea
of speculation and corruption washed up
to the very steps of the White House,
which, to the honor, of President McKinley
and the glory of the rcputolic, they were
not permitted to pollute.

On April 16 the senate, by a vote of G7

to 21, passed the famous recognition reso-

lutions. After reciting the abhorrent
conditions in Cuba "that had shocked the
world, the destruction of the Maine and
the futile efforts made by the president to
secure peace, these resolutions declared
"That the people of tho island of Cuba
are and of right ought to foe free and in-

dependent, and that the government of
the United States hereby recognizes the
Republic of Cuba as the true and lawful
government of that inland."

All this resolution then needed was tho
acceptance of the house and the approval
of the president to saddle more than
$100,000,000 of bonds some issued at one
cent on the dollar, but the greater part
as premiums on corruption upon the peo-
ple of .Cuba. It would have been fruitful
of complications between the United
States and the Cuban insurgents. It
would have placed our armies in Cuba.
under the command of Cuban generals
as auxiliaries. And it .would have placed
us at the mercy of any negotiations for
peace which the Republic of
Cuba might have entered into with
Spain.

All day Sunday. April 17, there was con-
sternation throughout every responsible
branch of the government in Wash-ngton- .

Honest, clear-vision- men saw the rock
of shame and disaster on which Cuban
bonds were rushing congress. The same
influences that had stamped the senate
had undermined the goodl sense and prob-
ity of some Republican representatives.
It was known that 30 of the Republ'can
majority had been inoculated with the
recognition fever. If they went over in
a body to the Democratic minority of
147 it meant a majority of 17 for the calam-
ity of Cuban recognition.

President McKinley and Speaker Reed
worked together to save their country and
their party from the gulf of shame Into

hich the Democrats and a vx of
called ?t the tme "reencen- -
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the food more and

trados," were bent on precipitating them.
Governor, Tanner lent his aid to the vi-

cious cause in that day of peril by a tele-

gram in which he urged upon Hlinois
congressmen the necessiy for the imme-
diate adoption of the senate resolutions of
reccsmition.

But the president and he Republican
leades in the house proved equal to the
emergency. Th"e true character of the
Republic of Cuba was set before sena-
tors and congressmen The secret history
of the corrupt use of Cuban bonds was
placed in the hands' of Senator Burrows
and Congressman Grosvenor, who were
prepared to make it public on Monday be-

fore the vote was taken if it should be
deemed that nothing short of a national
scandal would save .congress from com-

mitting a national crime.
It was not, however, until the intima-

tion came straight from the White House
that President McKinley would assume
the desperate responsibility of vetoing any
recognition of the Cuban republic that the
leaders of the house were certain tha the
senate resolution could be defeated.

Republicans who did not hesitate at the
thought of precipitating this country Into
a war for the establishment of a paper
republic to vitalize $100,000,000 of worthless
bonds shrank from a vote in the face of a
veto that would be backed by the oxpo
sure of all the hypocrisy, fraud and cor-
ruption that lurked behind Senat5r Tur-pie- 's

recognition resolution. They realized
that the veto that killed recognition would
expose the folly of the turpitude of those
who favored It.

What followed is briefly told. Cn Mon-
day, April IS, congress was the scene of
the fiercest politica' struggle t ha5 known
since the war. Cuba, with all its wrongs
and sufferings, lay in the balance while
reckless and designing politicians and
speculators sought to commit Ame'ica. to
a policy of infamy. The roll call in the
house came on the motion of Congre-- f'

man Dingley to strike he words "and
that the government of the United Stales
hereby recognizes he Rcpub'ic of Cuba
as the true and lawful gove-nme- nt of that
island" out of the smate resolution nnd
w'lh one other omission of two vrords o
cmcur in the action of the senate. Four-
teen Republicans th c2 from llllnr.'?

Skaguay, Alaska, May 5, via Seattle,
Wash., May 13.-- 3T. A. H. Fysh and W.
Williams reached Dawson April 13 on foot
from Kotzebue Sound. Fish and Will-

iams formed two of a' party of eighteen
who left Iowa last summer and joined
the big rush which landed 2,000 men on
the various rivers of the Kotzebuo Sound.
The party established winter quarters GOO

miles up the Kowak river. After untold
hardships and labor they decided that
there was no gold in the country. . On
February 19 Fysh and WiHiams struck out
over the divide to the Koyukuk, thenco
to Dawson, a distance of 1,500 miles.

HE'DTflRN IT ON RAPISTS

To Make Sure of Guilt, and
the Mob Might Do the Rest,

Atlanta, Ga.. May 15. In a. sermon de-

livered here, Eisnop sines of the Afrcan
Methorlist Epi.op:il ehutch. South, voi;nl
voiced his sentiments against lynch law,
yet condemning in the severest terms the
negroes who commit the crime of rape.
"I want tb say today," said he. "that he

In all the catalogue of crime
I can imagine no deed more dastardly
no fiend more foul and infernal than the
beast who would outrage virtue and take
from a good woman the treasure of her
hjonor. Perhaps if a man were charged
with rape and I had an y from
heaven turned on him so I knew he was
guilty I would be willing to turn him over
to the mob."

ALTERNATIVE FOR LYNCHING

Prominent Southerner Wants Sum-
mary Aurt f.ir Xesro Rapist.

Washington, D. C, May 15. The award
in Louisville, of $50,000 damages to
a Kentucky nfgro who had suffered at
the hands of a mob looks like a move-

ment In the direction of a new order in
the south. The jury which brought in the
veridct was composed of white farmers,
all men above the average intelligence In
their own communities. A hundred such
verdicts might not break up mob rule in
the south, but every one of the hundred
would bring the better time a step nearer.
The trouble with this mode of regenera-
tion is that a southern mob with a negro
in hand usually makes its job complete,
and leaves nobody to sue for damages;
and it is hardly to the credit of the su-
perior race that few white men who have
suffered mob outrage have had the cour-
age to carry thoir troubles to the civil
side of the courts, where they will al-
ways have a better chance for fair treat-
ment than on the criminal side.

One reason which southerners hereabout
offer privately In defence of the intemper-
ate acts of mobs where negroes arc con-
cerned, but to Which they rarely give nu'b-li- c

utterance, is that the slow methods of
the courts, even if they convict and'even
if the sentence of death is actually car-
ried out. rob the (punishment of half 'As
effectiveness by g'ving the criminals a
chance to "got religion" and present to
their admiring observers the spectacle of
a thoroughly happy end to a life of vice
and crime. They sav that this sort of
thing has a most unwholesome effect upon
the criminally-Incline- d, because it fosters
in them tho idea that they can do any-

thing they choose, and yet siiep from the
scaffold into an eternity of bliss if time
enough i given thorn to make long pray-
ers and sing soul-stirri- hymns.

A few days ago Colonel Archibald Hop-

kins of this city published a suggestion
that in each southern state where lynch
law is prevalent it would be a clever idea
to establish by legislation a system of
drum-hea- d courts for the punishment of
assaults upon women. As an outline of
such fabric he suggests that tho governor
be authorized to appoint an officer in every
township, whose duty it shall be to sum-
mon, on the day the assault becomes
known, six citizens living nearest the
scene of the crime or of the capture of
the accused, and constitute them a special
jury; that this officer preside over the
jury and hold a summary trial, at wh'ch
tho prisoner may be heard, and may call
any witnesses within reach; and thad: the
samo functionary who served thus as
magistrate be given authority also to
execute the sentence pronounced In ac-

cordance with the verdict of the Jury, or
if the case Temain sufficiently involved In
doubt, to turn the prisoner over to the
sheriff till a further investigation can be
made.
