"Mrs. New is now charged with murder-

ing her mother and the storj Is being used
against the effort to secure a new trial. It
will take time, but mallard is right."

A dispatch from lSureke. sajs: The re-

cent verdict in the district court of Green-
wood county giving to Lewis and AV. II.
Becker, Laura O'lIaJr and Mary Kinsey
each a one-six- interest In the farm for-

merly owned by Emelia New, now serv-

ing sentence with George II. Dobbs for
the murder of her husband, ha revived
much of the talk prevalent in the Now
neighborhood in the summer of 1SS7, that
Emeia New "might have been the murder-
ess of her mother.

Mrs. Becker at the time of her death,
was living with her daughter, Mrs. New.
She had been in feeble health for soma
time, and In May, 3897, on the day previous
to her death, neighbors first noticed that
her condition snowed signs of arsenical
poisoning. She complained bitterly of the
medicine administered by Mrs. New, aug-
menting rather than diminishing her ail-rp-

Mrs. New ordered clothing pre-

pared for her mother's funeral and made
remarks to neighbors that indicated that
the day and hour of her mother's demise
hid been decided upon. That night Mrs.
Herker appeared much better. The fol-

lowing morning Mrs. (New gave her a
lirge dose of supposed medicine and she
died a few minutes later, showing every
Fmptom of poisoning. The body was
hurled early the following morning with-

out services and without a
examination.

Mrs. Ida L Moore, who was present at
New1 on the day before Mrs. Becker died
and on the day of her death, says "Mrs.
New gave her mother medicine which had
a tendency to make her very ill. I sug-
gested that a doctor bo summoned, but
Mrs. Now said it wasn't necessary. They
had me prepare doilies to bury her In the
d iv before she died and when there was
n" indication of death being nar at hand.
I was at the Ssrew house early in tho morn-

ing Mr. Becker died, and Mrs New and
her husband seemed in no way grieved
over tho death, but began making ar-

rangements for a burial as soon as pos-

sible. There was every symptom Of pelt-

s ming and several of us discussed the
matter quietly, not dating to openly de-

clare our belief for fear ISmelia and Joe
would do us harm. Dobbs did not come
oer to New's when Mts. Becker died
Mrs. New seemed much concerned over
Tiis absence bften mentioning it to the
neighbors present. "When Dobbs was told
nf Mrs. Becker's death he gave a short
inswer, saying, "A good riddance.' Mrs.
Becker was burled early the following
mnrning after she died.

Was l'ut OfTa Frisco Train nod Con-

tracted Consumption

T. J. Gaston of Hutchinson, got a ver-

dict for $13,000 damages for injuries to his
health allesexl to have been inflicted
through an act of railroad employes. The
verdict I3 against the St. Louis and San
Francisco Hallway company, and was for
the full amount asked by the plaintiff.
In getting all he asked, Mr. Gaston was
perhaps more successful that 95 per cent
of the people who sue railroads.

Mr. Gaston wns principal of the high
school of Liberty, Kansas, and was in
Wichita in October, 1S97. taking civil ser-
vice examinations for prinoipalship of m

schools. On the evening of October
26, 1S97, he claims to have gone to the
Union depot and asked for a ticket to Lib-ert-

over the Frisco road and to have
paid for such ticket. The agent gavo him
a ticket over the Santa Fe road. Gaston
put the ticket into his pocket without
looking at it. At train time no claims the
ticket agent directed him to the Frisco
train as his train. He got on the train and
when about six miles east of Wichitivthe
conductor came along to collect tickets.
Gaston handed him the ticket he received
from the agent at the Union depot and
tho conductor refused it as being a Santa
Te ticket and not good over the Frisco
road. Gaston explained tho circumstances
under which he obtained the ticket and
claimed it was a mistake of tho agent at
the Union depot. The conductor, neverthe-
less, "ejected Gaston from the train about
10 o'clock or later in the night and when
it was storming. Gaston says he walked
back to Wichita, reaching here about 1

o'clock In tho morning, thorougnly wet.
He contracted a cold which resulted in
pneumonia and this in consumption, with
which he is at present suffering. The
railroad company claimed that the Giston
ejectment came about through his own
negligence. That foe got the ticket that
he called for and deliberately took a
Frisco train awl soon after getting on
the train inquired of the brakeman if that
ticket was good over the Frisco road and
was informed that it was not good and
that he had better get off but that Gas-

ton replied he would wait till the con-

ductor came alons. ,
The trial occupied two entire days and

the jury was out some tea hours in de-

liberation. This time was occupied not in
arriving at a verdict, which was easily
reached, but hi answering the multitudi-
nous special ancNngs submitted by the
railroad company, the company having
submitted socio eighty-fo- ur special find-
ings, many of them most adroitly drawn.
It was a jury composed of some of the
best men in Sedgwick county. In the
amont this case makes a new
record in Sedgwick county. It is the
largest verdict ever given in this county
asrainst a railroad company and it is said
there was never but one rendered in the
state that was larger.

Delegates to Transmississippi
Congress to Consider

REPLACING FOREIGN SHIPS

By American Vessels in Mer-

chant Marine.

Concerning the subject of ocean ship-

ments in American ships and replacing
foreign ships, w hich will be one of the Im-

portant features of discussion in the
congress. Governor

Barnes of Oklahoma has addressed the
following letter to each of the territorial
delegates to the congress:

My Dear Sir: I am informed that at the
congress, to be held at

Wachita beginning May 31, resolutions
will be presented, memorializing the con-

gress of the United States to take up and
deal, In a broad, national and friendlj
wa, with the question of replacing the
foreign ships now engaged in carrjing our
imporis and exports by American bottoms.

The peopie Of this country are paying
two hundred million dollars every year in
this business, every dollar of which gees
to enrich foreigners at our expense. This
Is not a political, and least of all a parti-
san, question. It is a wholly industrial
question Just as much so as the improve-
ment of our rivers and harbors an In-

dustrial and commercial subject, and, if
congress can be pressed to take up and
deal with the subject in the proper waj.
it seems to me it would be most materially
advancing the welfare ofvthe whole nation,
particularly the great granary of the west,
of which we are a part, quite as much as
those right on the seaboard.

I trust that you will give this question
careful consideration and, if In your judg-

ment said resolutions will be for the best
interests of commercial prcspeity of the
west, that you will aid in securing their
adoption by the pi con-
gress.
