the lownf. a constant succession of funerr
als threading a passage throjgh littered
streets all day long. There is still a .arge
number of unburied dead and but for the
fact that a large number of coilino failed
to arrive today, it is likely the numbcf
of funerals would have been close tt
fifty. The number of known dead was
increased by one, Henry Larson, a boy
about 14 years of age, the son of a laborer,
and two of the injured died. Ten bodies
stfll remain unidentified. All of these have
been counted in the list of the dead count-
ed yesterday. Four bodies were found
today, those of Mrs. Kate Haiwkins, Willie
Hughes, John Prior and Larson. The,
Hawk.ns family, consisting of Mr. and
Mrs. Hawkins and three children, is wiped
out, with the exception of Mr. Hawkins,
who is seriously injured and whose re-

covery is very doubtfuL Mrs. Joseph
Brockway and Thomas Stevenss died to-

day of their injuries.
The work of clearing up the town was

undertaken in a systematic manner this
morning and decided progress was made.
The numerous dead animals lying around
were all buried early in the aay. The Jlres

nvhich had been smouldering for thirty-si- x

hours were extinguished, and a number of
cellars In which dead bodies were supposed
To be were cleared up. The militia kept
a strict guard around the edges of the
devastated district and none who could not
show excellent authority for admission
was allowed inside the lines. Supplies
have been coming in all day from all direc-

tions and there is no scarcity of anything
to eat. Bedding is not too plentiful, and
blankets are needed. Food was so plenti-
ful today that the relief committee made
a large sum of money selling sandwiches
and bread. All the funds derived from
this source of revenue were turned over
to the general fund, and from this source
alone nearly ?300 was derived. The relief
committee has received tenders of money
from various sources amounting to about
$5,00). Enough additional money is in
sight, it is said, to supply all immediate
demands for cash. A number of tents
were put up today for the wounded and
more will be erected tomorrow.- - It is pro-

posed to move as many as possible of the
injured into them and relieve the crowded
condition of the hospitals, which are
rather limited in capacity. All of the
wounded were doing well today and no
more immediate deaths are looked for.

St. Paul, Minn., June 14. John F. Wells,
who was brought up from New Richmond
on one of today's early relief trains, died
later in the day at St. Joseph's hispotai.

CLOUDBURST IN TEXAS

Ranchers Irowncd and the Southern
I'acsiie Ont in Two.

St Louis, !Mo., June 14. A special to
the Republic from San Antonio, Texas,
says: A cloudburst occurred in the moun-
tains north of Spofford Junction last night
about midnight. The immense volume of
water rushed down the mountain side,
sweeping everything before it and con-

verting dry arroyos and small creeks and
rivers into raging torrents and completely
flooding the valley and level country be-

low. At the sheep ranch of II. L. Butler
every living thing was swept away and
the entire Butler family, consisting of fa-

ther, mother and two children, are re-

ported to have perished. Henry Carver,
on the cattle ranch lower down, was
drowned. The Southern Pacific track was
washed away in half a dozen places and
two large bridges were completely de-

stroyed. At 1 o'clock this morning the
"bridge over the Pinto river was swept
away. The water is flowing four feet
deep over the track in many places. The
Southern Pacific westbound Mexico and
California trains were turned back at
Cline this morning. The trainmen report
that the "wires are down and that the
water is still pouring over the track with
tremendous force. The distance between
the two main washouts is about twenty
miles and it is imopssible to ga'n any idea
of the extent of the damage between these
two points. There are many rumors of
loss of life below the railroad, but it is im-

possible to get particulars until the water
subsides. It is certain, however, that
there has been great damage to cattle
and sheep ranches along the streams that
arc now so swollen.

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King Kicks Because Sugar Is

THEN ROASTS HIGH TARIFF

Alleging That It Is the "Moth-

er of All Trusts."

Washington, D. C, June 14. Mr. Henry
0. Havemeyer, president of the American
Sugar Refining company, was examined
by the Industrial commission today in
connection with its investigation of trusts.
His testimony related almost wholly to

the sugar industry and he opened with a
vigorous attack upon the customs tariff,
which he declared was the "mother of all
trusts," becoming such by providing "an
inordinate protection to manufactured
articles." The attack was made in a writ-
ten statement which he read. Mr. Have-
meyer asserted th SX a tariff of 10 per cent
was as high as any tariff should be. He
contended that sugar is discriminated
against in the tariff in the interest of the
Louisiana cane growers and the sugar-make- rs

and the sugar-growe- of the Ha-

waiian islands. To these Interests, he con
tended, the United States contributed

which was taken out of the pockets
of the people. The protection on sugar
amounted to only & of a cent a pound,
or about 3 per cent ad valorem. It ought
to be twice as much. "What the sugar
refining business has paid or ispaylng
represents nothing more than an adequate
return on the capital invested," he Jaid.
What congress should have done was to
have put an internal revenue tax on the
American production of sugar.

