YALE-HARVA- BOAT RACE

All Ajrreo That Yalo lias tho Setter
Show to IV u.

New London, Conn., June 23. Singular
as it may seem, there appears to be per-
fect unanimity of feeling at the Yale
and Harvard headquarters tonight as to
the probable outcome of the three races
which the college crews will row tomor-
row. Both agreo that Yale, barring ac-
cidents, has the better chance in the
great 'Varsity race, that will be rowed
lor four miles down the Thames just
before sundown. It is also admitted by
both that trjc Yale Freshmen crew will not
have the same advantage over Harvard
in tho race of two miles up the river in
the forenoon, while, as for the four-oare- d

race between the 'Varsity substitutes,
over a two-jnil- course after the Fresh-
man race. Harvard has certainly the
peference.

Tho facilities for viewing tho race are
far better than ever flJefore. Instead of
one otosrvatlon train on th right bank
of the river, there will "bo long trains on
either bank. The police arrangements this
year are also Improved, through the kind
offices of the treasury department, and
there will be ibut little crowding of boats
at the finish near the bridge, a disagree-
able feature in bygone yeares. That there
will be a great ilect ot boats to wit
ness the contest is assured, for already
tonight a dozen or more steam yachts
have taken positions above the bridge,
while the auxiliary cruiser Prairie, which
steamed into the harbor, looms up ma-
jestically.
