The exercises st Scuth Riverslde wers
perhaps the most (nleresting, as a spien~
did program was given and Sauford's
Commercial band was stationed there and
diacoursed excelient mtsic througbout the

“~day. Promptiy at W o'clock Rev. Von
Herrlich dellvered the invocatlon, after
which the band played a patrioiic selec-
tion and City Clerk Amos MoClain read
the Declaration of Indepepdence in 4 mas-
terful manner, which was greatly appre-
ciated by the audience.

Misg Gertrude Bull's pantomime “The
B:ar Bpangled Banner.” was one of the
finest attractions of the program. Mrs
Col. Bryanl sang a song as accompani-
ment for the pantomime, whils Miss Ger-
trude Calhoua played the instrumental
musle. In response (o an encore Miss Bull
recited “Over There In Kansas ™

Miss Gall Button's recital, “Our Na-
tion's Dead,” was given with the grace
and finish of elocution and oratory. She
waa encored but did not respond.

Captain Burgess, g orator of the day,
was received with applause. He spoke for
thirty minutes and his address was heart-
Iy cammended. Capiain Burgess said:

KILLED AT ARKANSAS CITY

Yesterday Afternoon by J. M.
Mack of Winfield.

Yesterday sfternocon about 8 o'clock a
young man by the name of Humphrey of
Harper, Kan., was ghot and lnstantly kill-
ed in Arkansas Clity, by Jim Mock, a bar-
ber of Winfleld. Nobody knew what the
trouble was sbout. Mock drove over to
Arkansas City from Winfleld, put his
team Into & feed stable and jeft two guns
in his buggy. He walked away but return-
ed In about fifteen minutes and took one
of the guna. A few minutes afterward he
met Humphrey on the street and shot him
through the heart. As sonn as Humph-
rey feil Mock started to run. People in
the crowd grabbed at him and made him
dodge about till he stumbled over a col-
ored boy and fell with his head agninst
& tslegraph pole, brufsing and cutting bis
face and forehead. Before he could get
up he was surrounded and his gun taken,
Mr., Amos Bray, a traveling man, who
came up from Arkansas Clty after the
shooting, sald that it was reported about
the streets that the crowd, In which
wera a number of Humphrey's friends,
called for a rope and would have hung
Mock kad not Bheriff Daniels been pres.
ent to take him in hand

Nobody knew what the trouble was
about. According to what Mr, Bray
beard there was no quarrel when the
shooting took place. It Is thought that
some old grudge led to the killing.
Mocks preliminary hearing will occur to-
day.
