Close Dull But Firm—The
Financial Situation.

———

New York, July 3.—Today's stock mar-
ket comtinued narrow and professional
but there was an wdm
tone of thé speculation. In thesdate mar-
ket a rather active buying movement set
in and prices rose to the top leval of the
day, gaining a point or over as compared
with last night's prices in many cases
Thers was an early reaction which was
encouraged by the violent slump of =2
polnts in New York Alr Brake and an ex-
treme drop of five polnts in Consolidated
Gas. Therc esemed to be an entire abd-
sence of commission house buying, and
London, although prices of Americans had
besn advanced thers, refrained from oper-
ating here. Tho course of the forelgn ex-
changs market with reference to the
sasler money conditions abroad was close.
Iy watched and when sight sterling and
cables were seen to be ylelding it afford-

ed considerable relief from apprehenal

of gold exports. The fact that the Bank
of England refalned from advaneing Its
ate of discount was taken as evidence
that the threatened money stringency Is
about over there. Money worked easler
In New York, but continued above the
rates prevalling at (nterior poinis. There
was some growth of a conviction that
money was not to become cheap for a
considerable period yet, owing to the
peeds of the very active trade and the
coming movement of ths cropa. The
heavy Increases of banking deposits at
some of the large financial centers of the
country are now understood to be due to
the great combinations of Indusiries and
the resulting readjustments in business
methods, which have, It s bellaved, re-
duced resources at some smaller polnts In
a degres corresponding to the Increass st
the great centers. There was some con-
tinved uneasiness also over evidences of
unrest ampngst WwWage earners. The
strength of the local ftraction stocks
helped to dissipate this feeling. Brookiym
Rapld Transit and Manhattan geined
about a polnt net, and cash saies of Met-
ropolitan were made at 32-¢ over last
night. This stock also sold ex-rights of
subacription to new stock, at a uniform
level of 13 polnts below the cakh sales,
Comsolidated Gag recoversd all of its ear-
Her loms, and New York Alr Brake all
Hut 2 polnts.
