cess to 3ie Klondike the J ease of a harbor
nvould seem to meet the practical needs
of Canaoa. On the other hand tho Sat-
urday Review voices the feeling of a

section of ih& public In pointing
out that by accepting the suggested set-

tlement Canada debars herself from again
raising the question of territorial right,
and becomes a mere licensee, where eho
claims to be the owner Jn fee staple.
Many think the proposed compromise
would lead to endless complications, an-

noyances, acU of retaliation and attempts
on one side to exceed their own or restrict
the ether's rights. Under the proposed
compromise, the Saturday Jtevlow thinks,
Canada ought in no event to "surrender
her rights in International law unless she
concurrently receives considerable conces-
sions from the United States on other
questions before the commission.

The Saturday Review proceeds to claim

frantically and economically, and has no

STRIKE

H?s Become a Mere Side
Issueat Cleveland,

BOYCOTT ISTHEMAIN'SHOW

Strikers Have Small Trades-

men Scared to Death.

Cleveland, O., July 29. Although order
has been practically restored within the
city, the railroad strike has resolved
itself into a general boycott of the Big
Consolidated company and everybody whj
rides upon Its cars. Apparently the strik-
ers have the sympathy and active co-

operation of all the labor organizations
in the city. Not only are merchants be-

ing punished for riding on the tabooed
cars, but they are warned against selling
goods to other people who do ride, on
threat of losing tho trade of union men.
Instances are given In which druggists
have refused to sell medicines to people
who are accused of patronizing the Big
Consolidated, and physicians have been
boycotted for riding on the cars while
going to see their patients. Tho boycott
Is mose severe on the small dealers, who
do business on streets that are populated
by union men and their sympathizers. A
number of these merchants have publish-
ed advertisements today, offering rewards
ranging from $25 to ?5B for reliable evi-
dence that they or any of their clerks
or relatives have ridden on the cars slnca
tho strike began, and a number of com-
munications have been sent to the papers
by physicians, grocers, butchers und oth-
ers, protesting their Innocenso of the
charge of having patronized the railroad
dorapany. A3 yet tho big retail merchants
have not felt the effects of the boycott
severely, though It Is said some of them
have been requested to forbid their clerks
to ride on the cars. Thousands of work-
ing people are going to and from their
homes In busses of every kind and de-
scription, from huckster wagons to tally-hoe-s,

and in certain sections of the city
tho cars run with fow passengers. This
Is not true of tho Euclid, Cedar, Central
and "Wade Park avenue lines, which run
through the best parts of the east end.
There the cars are pretty well filled.

The boycott of the troops has aroused
the Ire of Adjutant General Axllne, who
says there Is a state law to punish per-
sons who Interfere with the militia. Thero
is one section of the statutes which pro
vides a maximum penalty of $1,003 fine
and six months imprisonment for every
person who tries to persuade or discharge
a man of tho National Guard from re-
sponding to a call for riot duty. Gen-
eral Axllne says tho boycott and tho
threat of certain employers to put on the
blacklist those employes who turned out
wit hthe militia are covered by thi law,
and ho threatens to institute prosecutions
against dealers if the boycott is contin-
ued. He says also that nctions may bo
begun under the civil rights law, and he
sent several soldiers to a restaurant to-

day for dinner with the express purpose
of beginning such an action against tho
proprietor if he refused to serve thm.

The police have bgun to deal with the
rioters more severely. Heretofore they
have been arraigned for misdemeanors.
Hereafter they will be charged with fel-
ony. Ono prisoner was bound over to tho
grand jury today on the charge of stone-throwin- g.

The maximum penalty for that
offen--- e is three years Imprisonment in
the penitentiary. Two other prisoners
were arraigned on the charge of placing
obstructions on a street railroad track.
Tho maximum penalty for that offense !?
eight years In the penitentiary. This ac-

tion was taken by the police on tho order
of Mayor Farley, who Insists that the
rioters have been dealt with too leniently
In the police courts.

