The is the only electric elevator in the
city, with the exoeption of Cash -Hender-
sous and it ls the only one of the kind
west of the Missour! river. It is known
s the Otis Electric Elevator, 1598 patern
It is made by the elevator trust recemtly
formed, and is the cheol foea lo shrdi
formed and is the cholce of ail the ele-
vators made by the different firms that
have been bought in by the trust. It

bas many advantages over the other ele-
Yalors, especially in the light welght of
of the cage, and the extra capacity of the
carriage. The cage weighs only &5
pounds, and hax a capacity of 20
pounds. The elovator Is belng placed In
the Inge south room of the bullding Just
back of the center.

Grand Preparation for Open-
ing Day Sept 12

When the students arrive at the
Friends’ University for the beginning of
the fall termn, which opens September 12,
they will enter the magnificert building
through the large, newly finished east
entrance, one of the prettlest pleces of
stone architecture in Kansas. While the
University bullding bas been in use for
several years, it had never been finished
aa far south as this main entrance, and
the real beauty of the building has mot
heretofore bean noticed by the public or
the students who bave been in at{end.
ance at the University. Duoring the sume
mer vacation the work of remodeling tho
bullding and the fint=hed
part as far south and Including the main
entrance haa been going on and Is now
about completed. The immense hallways
end the sudience roomn on the west, the
president's room on the right of the maln
entrance, and ths ysung peopie’'s socdety
room on the left of the main entrance,
and the spacious corridors are belng fin-
ished with the best quality of hard pine
in oil, and piastersd with the famous
Blackwell agatite cement plaster, which
Is almost as hard as stone. This cement
will be covered with a cont of plaster
paris, giving the interior of the bullding
a cleanly appearance.

COLORED PREACHER KILLED

At Maryville, Missouri, While Resist-
Iog Arrest—ile Feared Lyoching

Maryville, Mo, Aug. 30.—Rev, Willlam
Johnston, former pastor of the African
Baptist church of Maryville, and even-
gelist of the Colored Baptist church of
Kaneas and Missour), was killed at 6
o'clock Lhis evening by Officer John Wal-
lnce, while resisting an attempt to take
him to jall. Jobnston was convicted this
afternoon of having made indecent pro-
posals on Monday to Mrs. Alice Darton,
& respectable white w n, and was sen-
tenced to nine months in the Nodaway
county fall. He made a gun play on Con-
stable Noah Jennings this morning, while
trying to get away .,and was disarmed.
It developed that he had another gun,
however, There was someé talk of Iynch-
ing him last night, and he was scared
and desperste. When he came down-
stairs from court this evening & crulous
erowd was standing at the bottom of the
stalrs, On reaching the bottom of the
stairway he began to back away from the
officers with his hand on his pistal pock.
e, declaring that he would rather e
right there than go to jall and be lynech-
ed. Officer Wallace presented his pistol
and told him he must coma The negro
drew his pistol so far from his pocket
that ¥ caught In his belt and the officer
immediately fired. Johnston startad to
run and Constable Jennings fired after
him. The negro had trouble In getting
holdof his pistol and he turned and fired
twice on his pursuers. He staried to run
agaln but fell dead In front of the Real
Estate bank.

Johnston ia the eolored man who ore-
ated much comment by saying, a short
time ago, at a mesting of negro preach-
ers In Leavenworth, Kan., ithat the ne-
Eroes must organize, arm and kill those
who I¥ynch their brethren.

OMcer Wallace has not been arrested.
Maryvilic negroes are very bltter tonight
and threaten to gel revenge,

THINKS THERE'LL BE WAR

Brisish Agest Calle It 8 Case of Old
Crowd and Young Crowd,

Beattie, Wash., Aug. 30.—David L. Wii-
son, who clalms to be an agent of the
British government, and to have Import-
ant papers for the home office, has ar-
rived here enrouts to London from the
Transvasl. Mr Wilson says he has no
doubt that there will be & war.

“I bave been three years In the Trans-
vaal,"” sald he, “and know the leaders of
the Bosr government well, President
Kruger doas not want war., He is now
an oM and infirm man. As such, he has
not the control of the cabinet that he
md once. The cabinet is composed of
young hlood, who want Independence, anml
who, T may say, will never give up until
they have elther attained it or been wiped
out of existence by the English forces,
This Is why I say there will be war. The
story sent out that Goneral Joubert has
found that the reserve shells In the Pre-
torin forts are insffective s probably
true, A partial knowledge of the fact has
been known for same time In Britlsh
ministerial circles. There will be no
troubla in replacing the ammunition,
however. Genernl Joubert, 1 know per-
eommlly, 18 opposed to war. He will lead
the Boer forcos wilen war comes. He is
o fighter and n man of courage, and will
simply be a sacrifice ¢to his ambition.
When the blow Is struck It will be a fatal
one In the Transvaal. The British have
for months been massing troops and are
practically ready at this time, If neces-
sity demands immediate action.™

The quotas of the
nther states are nearly all foll. The field
commirsions in the volunteer estahiish-
ment have been distriboted with the ex-
peption of one lsutenant eoloneley “and
ten majorities. The president bas made
a small list from which these appoint-
ments will be made and it l= expected
the result will be announced in a few
days. The governors of the states which
contributed coiored troops to the volun-
teer army in the war with Spain have
been requested by the secreiary of war
to nominate company officors for |the
colorsd voluntesr regiment to be organiz-
o for service in the Philippinea. Colonel
Willlam P. Duvall, of the Tweniy-sxth
infantry, will most probubly have chuarse
of the propoced regiment. The other regi-
mental officers will be secured from the
regular service and there i a general
understanding that most If not all the
eompany officers will be appeinted fram
the colored regiments whbich rendered
auch galant and efficient service in the
batties of El Caney and Ban Juan Hill

Mr. Bayres sues for a divoree from his
wife, Huldah, to whom he wmas married
fn 1889, He says that Mrs. Bayers has
“nagged” him and for more than six
years she has been petulant, pevish. and
fauittinding towards him, belittling him
in the minds of his children and In the
language of the pelilion, has made his
home a veritable hell

Mr, and Mrs. Bayre: have boen blesred
with a large family of children. mostly
boye. Mr. Bayres allegea that he hao
been the victim of a great deal of abuse
and cruelty at the hande of his wife and
has recelved a4 few beatings from the
older boys wirich was administered at the
instigntion of Mrs. Sayres. The boys
could mot bave handled the old gentle-
man had he not been rick at the time
ho was mistreated. Mr. Sayres haas been
sick home, he save that while his wife
wis robust and healthy , she would not
give him food and medicine. This was In
1888, He says his wife got mad and tum-
ed the boya agninst him and that Wil-
Hinm and Clinton beat him and threw him
inte a glass and soverely cut his head.

In 15897, it alleged, Mr. Sayres and he
wife, for +ths purpcse of borrowing
money of R. Richards ex~cute! chattel
morigage on some of plaintiffs pronerty.
Mrs. Bayres afterwanrds claimed that she
did not sign the morigage and that her
hushand had forged her name. It Is fur.
ther alleged that Mra, Sayres falsely
stated that her husband was crazy and
that she intended to hmave him adjudged
Intane, Mr. Sayres claims that this sue-
cusation waas mnade for the purpose of
having a guardian appointed and to get
his ponslon money and property. MM
Sayres in =ald to have falsely and mmil-
clously aeccused her hushand of being
drunk. He saye he has not been drunk
at all. He says she has accused him of
gambling. Mr. Sayres says the acousa-
tion was false.

Mr. Bayres asks the court for a decrea
of divorce and care and custody of the
twins,
