for a period of thirty years, payable at
any time after ten years at the option of
the town of Alva. No person shall be
entitled to vote at said election unuless
he be in all respects a qualified elector
and tho owner of real or personal prop-
erty subject to taxation within the town
of Alva."

In a Former News Dispatch,

But This Is Now Disputed.

Guthrie, O. T., Eept 2. It was recently

stated in the Eagle "that the authorities
at Washington had held that the efctry.

man had ten years to make final proof

and payment. The statement was taken
from a letter to the editor of the Man
Chester Journal, and was accompanied

with an assertion fro mhim that the nil
tog or opinion applied to the entrymen In

the Cherokee Strip. In his letter Mr. W
A. Richards, acting commissioner, said
"As proof and payment must be made
at ithe same time, and as extension of
payments have been given .extensions
were correspondingly given on time in
which to make proof. Therefore, where
tho entry was made prior to July 26, 1S94,

the entryman has ten years from date
of entry to make final proof and payment
if the entry is for ceded .Indian lands, and
eight years If for other lands."

The Interpretation put upon this by the
Manchester Journal is disputed at the
Alva land office and the Alva Courier ex
plains the matter at length in thi3 way:

"On July 26, ISM, congress passed an
act extending time for making final proof
and payment "for all lands located under
ftho homestead laws of the United States
for tho period of one year from
the time of proof and payment would be
come due under existing laws. At tn
time of tho passage of said act the time
provided iby congress in which proof and
payment should be made under the home
stead laws was seven years from the date
of entry or filing. lAnd the act extending
the time one year, made the time of proof
and payment required of all who had filed
prior to July 26, 1HH, including said day,
eight years ifrom date of filing. All others,
that is, those who filed since July 2C,

ISM, will have seven years from date of
filing in which to make proof and pay-

ment. The letter ifrom Aslant Commis-
sioner Hon. W. A. Richards, does not and
was evidently not intended to cover or re
fer io the lands In the Cherokee Outlet
which were purchased by the government
of the Cherokee Indians.

"Other acts of congress expending time
of payments, as the act of October 20,

1B93, and of March 2. 1S95, and of June 10.

1S96. June 7, 1S97 and July 1. 1E9S. were all
special in their provisions and applied to
lands ceded by the various Indian tribes
located in Oklahoma, and which were al-

ways named in the act. As for example,
tho act of October 20, ISM. after the

clause Teads as follows: That the
homestead settlers on the 'Absentee
Shawnee, Pottawatomie and Cheyenne
and Arapahoo lands in Oklahoma Terri-
tory be. etc..' and the act of March 2, ISS3.

used identically the same language. And
the act of July 1, 1S98, provides 'that the
settlers who purchased with the condi-

tion annexed of actual settlement on all
ceded Indian reservations be, etc.'

"In a word, the only act of a general
character expending the time of proof and
payment, is tho act of July 26, 1S94, above
referred to, and Is tho only act. In our
judgment. wth a reference to tho time
in which proof and payment must be made
that is applicable to the Cherokee Outlet.
Now, section 2291. revised statutes United
States, provides that an must
make proof within stven years. But as
the settler must reimburse the Govern-
ment for the sums he paid for this land,
and as proof and payment must be sim-

ultaneous, or made at the same time, and
as the act of July 26, ISM, extended the
time for making .final proof and payment
one year, therefore all those who filed
prior to July 25, ISM, have eight years,
and all others seven years, from date of
fittng In which ito make proof and pay-

ment. It all really depends on the mann-
ing of the word ceded. The Cherokee
Outlet was gotten by direct purchase and
Rale and was not ceded fty the Indians
as a result of treaty stipulations. Web-

ster defines ceded to mean: 'To yield or
surrender: to give up; to resign; as, cede
a fortress, a province, or country, to an-

other nation, by treaty.' As the Outlet
was not gotten In thH manner it does not
come under the head of ceded lands."

Ijondon, Sept 2. With so many ma-

terial signs of the increase of American
leaven in English life, it is small wonder
that ithe press and people are paying
special and. in some instances, hysterical

attention to this menace to Insular hab-

its. The height of this feeling is per-

haps best Illustrated by the remark of
a'n English jockey, who, seeing last
Tuesday, at Derby, the American jockeys
securing al lthreb places in one race,

muttered: "Othello's occupation Is
gone."

On the some order Is the Globe's com-

ment upon Ithe purchasing from Pitts-
burg of gondola cars for the Soudan
railway. It says: "No Imperative ques-

tion of time can be urged here, as In the
case of Atbara, and it is hoped that a
full inquiry wll lbe made as to the
facts."

In reply to an evening paper's query
as to why the government has now prom-
ised to help the farmers by securing the
best American instead of English ma-
chinery, an Anglo-Australi- writes:
"Nobody in Australia would think of
using anything but American machinery.
It is all American, from the reaper and
binder to the lawn mower and garden
trowel. Many of tho implements are un-

known to the English farmer. John Bull
will stick to the old groove."

Another sign of the times i3 the an-

nouncement by one of the largest firms
of brewers In the United Kingdom that
they are going Fo make lager beer, which
has caused articles to appear bewailing
tho threatened popularity of the ancient
national drink, ale.

Drawing attention to the Increased use
of ice ,tho Standard says: "The recent
hot weather inclined the Englishman to
sympathize wlth tho instability usually
displayed by American visitors at the
difficulty in securing it"
