The Glasgow town council, in the face

occasioned much disappointment. Two or
three schemes for new electric subways
joining London and its suburbs have just
been successfully financed and will be
started in the autumn and these are likely
to supply further orders for American
machinery.

advanced here, consequently my last word
is the same as I epoke this morning. I
have confidence in you because you are
soldiers."

DREYFUS' FINAL PROTEST
Colonel Jouaust, president of the court,

asked Dreyfus if he had anything to add
in his behalf. The prisoner arose and in a
voice choked with emotion declared that
he had only one thing to say, nut of that
he was perfectly He said: "I
affirm before my country and before my
army that I am innocent. My sole aim
has been to save the honor of my name,
the name borne by my children. I have
suffered five, years of the most awful tor-

ture. But today, at last, I feel assured
that" I am about to attain my desire,
through your loyalty and justice."

Colonel Jouaust Have you finished,
Dreyfus? '

Dreyfus Yes, M. le President.

THE VERDICT RENDERED
The court then retired to deliberate, and

the prisoner left the hall, never to return,
as, in accordance with the law, the ver-

dict was rendered in his absence.
The ringing of a bell announced the en-

try of the judges, an officer ordered "Car-
ry arms" and "Present arms," the rattle
of rifles following, and then Colone'l Jou-

aust marched in, saluted and laid his kepi
on the table. The other judges did like-

wise, the gendarmes touted "Silence!"
and the stillness of death fell on the au-

dience, who were waiting heart In mouth
for the announcement of Dreyfus' fate.

Colonel Jouaust then began reading the
judgment, which opened with the ques-

tion referred to the judges by the court
of cassation. "Was Dreyfus guilty of
entering into machinations to send se-

cret documents to a foreign power?"
He then gave tho answer, that tho court
hy a majority of 5 to 2, .found Dreyfus
guilty.

TEXT OF THE JUDGMENT
The text of the judgment is as follows:
"Today, the 9th of September. 1S99. tho

court martial of the Tenth army corps,
deliberating behind closed doors, the
president put the following question:

" 'Is Alfred Dreyfus, brevet captain,
Fourteenth regiment of artillery, proba-
tioner on the general staff, guilty of hav-
ing in 1S91, entered into machinations or
held relations with a foreign power or
one of Its agents to induce it to commit
hostility or undertake war against
Fiance, or procure it the means therefor
by delivering the notes and documents
mentioned in the document called the
bordereau, according to the decision of
the court of cassation of June 3, 1S99.'

"The votes were taken separately, be-

ginning by the inferior grade and young-
est in the last grade, the Dresident hav-
ing given his opinion last. The court de-

clares on the question by a majority of
five votes to two: 'Yes, tho accused is
gpilty.'

"The majority agreed that there were
extenuating circumstances, in conse-
quence of which and on the reaues-- t of
the commissary of the government, the
president put the question and received
again the votes In the above mentioned
form. As a result tho court condemns,
by a majority of five votes to two, Al-

fred Dreyfus to the punishment of ten
years' detention.' '

The judgment then quotes the code and
the constitution " under which the sen-
tence was delivered, wlCh the article of
tne law enjoining the government com-
missary tD have this judgment immedi
ately read In tho presence of the prisoner
before the assembled guard, under arms
and to notify him that tho law allows
a delay of twenty-fou-r hours in which
to lodge an appeal.

The pent-u- p feelings of the audience
were expressed in a long, deep drawn
"Oh" when Colonel Jouaust reached the
word "guilty." The word was pronounced
under his breath. Owing to tho threat of
vigorous punishment for uttering any
cry, there was no outburst, but tho faces
of the majority of the spectators reflect-
ed an expression of anguished surprise.

M. Labori heard the verdict with a pal-
lid visage, while M. Demange fell back
in a chair as though horror-struc- Colo-
nel Jouaust read the judgment without a
tremor of his voice and apparently un-
moved.