The representations made in congress
concerning the trust, he declared, were
untrue, and if it were a fact that the reo- -

ple suffered from trusts they must biame
the protective tariff system beyond the
of a cent given. He admitted freely that
the company did aH possible to advance
its own business interests. He did not
think tho corporations were under obli-

gations to the different states, but that
the reverse was true.

"Capital and labor," he stated, "would
all adjust themselves if let alone. The
onlv wav to prevent competition," Mr
Havemeyer testified, "was to eep prices at
a minimum not necessariiy i nthe inter-
est of the consumer, but as a matter cf
business." He further referred to the
trust laws of some of the states as pre-

miums on dishonesty, specifying ti.e Mis-

souri law. There were always two classes
of people in a community the'indusrr'ous
and those who wanted to live iff them.

Mr. avemeyer said the American com-

pany was capitalized for much less than
it was worth. "But for the clamor against
trusts," he said, "It could be sold for three
times its capitalization. Yet he thojght,
the refineries could be duplicated for

or $40,000,000. The present capaeity
of the trust is 45,000 barrels a day and
the output 30,000. e thought the trut was
refining abiut 90 per cent of the sugar re-

fined in the United Statos.
The witness spoke freel yof the methods

of the company In presorvmg and extend-
ing its business. Of the earlier history of
the enterprise, he said he did not fight
the" Harrison refinery at Philadelphia.
"But we had to light Spreckels when he
came into the field with his enormous
plant. We had to do that or suspend our
dividends. AVe went into the fight and we
kept it up until wo got the refinery."

per cent of the business. "It was a part
of Our policy to put prices down and let
the opposition take the result, whatver
it may be. Every sale made by the oppo-

Mr. Have-
meyer then went on to say that what the
company did it did not do for motives of
philanthropy that i,t had its own share-
holders to protect. "Anybody can buy our
stock," he continued, "and as a conse--
quence the public owns the stock.

REBELS BREAK AND RUN

Field Strewn With Good Filipino-

s-Next Fight 'at I m us. .

ManUa, June 14. (S:15 a. m..) Bafore
dark last night, the Fourteenth infantry
swam the Zapote river, charged and car-

ried the trenches, a heavy rusHade of ar-

tillery pnfiring tho way and clearing the
crossing. Tho insurgents broke for the
woods before the Fourteenth reached
them. Almost at the same time the Ninth
and the Twelfth crossed a bar of the sea
and came up on their left flank, at a point
where a body of marines with Maxim
guns landed under protection of the ships'
batteries and fired upon the enemy's left
rear with a demoralizing effect. The
Twenty-fir- st crossed the river by a bridge
as soon as it could be mended. Sixty-fiv- e

dead Filipinos were found in the trenches,
motit of them shot through the head. Sev
eral smooth bore guns were cap-

tured, with ammunition marked "U. S.
Navy Yard." After crossing tho river the
troops were withdrawn, with the excep-

tion of the Ninth and Twenty-firs-t, these
regiments being left with four guns to
guard the bridge. While hey were being
placed two companies of the insurgents
commenced to fire volleys from the bam-
boo jungle 300 yards away. The regiments
formed In line rapidly, and coolly, though
under fire, rushed to the wood;, driving
the enemy a mile away, the Filipinos dis-
puting every foot. The Fourteenth en-

camped across tho river, the men caring
for many of tho Filipino wounded. Eight
prisoners were injured. The majority of
the Filipinos wore red uniforms.

4:40 p. m. The Filipinos retreated sev-

eral miles southward after yesterday's
engagement to the strongly fortified town
of Imus. The shelling of tho American
warships drove the rebels from Bacoor
so tne Americans control several more
miles of the coast. General Lawton, with
his staff and a troop of tho Fourth cav-

alry, started to ascertain the nature of
the Insurgents' position. He rode five
miles along the coast to Baooor, without
discovering the enemy. He found the
town full of white flags, but there wore
no soldiers there. The women and chil-

dren, who had fled to the woods luring the
birnbardment, were camping m the ruins
of their home3. The shells had almost
knocked theHown to pieces. The oig church
was wrecked and many buildings were
ruined.