NO UNHOLY PARTY TIES

For This Devout Seeker After

the Governorship. v--

Toledo, O., July 23. Mayor Jones today
gave an open letter to the peoplo of Ohio,

explaining his position as an Independent
candidate for governor. The folllwlng la

the letter in part:
"I believe in all of the people and am,

therefore, a man without a party. I be-

lieve in the people, not as partisans, not
as Democrats, not as Republicans, not
os Papulosts or Prohibitionists or Union
Reformers, but as people, as men, as
brothers and sisters, having common in-

stitutions, common interests and common
needs. This is what I mean when I de-

clare for equal opportunities for all.
"Believing this to be a foundational

truth. I therefore declare that I will never
again wear the label of any party or
claim political loyalty to anything than
all of the people.

"Inthls way I shall always be free to
vote and act for principles. Tha whole
people shall always have the first claim
oa my service and affection, rather than
a fragment of them named a political
party.

"There are many indications that the
present is the time for an Independent po- - I

lltlcal campaign ofeducatlon In Ohio. On
June 10 the Republican convention met la
Columbus and named a ticket that many
thought was practically arranged by two
men, the people having no choice in the
matter. On the same day a convention
of worklngmen representing all parts of
Ohio, was held in Columbus. Theso
worklngmen formulated a platform set-
ting forth the relief they hope for and
demand through political action. Every
demand of their platform is strictly in
the line of progress, and no candidate for
office who does not believe in the princi
ples therein set forth should lay any
claim to the votes of tho worklngmen of
Ohio. The Republican convention ignored
the demands of the convention of work-
lngmen. Ignored even their presence in
the city.

"Not long after, the Democratic stata
committee met to arrange the cay for
the state convention, and its actios was
worse, if possible, than that of the Re-
publicans. Realizing that there was a
strong sentiment in the state for inde-
pendent political action, they set the date
of the convention so late that it would ba
impossible to get an Independent ticket
Into tho field after the Democratic con-
vention, their purpose evidently being to
compel the people to choose between the
two old parties.

"In view of thlq situation. I announce
that fqr the purpose of testing the quality
and extent of tho sentiment for an Inde-
pendent candidate, I invite those who
feel that such a move should be made, to
write to me for blank petitions of correct
legal form upon which to secure signa-
tures petitioning the secretary of stato to
place the name upon the ticket By care-
ful study ofthe responses to this letter
we shall be ablo to decide whether tho
sentiment is sufficiently pronounced to
warrant so great an undertaking.

The Hague, July 23.- -3 p. nv-T- he, Inter-

national peace conference met for Its
final sitting today, when It was announc-

ed that sixteen states had signed the ar-

bitration convention: fifteen the other
two conventions; seventeen tho declara-

tion prohibiting the throwing of projec-

tiles or explosives from balloons: sixteen
th declaration prohibiting tho use of as-

phyxiating gas, and fifteen tha declara-.tlo- n

prohibiting the use of expanslYu bul-

lets.
A letter was read from the queen cat

Holland to the pope, asking his moral
support of the conference. The pope's re
ply, which was read, preealsod
tion, recalled the fact that he had many
times performed the function of arbi-
trator, and assured her majesty that, la
spite of his present abnormal position,
the pope would continue to seek the ad
Yaneament of cMHxation.

Baron Do Staal delivered the farewell
address, thanking-- tha ropresentaUtes of
foreign states. He said the work adeem-pllshe- d,

while not as complete as stint
be desired, was sincere, wise and BfaaU
cbl. The great principles of the sover-
eignty of Individual states and rnteraa
t!onaI solidarity, apparently sa oppoatag.
had been reconciled by what tfc4y had ac-

complished. Be affirmed th&C tn time ta.
come Institutions which had their ftflfta
in the need of concord would be the dom-
inating influence, and that thus tha work
of tha conference was truly meritorious.

The !h"6 declarations prohtbttinjr the
throwing of explosives from balloon, the
use of asphyxlatln projectiles and tha
use of dnrndum bullets were not signed by
Germany. Austrin-TIunrar- y, China, Eng-
land. Italy. Japan, Luxembourg, Berrla. or
Switzerland, and the United States sign-
ed only tho declaration rerardtns tha
throwing of explodves from baOoosi.