CLEARING THE COURT ROOM

The silence was immediately broken by
a rush of the reporters to drop their pre-
viously prepared telegrams into the letter
box, opening into the street, where a
gendarme received them and gave them
to the respective messengers for trans-
mission by wire. The noise called forth
a stern cry of "Silence," and again all
sound was hushed until Colonel Jouaust
finished speaking. Ho concluded by say-
ing tho court would remain sitting until
the room was cleared. He asked the
audience to go out quietly and not to
raiso a shout of any sort. The gen-
darmes then closed around the audience
and pressed them outside. Not a cry or
a word was raised by anyone. Every-
thing passed off with complete calm. As
the people emerged tho gendarmes kept
them moving away from the court. The
small crowd of people outside cheered for
the army, but tho gendarmes did not in-

terfere.

DREYFUS HEARS THE VERDICT
The judgment was road to Dreyfus in

an adjoining little room by the clerk of
the court, M. Coupote. Dreyfus listened
impassive, did not give the slightest sign
of emotion, Md not utter a sord, and
marched back to prison like an automa-
ton.

It is understood Dreyfus will be seat to
Fort Corte. in the Island of Corsica.

disagreement in favor of Dreyfus. The
first Indication to these watchers that a
result had been reached was when a
soldier on a bicycle came tearing along
as fast as he could fro nithe Lycee tow-
ards the artillery barracks. The soldiers
and gendarmes keeping the streets sat
up In their saddles and watched the bi-

cyclist as long as he remained in sight.
This orderly was dispatched before the
court returned, as another five or ten
minutes elapsed before the army report-
ers and messengers on foot and on bi-

cycles came In a wave up the street and
in a moment the telegraph office was a
pandemonium. It was literally packed
with men and women, al Istruggling tow-
ards the two little windows, where the
disoatch.es were received.

In the manwhile the news of the con-
demnation of Dreyfus had filtered out to
the crowd, but it produced no excite-
ment.

SYMPATHY IN SAN FRANCISCO
San Francisco, Sept 9. At the Circle

Francaise and other resorts of the mem-
bers of the French colony, (much sympa-
thy is expressed for Dreyfus, whose case
has been almost the sole subject of dis-
cussion during the past few days. Many
of the members of the Circle Francaise
keep in close touch with political affairs
at home through their private correspon
dence. They expected that a conviction
woudl be obtained but did not look for
such severe punishment. "Poor France!
her honor has been brutally assaulted by
her military generals," remarked Silvain
Weil, one of the leaders of the French
colony. "The injustice Shown to Captain
Alfred Dreyfus is regarded by all loyal
Frenchmen in th.e United States. In this
city the news was, to the majority of
Frenchmen distressing but not surpris
ing. We expected something of the kind,
but justice will in time assert itself and
give Dreyfus his freedom."

BOYCOTT ON ALL FRANCE
Kansas City, Sept. d. The women of

the Hebrew Ladlet' Relief association, in.
which the leading Jewish families of
Kansas City are represented, at a meet-
ing this evening adopted the following
resolution: "We do hereby pledge our-
selves not to visit the territory of the
French republic, or buy or handle ard
merchandise or other thing manufactured
or grown in any territory or possession of
said republic, until the truth of the Inno-
cence of Captain Alfred Dreyfus shall be
shown to tho world by a fair and impar-
tial trial."

THINGS THAT MAY HAPPEN
Rennes, Sept. 9. It was reported here

this evening that as Dreyfus has been
condemned to ten years' detention, and as
he has already suffered five years' soli
tary imprisonment, which counts as
double the ordinary detention, he will be
released at the end of a fortnight. In
the meanwhile, unless the president of
the republic pardons him, which many
think certain as being the only solution
of the present situation, Dreyfus will
have to be degraded here again within
eight days.

BOYCOTT THE EXPOSITION
St. Louis, Mo., Sept. S. An Informal

meeting of the most prominent mer-
chants in St. Louis was held this after-
noon shortly after the Dreyfus decision
hecome known and it was unanimou-sj-

agreed that not one of them would at-
tend the Paris exhibition nor ma te an
exhibit- - It was also decided that thpy
would use their influence to deter other
from attending or making exhibits.

PRETTY SHARP MEDICINE
Chicago, Sept. 9 Six French painters

employed by L. B. Wright's
company were discharged summarily to-

day as soon as the verdict of the court
martial at Rennes was known. The men
had .been In the employ of the company
for a number of years. Mr. Wright said
.that tho discharge had been hanging over
the heads of tho Frenchmen for some
time, conditioned upon the verdict pf the
court.

IT'S TOO MUCH FOR ITALY
London, Sept. 9. A special dispatch

from Rennes says the sentence pronounc.
ed against Dreyfus has produced enor-

mous excitement there and that thou-

sands of telegrams of sympathy have
been sent to Dreyfus and to Maitre

and Maitre Labori. According to
tho same dispatch the pope last evening
sent a long telegram to President Loubet.

HE IS VERY AMERICAN

And Xet Congressman Lewis Wants
to See Bryan Hleeted

London, Sept. 9. Former Congressman
James H. Lewis arrived here this week
and on Frnday presented his credentials
at the United States embassy. He was
cordially received. Mr. Lewis Is here to
press The claims for compensation to the
American miners who were evicte din the
Atlin district in the Northwest Territory
by the Canadian government. The matter
of the American miners' claims against
Canada has already been taken up but
no aotion will be taken until the arrival
of Sir Henry Louis Davies, the Canadian
minister of mines and fisheries, who Is
coming here to present the other side of
the case. By that time the United States
ambassador, Mr. Joseph H. Choite, will
have the briefs of Mr. Lewis under con-

sideration. The lawyer urges that the
claims be included in the general arbi
tration by the high commission. Minister
Davies will object to this, maintaining
that such methods will obstruct the
boundary solution. Mr. Lewis, interview-
ed by a reporter of the Associated Press,
said: "I hope the claims will be arbitrat-
ed through a commission appointed for
that purpose "by the joint high commis-
sion. I am anxious 'that any action con-

cerning Alaska be in part dependent up-

on the recognition of these claims of 3,0J
American citizens, and that the United
States, from whence they came, will Insist
upon fair itreatment by Great Britain.
They regard the legislation which has de-

prived them of their property as a great
wrong and a violation of the spirit of the
'treaty gtf Washington. Great Britain can
well demonstrate here her desire to main-
tain the present friendly relations, by as-

suring these Americans just treatment.
We desire nothing done which would em-

barrass the present agreeable relation?,
but we cannot tolerate without protest
the confiscation of $50,000,000 worth of
property helonging to American citizen''."

Questioned regarding the rumors that
a modus vivendi had been arrived at in
itho Alaskan dispute, Mr. Lewis said: "I
am certain that the United States has
concluded no definite arrangement such
as conceding free ports on the Lynn canal
or Pyramid Harbor. Anything which
has possibly been arrived at can be but
temporary, as the American people will
not tolerate the surrender of the terri-
tory claimed by Canada. They may con-se-

can citizens are correspondingly preserv-
ed, including the calims of these miners I
represent.

I understand unofficially that
the high joint commission will meet in
November, and I expect tfhat the miners'
claims will have reached such a status by
that time as will determine what au-

thority is to decide their merits."
Referring to the Philippine Islands, Mr.

Lewis remarked: "The Democratic party
is intensely American. My individual view
is that of the party. We are in a war.
Tho honor of the country and the glory
of the flag are at stake. Both tmust be
maintained at all hazards. After this is
accomplished thero is time enough to dis-

pose of the problems Involved."
Speaking of tho suggested Anglo-Americ-

alliance, Mr. Lewis said: "The ques
tion has not been fully considered by the
American people. Personally, I am op-

posed to it I regard it as impracticable
and unprofitable to U3. A purely commer-
cial ailfance is enough."

Referring to home politics, Mr. Lewis
concluded: "Mr. Bryan will (be the nom-

inee and will be elected. No doubt he
will have the unanimous support of the
south and the whole Pacific coast."
